A Fierce Battle in the Desert,
the Arabs Charging the
British.

The British, After Heavy Loss,
Drive the Mahdi from

Abu Klea, in the desert, on
Saturday, the 17th of Jeanary. Coneml
Stewart, who had moved with a force of 1,-
500 wen from Korti to Gakdul, wiles
on the caravan route to Metemn and
Shendy, left Gakdul on the 14h for Abn
Klea. At this point there is sn abuudunt
supply of water, and it was d o re-
cuperate here for the dash on Metemneh.
When Stewart left Korti the rebels t{om in

Thoe battle was a fearful hand-to-hand fight,
Mest of the Arabs were armed with orun and
protected by spiked stlelds ot ox«<hide. They
rusbed to close guarters and swarmed over the
bodies of the'r dead and wonnded comoades,
The English troops, after the first few rounds
had boen Hred, fought with shortened saburs
and with sword-bayonets, wiekled ot balf-srm
length. Col. Burnaby was killed bty a thrast of
sn Arab’s spear, whilch enterod his neok and
severed the jugular veln. When Gon Blewart's
horee was sho: the rider fall to the gronnd and
wais badly shaken, but he poon recovered and
oblained another horse. The Engtish soldiers
hiad had neither food nor water since the night
beefore the battie.

The most deplomble result of the battle
in the mind of the avemge Englishmay,
says n eable dispateh, is the death of Lieut,
Col. Frederick Burnaby, of the Royal Horse
Guards. He was the bhest known and most
popular officer in the DBritish military
gervice, His porsonality made him a
striking fi ure, for he stood six feet and six
inches high barefooted, and measured
nearly fifty inches around the chest
Wonderful tales are told of hisn strength
and enduomuce, and the des nd-
ventures reconnted in his books—*A Ride
to Khiva," “On Horseback Throngh
Asin Minor,” ete.—are implicitly helieved
by those who kunew him. in eonnee-
