Secretary MecCulloch sent to the
House, the other day, an urgent letter re-
questiog ao appropriation of $500,600 to pro-
vide for tho storage and transportation of
silver ooin. In his lJetter Mr. MeCQulloch
mentions that the contingent of tho inde-
pendent Treasury for the current year,
$55,000, s nearly cxhausted, and a de-
ficlency approprintion of $50,000 will
be NECessiry. A good deal of
this money has been used to pay
for carting silver from one plaoe to another.
That sum §s Inslgnificant compared with
the demands upon it. The prafis on ¢oln-
age may be used to ppy for the transpor-
tation of ooln from & mint to thoadreasury
or a Bub-Treasury, but not for transpor-
tatlon from one Sub-Treasury to another
or from a Sub-Troksury to the Treasury.
The Secretary asks that an appropriation of
baif w Lujilluu dollars o made immedlately
avallable.

Treasury officials think that the
worst of the depression is over.
