News has reached this city of a terrilCe-murde- r

committed in Franklin County in.
which five lives were lost, and the perpe-
trator was subsequently lynched. Under
the law of Georgia when misdemeanor
convicts are only lined they have the privi-
lege of selling their services if any one
will pay the fine anil take them. It wa?
thus that John Swilling, a substantial
farmer, made tho acquaintance of I'ralfJt
Sanders, who was in jail. Sunders
had been but recently a resident of
the county, coming from South Carolina.
Swilling agreed to take him, and made him,
one of the family. On several occasions
Sanders has attempted to escape the task of
working out his tine, nnd thus the grutitudo
which ho should have felt toward Mr.
Swilling was turned into Litter hate,
"Wednesday Mr. Swilling took some cotton
to Toccoa, where he disposed of it. On
returning home tho family, consisting of
Swilling, his wife, and three children,
retired at an early hour in one room.
Someti me before elaylight Thursday morn-
ing Sanders who slejit in the house,,
resolved to secure the money and
escape. Taking the ax with which he
worked he noiselessly entered, but as ho
reached the beside Swilling sprang up.
He was given a blow on the head which
went crashing through his brain. Another
blow killed Mrs. Swilling, while asleep.
Having got his hand into the bloody busi-nea- s,

Suuelers then deliberately went to
the three children and elrove the poll of his
ax through their skulls. His murderous
deeds accomplished, the net thought was
for concealment. A lamp nearly tilled with
oil was ou the mantelpiece. This Sanders
took and poured the oil over the bed-
clothes, lie then applied tire, and, putting
tho stolen money in his po k-- Bullied
forth for the purpose of giving plausi-
bility to tho deeel. He ran to the
house of (leorge Swilling, brother
of his victim, nnd told him of the
tire. George hurried back, accompanied by
several neighbors, while Sanders continued
in another direction. I'ufortunately for
Sanders, the house was not completely
burned when tho party reached it, and tho
tire had not yet touched the body ef Mr.
Swilling. It was thus that the wound on
Swilhug'H Lead was eiiscovered. Then the
nbHcnee of Sunders was noted. Search
was at onco made ft r him, and bcfo.e the
day dost el ho was caught and confessed the
bloody deed. The citizens took him from
the dlicers, and hurried him to the
ruins ot Swillrug's bouse. When the mob
reached the scene of the tragedy ti ey made
Sanders describe in det.iil the whole crime.
As soon as be had finished tho narration
they ; ave hiiu live minutes in which to
pray. A tire was built en the Fpot where
Swilling' s boly bad lain, nnd into it San-
ders, t icel head aud foot with chains, was
thrown. When the pile bad burned away,
leaving nothing but chaired bones, the-part- y

separated.

lina, where a charge of murder was bang-
ing over him.

public.

MANY LIVES LOST.

Wreck of the Whaling-Har- k Atlantic
Outside of the Harbor of

San Francisco.

JSan Francisco special. 1

Tho whaler baik Atlantic was driven
ashore a mile and a half below the Cliff
House, nnd went to pieces in a few min-

utes, not a spar remaining standing. Tho
wreck was strewn along tho beach for
three or four miles. About tweidy-fiv- o

men are believed to be lot. The captain
and mate, with eight or ten men, were
saved. At the time of the disaster a denso
fog and heavy sea prevailed. The Atlantic
lelt here for a cruiso in the South Pacilic,
after which she was to proceed north. She
was nn obi vessel, having been Luilt in
lSol; was '2'A tons register, and was own-
ed by J. it W. K. Wing, of New Uedford,
Mass. She was commanded by Capt.
Thomas 1. Warren.

Following is Captain Warren's statement
of the wreck: "'Ihere was a heavy head
swell and no wind. Tho currents were so
strong that we could not get out of the
swell. We let go both anchors, but the sea
swei t the decks, nnd was so heavy that the
anchors could not hold. We dragged ashore
nnd struck at 1:.'10 a. m. Men were being
washed off during all this time by the im-

mense waves which washed over us. The
vessel went to pieces an hour and a half
alter she struck. There was a very heavy
fog, and it wns pitch dark. We succeedetl
iu lowering two boats, but both capsized
before gttii g two boat-lengt- from the
ship. The liist boat contained Z. H. Doty,
first mate, Anton Terry, third mate, nnd
four or live of the crew. That was the last
we saw of t!j m. In the econd boat were
mvsclf, second mate, Kin?, and live men.
When we were swamped the sea carr ed us
in till we to ached bottom, when we dragged
ourselves ashore. Wo made no signals of
distress, ns it was too foggy for any to be
seen."

As soon as the captain reached the shore
he made his way in an exhausted conddiJi
to tho life-savin- g station, ft few hundreel
yard away, snel give the alarm. The ap-

paratus wns immediately cot out, but owing
to the darkness and fog it was some time
Ik fore the wreck could be located. A line
wan then shot over her, but proved of no
seivice, as it became entiuyled in Holding
wreckage, nuel the vessel shortlj' went 'to
pieces. The vesel was valued nt 5?10,IHM

nnd her outfit at $df,00; insurance,
$5,HH. The captain nnd crew numbered
i oily-tw- o persons, and up to now onlj
eleven are known to be saved.
