2,
He participated in tne battles of Fort Gibson,
Raymond. Jackson, and Champion Hill. In the
siege of Vicksburg he commanded Mcl'herson's
center, aud on June 2 made the assault after
the explosion of the mine. His column was the
first to enter the captured city, and he was
made its military Go erne r. He (Jen.
Sheridan in the com maud of the Fifteenth Army
Corps in November, l"i3. In May, lnj', be
joined (ien. Sherman's army, w hich w as prepar-
ing for its march into Georgia, led the air tnca
of tho Army of the Tenuesseo in the fight at
Resaco, repulsed Hardee's veterans at Dallas,
and drove the enemy freun his line of works at
Kenesaw Mountain.

William Mussel, the murderer of David Christ-ma- n:

All the details of the lynching were arranged
at a meeting held in the City Hall, to whloti
only trusted men were admitted, and which was
made up of the heaviest tax-paye- and best
men of the place. Four of the Sheriff's friends,
who had been detailed for that purpose, cap-
tured that oQicial and held him prisoner in a
wood-she- The party then proceeded to the
jail, battered in the door, and the leaders were
soon in Mussel's cell. Mussel denied having
killed Christwan, and sola : "If you are going to
haig me be quick about it" Men were sent for
somo one to identify him, and this bekig
done the rope was put on his neok
and Le was led to the electric-lig- ht

tower, in the principal part of
tho town, where ho was again given an oppor-
tunity to confers. He again declared his inno-
cence, aud asked that his body bo buried, and
that his coat and letters be given to his wife.
The leader then gave the order to pull the rope.
Just then a call for silence was made, and a
hush fell over the crowd in expectation of a
confession, but Mussel again said he was inno-
cent. "Tull tho rope 1" was the order, and iu an
instant Mussel's body was dangling in the air.
At this sight the crowd gave vent to its delight
by hand-clappin- g aud cheers. The body was
left hauging an hour, during which time hund-
reds of women and children gathered about to
see it. It was then cut down and given to the
undertaker.

The Gallant Soldier Passes Away Pain-

lessly After a Fortnight's
Illnes3.

The Last Sad Scenes A Hlogrraylilcal
Sketch of tho Deceased

Statesman.

Washington special.
Gen. John A. Logan, United Btates Senator

from Illinois, died at his residence in this city
on Sunday afternoon. Doc. 20, after an illness of
only a fortnight.

Gen. Logan appeared In the Senate for the last
time on Friday, Dec. 10. On Sunday he kept
tho privacy of his room, rheumatism making
Its first approaches. He grew rapidly worse.
Dr. Paxt?r prescribed the remedies that bad.be-for- o

been crncacious, and before tho week
ended there was every indication that the
disease had been counteracted. Then a
slight cold was contracted, and the
rheumatic torture returned with greater acute-ne- s.

The suffering Senator was uuable to turn
in his bed. He had lost control of his limbs.
Feer developed, and a sequence of tho com-
plications was delirium. This subsided for a
time and a eembcoruatose coudition ensued.
Ho was treated with alcohol bit tin an heroic
remedy, whoso employment when discovered

by friends f.rst suggested his dangerous con-
dition and the feebleness of his fystom. Put
such baths had been used in tho previous
attack, nnd tkus tbo intimation they conveyed
was niodined acain.

ItlOGKAriUCAL.
A Cnrrer Crowded with Incident.

John Alexander IiOgan. soldier and states-
man, was Uni in Jackson County, Illinois, Feb.
ft, IbM. His fat ier, Dr. John I og-in- , who came
from Ireland to Illinois in 123, served soveral
terms in the State legislature. His mother
was Lliabeth Jenkins, a Tennessesn. He wus
Indebted for his early education to his father
and to such schoeds a were maintained for
short periods in the new settlements. When
the war with Mexico occurred he volun-
teered as a private, but was soon chosen a
lieutenant in the First Illinois Infautry.
He did good service as a soldier, and
for some time was adjutant of his
regiment. Alterhls return from Mex-
ico he began the study of law with his
uncle, Alexander M. Jenkins. In 140 he was
elected Clerk of Jackson County. In 12 he
graduated at the IxMiisvillo University, was ad-
mitted to the bar, and comiiwnceel the Tactice
of his profession. His popularity and success
led to bis election to the State legislature in the
fall of that year, and In the year following as

