He was f ormerly
a prosjerous farmer bat, in later years, busi-
ness misfortunes overtook him and he waa
shorn of his iossessions. All who knew him
entertained for him tho most profound re-

spect, and tho universal verdict w ill be that a
good man has fallen.

MAIUANNA MOIZBISON.

Died, Sunday evening, June l'.Uh, Marianna
Morrison, wife of Kobert Morrison, aged sev-
enty years. Mrs. Morrison was born at
Avon, Livingston county, N. Y May L'Sth,
1817. Sho came to Michigan in September,
1841, and was married to Mr. Morrison Jan-
uary 1st, 1842. Those who knew Mrs. M. in
any of tho years 6ince her marriage down to
five years ago, remember her as enjoying a
robust health, which seemed to warrant a
longer stay; but an insidious disease has,
since then, been wasting away her naturally
strong frame until, at her death, she was but
a shadow of her former self. Through all
theso trying years of suffering, sho sustained
herself heroically, always assuming a cheerful
air in her family and among her friends.
