an exhibition of gemius as great as any
great captain has ever shown,

The particular quality which made Na-
poleon seize the colors and incite his troops
to follow him at the bridge of Arcola is
well worthy of attention as being, at
times, & most important factor in a battle,

Alexander and Henry of Navarre, were |
leaders whose personal power on the |

battle field may be sald to have directly
influenced many of their victories. Many

of Napmleon's lieutenants had this instinct |

of leadership; Lannes and Massena to an
eminent degree.
in the power of his personal presence to
change a retreat into an attack, and Scott
made a brillinnt display of it at the battle
of Lundy’s Lane. The civil war shows
but little of this divine gift. Gen. C. F.
Smith may be said to have had the genius
| of battle highly developed in him, as was
conspicuously shown at the battle of Fort
Donelson. It is not always given to
genius to succeed in these efforts. Na-
poleon failed at the battle of Arcola,
though it is possible that the desperate
fighting around his person on the canse-
way kept the enemy closely employed
until another force had taken the town in
rear, and that, therefore, his act secured
his great victory.—Gen. “Baldy’ Smith

CHr Dwellings of Morocro,

It was not nntil last year that the
Moors wounld permit any efxamination of
the ¢Ifff dwellings which have long been
known to exist some days’ Journey south-
west of the city of Moroeco. This strange
city of the eave dwellers is almost exaotly
like some of those in New Mexico and
other territories which archmologists have
explored.  The dwellings were dug out of
the solid rock and many of them are over
200 feet ahove the bottom of the valley.
The face of the cliff is in places perpen-

| dicalar, and it is believed that the troglo-
dytes could have reached their dwellings
only with the aid of rope ladders. Some
of the dwellings contain three rooms, the
largest of which is about 17x7 feet, and
the walls of the larger rooms are generally
plerced by windows. Nothing Is known
as to who these cave dwellers were,—New
York Sun.

Eleotric Signals for Army Seouts.

Briefly, the scheme is this. The scouts
or signal officers carry in their knapsacks
six small fncandescent lights of the dif-
ferent primary colors. These are oon-
nected by a very fine wire with a small
battery in the knapsack. Attached to the
small globes that inclose the lights is a
very small oval electric motor, operated
by an independent battery. When one
seout wishes to commundcate with an-
other he sends one globe high Into the alr
and then turns on the electric fluld that
flluminates it. By the use of the differ-
ent colored globes and by combinations a
conversation of any length can be earried
on at night at long distances. The inven-
tion will be patented in Europe, and an
effort will be made to introduce it into
the difference European armies, ns well as
into this country.—~Philadelphin Press.
