Brief Sketch of the Life and Deeds
of General Sheridan's
Buccessor.

The Mother of Young Albert Parsons
Will Rear Him as an
Anarchist.

While thare Is no law requiring it, the eustom
of promotion by senk ruw vailed in the
army to such an extent t it rarnly been
deviated from, and the next highest officer s
reasonably esrtain of promotion to Com
in.Chief when a vecancy ocours, It is stated
that the Prestdent bias already Gen,
Jolin M, Schofield, the senior Major Genersl
of the armuy, to take eoinw n place of
Gon, Bheridan, deceased. As Gen. Scho-
field fs the rankir Malor Gener
the selsction 8 in accordance with the usn
military practice, A major geoeral {s, there-
fore, at the head of the army. Although the
rank-of general remsius, it I8 vested in Gea,
Sberman, who s on the retired lst, Gon, Bhori-

dan was promotad to the Hentenant-genaralship
the army when Gen, Sherman retived, but
that grade was merged in the rank of general of
the army, which was restored by Congress on
the active list only recen With his death
both these ranks disappear from the sotive list,

Major Genera! Jobn MeAllater Schofield 18 &
native of New York, having been born In Chag-
taugqua County, Sept. 24, 1531, the year that
Ciem, Sheridan waa born, and he gradusted in
thie clnes with him, Young Schotield waa as-
slgmed to the Second Artillery, and for five
years ncted as instruotor in natural philosophy
nt Wost Poiut, Next e went to St Louison a
leave of dhsence from the army and fllled the
ohair of nuturnl philosopliy in the Wasuington
University of thut city.

In May, 1851, ke was nppointed a Captain, and
was alinost immedistely promoted to Muejor of
the First Missourl Infantry, and subsequently
became chiofl of stafl to General Lyon, and waa
with him when the latter foll in the biattle of
Wilson's Creek. In November, 151, he had boen
promotod to be Brigadier General and asaigned
to the command of the Missouri militis, aud in
April, 1864, be became commander of the Distriot
of Missouri

After the defeat of flood's army General Scho-
field wans transferred to North Carolinae, and his
eomimand took possssion of Wilmington Feb 34,
1865, muud then ndvanced to Goldsboro, which he
reached ahowl of General Sherman's anoy, after
defeating the Conifedérates in seversl engnge.
ments, Un March 13, 1505, Lo was brevetted .\Tnj 4
Genoral in the regular army for bravery at
Frauklin. On the reorganization ¢f the regular
ariy st the close of the war he assumed his
runk of Brigadier and Drevet Major General, and
in July, 1847, be was nppointed to the command of
the first military distriet, comprising the Stave of
Virginin, On the resignation of General Grant
from that position General Schofield was ap-
pointad Secretary of War for the time being,
nnd Moy 30, 1568, he was confirmed in the offos
