TTOLrDO coartKspoNDFNCK.
It wss raining when Gen. Harrison left Indian-

apolis for Middle liass Island. i'ut-ln-lU- r. The
first demonstration of any kind alng the route
occurred at Kokomo, fifty-fou- r miles from

where hundreds of workmen and
railroad employes had congregated awaiting
Geu. Harrison's arrival. They cheered the Gen-
eral, and went to the rear platform and shook
hands with him. The Gent rid made no address.

Just before the train arrived at l'eru it stopped
at the shops of the I Jike Frie and Western Hall-
way and tha workmen, in their sp-on- i and sodod
bands, ran out to greet the General, who stepped
down in their midst and shook hands during the
brief stop.

At l'eru a crowd of nearly 1,000 greeted the
General and his party a they alighted. It was
with a great deal of difficulty that the General
made his way to the waitini-roo- of the depot,
where he received the people.

From Peru to Fort Wayne, fifty-si- x miles, tho
trip was made without social Incident, every
little station furnishing its crowd to satisfy
whom the General apeared on the rear plat-
form. In the meantime the occupants of tho
car passed the time chatting and reading, the
women enjoying a gamo of euchro. Gen. Harri-
son read the newspapers. There was no demon-
stration at Fort V ayne, and jwople at the depot
were in ignorance of the General s presence until
the arrival of the train. The General alighted
there and shook han. s with tho ftw that were
on the platform and then walked b ica and forth
exercising himself until the train started.

A crowd of 10,000 or more was assembled at
the depot in Toledo when the train steamed in,
and when Gen. Harrison stopped on the platfona
he wes received with deafening cheers, lie was
escorted to the residence of Mr. Wm. Cummins.
Subsequently a public reception was given the
General in Memorial Hall, where an audience of
10,000 to 15,0u0 assembled. The appearance of
Gen. Harrison on the platform was the signal for
tremendous catering.

J. M. Brown, President of the Executive Com-
mittee of the United ltepublican Clubs of Toledo,
made a brief speech explaining the circumstan-ce- s

under which the gut6t of tho evening ap-
peared before thrjj, nfter which he introluctd
Gen. Harrison. Prolonged cLe ring greeted the
latter, who then soke as follows :

I choosto ra'dier to regard
it a a pledge that this intorcst w hich you mani-
fest to me will not Btop here, and is the
plo Ice of continued aud earnest ier.sonal v orlt
by each one of you for those principles which
have won the cons nt of your mids and the
lovo of vour hearts.

I cannot enter into any detail in the discus-
sion of public queii no ; I would not at ail put
myself tetweeti you and th'se great imiortunt
issues. 1 would in til I may say put them to
thefiont. We are ho-- o, citizens ot a proat and
prosperous and nia,Tniheent nation. We bave
common interests. We are htrj charged with
th common duties to perj etuate, if we can, the
pro;erity and to maintain ih3 h nor of thignat republic.

of development, of larger prosperity, end of more
Individual comfort than are ioe.ii-- f d by any
other 1 eoplj in the wot 14.

LATEST FREAK Of TOR POLIT-

Tl:o rno?t striking feature of a recent
political parade ia New York City w. a
kuo ball, 14 lect in diameter, which it
id proposed to roll all over the country
as a lort of a campaign document. Tho
sphere i called the Harrison and Mor-
ton ball, and is painted red, white and
blue and inscribed with more or lees
rhythmic verse. The idea of the con-
struction of this ball ias conceived in
Cumberland, Md., by several citizens of
that town upon tho day of Gen. Harri-
son's nomination, and its appro- -

struck; them moatEriatcness they remembered that
tho lirBt ball of the kind'
ever made, and which was rolled'
about from one town to another by en-
thusiastic young politicians, was built in
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that very town of Cumberland in honor
of tho nomination of .en. Harrison's
grandfather. It formed ono of tho most'
novel features of the Tippecanoe cam-- j
pais:n, and was rolled from Cumberland
to Baltimore, wherw it was subsequently
broken up for kindling wood. That ball,
however, was not nearly as large or
elaborate as tho one wfiich is to bo
started rolling in this parade

The ball is a canvad-covcrc- d sphere,
42 feet in circumference, tnd is built
about an immense wheel or rim on
which it rolls. This wheel is about S
inches thick, of heavy vood; with a
quartcMnch iron tire. From its inside
edge iron hoops bend toward tho
poles, and upon these the canvas cover
is stretched, the number being symbol-
ical of tho states of the Union. Fifteen
gross of Eciews and 123 bolts were used
in the construction ot the monster, and
the whole weighs over 1,000 pounds,
though it rolls easily and may be po-pelle- d

by a couple of men. 'iho shall
of tho ball U a piece of gas pipe,
which projects one foot at either pofej.
On this are fastened two standards.!
working on rollers, to prevent the ball
from topp'ing over. Hopes can also bo
rigged to the shait, so that enthusiastic
Republicans can pull the monster ulong
like a tire-engin- e.

The ball was made by D. E. Brockett,
of Cumberland, --Md., who will accom-
pany it on much of its travels. In ied!
letters on ono end are painted ths'
words: "Cumberland, Allegany Co.,
Maryland." borne of tho other mot-
toes aro as follows:

The ball was dedicated at a ratifica-
tion meeting held in Cumberland on tbo
2d inst., and after a preliminary roll it
was taken apart and shipped to New
York. It is not proposed to roll it along
the country roads from ono place to tho
other, but to ship 11 by rail and put it to-

gether, so that it may appear in tho
campaign parades all over the country.
