¢ I8 n man of liberal dimensions, His
head is Websterian in its wize, liis chest
snormons, hig hands immense, his whale
something nny{gmti\e of the swelling out-
lines of one of the auciont gladintors,
The life of Mr. 8t. John is varied, full
of interest, and ns surprising ns the growth
of the railway with shich he is connected,
or the rise of the wmnssive depot in which
his offica is located. The enreor of the
former is one whoss origin, struggles, and
triumphs are familiar to the world. The
rost station of the Chicago and Roek
?ﬁlnnd Road, not many yedrs ngo, was a
shanty in the mud. It becawe, in time,
an imposing structure of stone, and one of
the few of the kindin the conutry in which
thore are displayed symmetry of outline,
strength, and harmonions decoration.
This building, the descendant of & shanty,
grand as it was ot the outset, has since
boon enlarged, and now is complote.
Mr. Bt. John has a life modeled some-
what Iike that of the grest depot build-
ing. He, after n tashion, had his origin

m a shanty, and since has constautly
grown and iunproved till be muks among
the mwost exulted of his profession.

He was born amidst humble surronnd-
ings in a New England Btate, and had
none of the wlvantages nsually enjoyed by
the uverage youth of that region, Tis
father died when he wns but four years

old, nud bhe was compelled 1o early enter |

the field forhis own sapport. Iiis brother,
Iiving in the same [nl;l'u_ wis PPostmns-
tor. station ngent, and storekesper, and
with him he served until he was sixteen,
as an assistant in bis brother's varied oe-
upntions,

He had no opportunity for schooling,
tll his time being devoted to the support
of his fawily, It is possible that his re-
vere lnbors nt th's perod, the economy
which he was obliged to practice, were o
value to him in his loter emreer. He had |
the benefit of nn excellent nneestry, from
whom he was the possessor of plain,
simple tastes, thrift, and a willingness to
work.

When about 17 vears of age he secnred

tho position of elerk in a ticket office at It

Qniney on the Wabhash and Toledo Road.
This was the beginping of o railway career |
which has attained an envions heighbt.

His salary st this point was 3
month. In 1865 he removed to Spring-
fielil, and goon after received an offer from
the Chieago eud Rock lsinnd Company,
nt Chicsgo, to tike a position at 40 o
month. The Great Western “ruized” this |
nmount to #60. He finally, however,
mwigrnted to Chicago, where, 11 the offices
of the Roek Island Rond, in which ke be-
gan as a clerk in the ticket office, Lo rose
to be chief. Five years loter he was lified
to a position in which he had entire con-
trol of the general ticket office.

In 1870 be wis made Geuvernl Passenger
Apent, next Assistant Goneral Manager,
and tinally, a year ago, General Manager.
Thus, in twen!y-mx years, he climbed
from the bottom of the ladder to the top
round which be now occupiss. The beight
surmonnted is an immense one, and is
vloguent and convineing in its testimony
us to his industry and his uufultering
fidelity to the interests of his employers.

When he came to Chieago, in 1864, the
clerical force consisted of two clorks inthe
ticket office and two in the freight. He
was s0on promoted to be chief of the two
ticket clorks, for which respousible over-
sight he was paid £75 n mouth.

There was one point in its earecr when
the Chieago and Rock lsland Railway
enme  perdously pear losing its present
capable Genernl Manager. At one period
of his life, at the inception of the 1ebel.
lioy, he aspired to enter West Point. Hon
Charles D, Androws, once Judge of the

He commenced studying to be able to
pass an examinution; fortunately for the
rinilway interest he serves, the law was not
enacted, und, hence, no sppointment conld
be made.

“NSome of the beast I inters o manps
of o erime that I oever got wore in the
newspapers. There I have fonnd every
detail of the erime, with photographs
of the per-ounel, and it Lias greatly re-
lievad me and quickened my work.
Thersfor: I say that what people often
eall sensational American jouraalism is
the one thing which renders casy the
eapture of criminals in this country.