attorney for the Third Judicialfirosecuting he held till 157. He was
elected a member of the legislature
again In l"3t and was in
1ko snd 1857. He was a Presidential
elector in 1R5G on the Tiuchanan
aad . Preckinridgo ticket. In W--

he was elecU-- a lipresentatlve from Plinois
in the Thirty-sixt- h Congress as a Douglas
Democrat, and was tothe Thirty-sevent- h

in 1hmj. In the Presidential campaign
of that year he earnestly advocated the election
of Stephen A. Douglas, but on the first intima-
tion of coming trouble with the South he did
Dot hesitate to declare that, in the event of the
election of Abraham Lincoln, he would 'shoul-
der hi musket to have him inaugurated." In
Julv, lHl, during the extra session of Congress
cailel by President Lincoln, fired by
the enthusiasm of the hour, he left his
seat, overViok the troops that were march-
ing out of Washington to meet the enemy, and
fought with distinguished bravery in the ranks
of Colonel Richardson's regiment at the dis-
astrous battle of Pull linn, being among the
last to leave the field.

DOINGS OF CONGRESS.

Thk Senate .unanimously adopted a resola.
tion. December 20, authorizing the acceptauce
of the tract of land at n igbwood, 111., donated
by the Chicago Commercial Club fur a military
loit. A bill was introduced for the extirpatien
of contagious diseases among rattle. It create
a commission of tliree, whese service shall end
when the diaeae is eralicaU'd, and ninreprt-at- e

ll,(XM),tKK) for the work promised. Mr. Voit
introduced a ubstitute for the oil) to incorporate
the Atlantic and Pacific Ship Railway Com-
pany, and stated that it simply provided for a
naked lucnration of the company without
any guarantee by the Government. It wai
made the special order for the secoiid Tuesday
iu January. Among the petitions presented
and referred in the Senate were tteviral iu fa-
vor of the reduction of the tax on oleomar-
garine. The House of Representatives refused
to suapeHd the rules and pa-- tho bill increas-
ing the duties on Sumatra tobacco. Kills vvero
introduced to appropriate Sluo.ooo for tho erec-
tion of a monument to negro Boldiers
and sailors who lobt their lives in the
rebellion, to forbid the sale of liquor
within the limits of any oldiers' home, and
to punish the passing of Confederate money.
The Weavor resolution calling on Secretary
Manning for certain information concerning
canceled Treasury notes was adopted. Mr.
Townshend introduced a, resolution in the
House that the Secretary of tho Treasury be
requested to ascertain whether any National
Ranking Association in New York City has dur-
ing the present month loaned its suiplus funds
to stock-jobber- s without security, anil merely
upon receipt of interest on tho Hauio lor tho
purpose) of enabling the speculators to lock up
and provent tho ubo of money in business tran
actions, and thereby prodtco a scarcity of
money and greatly increase tho ruto of interest
on loans.

Gen. Logan's homo lifo wns always attractive,
and his jolitical campaigns wero conducted
from the family circle. His wife and his daugh-
ter, to whom he was always devoted and toward
whom he always showed tho most affectionate
demonstrations, were his confidantes in political
matters, and always participated act. vol v in
his campaigns. For fifteen years, and until
he purohastd his new borne on Columbia
Heights, he always lied in tho same board-
ing house em Twelfth street and occupied the
same rooms a inodest parlor nnd bedroom.
Tho now bouse cost hm ilii.io). Ho bought it
of a syndicate interested in suburban property,
who gave him a price much less than it was
worth, as they knew that his resideuco there
would attract jeople to the neighborhood.
He gave his notes for 15,000, pavable In fivo
annual installments, and borrowed fl,HK)
from Don Cainoron to make the cash payment.
Tho house is fully worth $2J,00j and iwrnapsmore.

The General w as always poor. He was never
successful in business enterprises, and has
lived en his salary. His honesty in legislative
lift was preiverbial. There was not a lobbyist
In Washington wbo dared approach him. When
tho bill to distribute the remainder of the
Geneva award w as pending in tlio Senate, Gen.
IiOgan was favorably disposed to the
claims of tho insurance companies, and
ono of the attorneys for them went
to his rooms to talk on tho subject.
Tho General received hiin very coldly,
and when the man asked to seo him in private
a few moments, he flew into a passion and or-
dered him out of tho looms.
