Rovr Italian Macaroni Is .Made.

The llrst thing put on the tablo was
.a wooden tray. On tho surface of this
a 1kw1 of tine whito Hour was heaped.
Then tho Italian woman made a nest
with her hand in tho center of the
Hour. This she tilled with cold water.
Then came the working in of every
grain of the flour into a compact mass.
This la padrona kneaded until it be-
came as hard and whito as wax, hand-
ling it exactly as the housewife of tho
American homo make her best puff
paste. Then ono of tho other women
brought ft long oaken stick as largo
as a walking-cano- . "Willi this the
padrona rolled and beat the whito
dough again and again, until at last it
was ono largo w hite sheet. Then she
took a sharp meat knife from a drawer
and cut it into long, thin slips. Theso
she cut again into shorter ones. Next
the grandmother brought what looked
like two knitting-needle- s. La padrona
laid these in the short lengths of dough
and rolled them into long tubes. Theso
were laid aside finished. This was
macaroni. The next was made into
short pieces taglioni. Then the lino
straws known as spaghetti, ond tho
w orm-lik- o threads familiar to commerce
as vermicelli. Meanwhile tho inalo
heads of the family the organ-grinde- r,

tho scissors-sharpene- r, and the maker
of "images" chanted tho praise of the
manufacture in fluent Italian, and
brought in a big tin loiler to emphasize
their remarks. There was not even a
grain of salt added to tho compound
it was only Hour and water. Rut, by a
trick of making it, had become a na-
tional dish and ft delicacy of tho tablo.
All in tho family eat it. It is generally
cooked among such families as these as
a broth. They add a small pieco of
meat or somo parmietto and season it.
It is cheap and w holesome. Sometimes
the tables, chairs, and even tho beds
in an Italian family will bo covered
with strings of macaroni drying for
further use.

The Van t Tlm'icr Kenton Through a Por-
tion ol' Which Stanley l'aaaed.

Tlie groat forwt through which Stan-
ley recently iinnKOil, which ho onti-luntc- tl

to cover iMG,0)0 square miles, is
only a Htnall art of tho great African
forest which extemls utmost unbroken-l- y

from the west coast iu tho (jaboon
ami Ogowo regions, with n wiilth of
Keveral hundred inileM, to tho great
lakes. This belt of timber, trending
away to tho heart of tho continent in a
direction a little nouth of east, is tho
greatest forest region in tho world,

to tho NewTork im. A part
of it strikes south of tho Congo at the
great northern Ikih1 of that river, and
tho country embraced within tho big
curve is covered with a compact forest,
tho towering and wide-sproadio- g trees
Quitting out a large part of tho sun-

light.
In these forests, completely shut out

from the rest of tho world, live hun-
dreds of thousands of people w ho are
almost unknown to the tribes living in
tho savanna region outside. Scattered
through the big woods within the Con-

go bend arc little communities of IJatwa
dwarfs, of whose existenco tho traveler
has no inkling until ho suddenly comes
upon them. Hero also, along the San-kur- u

River, are the tree inhabitants
described bv Dr. Wolf, w here the na-

tives live in huts built among tho
branches to escapo the river Ihxids. It
was in great clearings made in these
forests that Kund and Tappenbeck dis-

covered some of tho most notable vi-
llage yet found in Africa, where well-bui- lt

huts, with gable roofs, lino lth
sides of a neatly kept street that
stretches away for eight or nine miles.
These villages aro even more interest-
ing than tho street towns in tho more
Kpursely timbered regions south of
them, which were regarded as very
wonderful when they were h'rst discov-
ered by "Wissmann. It was his account
of theso villages that led Uishop Taylor
to choose this part of Africa as the goal
ho wished to reach.

Last year tho Commercial Company,
which is investigating the trade re-

sources of tho Congo, sent its steamer,
tho Roi des Relges, up tho Ikatta River
into this great timber land, and the ex-

plorers described the country along
tho banks as "covered with an almost
impenetrable virgin forest. It is a
veritable ocean of verdure, from which
emerges hero and thcro a wooded
mountain." Greenfell penetrated tho
forest for long distances on several
southern tributaries of the Congo, and
on the upper courses of theso rivers ho
sometimes found tho wide-spreadin- g

branches forming a complete roof above
the stream.

Rut One Elementary Substance.
Analogy forbids us to believe that,

down to a certain limit of dimension
that wo call molecules, tho constitu-
tion of matter is of a wholly different
fort from that which appears on sub-
dividing tho molecules. It is an equal-
ly incredible assumption that all atoms
of the same element aro so many inde-jxnde- ut

creations exactly alike in
v.xvry respect. Then, as our knowledge
increases, the distinctions between the
chemical elements aro becoming less
marked and their relations to each
other more intimate. They are begin-
ning to appear, not as isolated units,
but as links in a complex network,
which presents an unbroken continuity
throughout. The recent study of the
rarer earths leaves us in doubt
w hether wo have an indefinite number
of elements, or only one under unnum-
bered manifestations; and the later re-

sults of spectrum analyses seem to in-

dicate quite clearly thut, at the high
temperatures of the sun and tho lixed
stars, many of our terrestrial elements
Are decomposed. From a mathematic-
al analysis of the spectra, Grunwald
maintains and supports his conclu-
sion by a remarkable array of confirm-
atory measurements that tho remark-
able solar spectrum line called helium,
and tho equally well-marke- d line of
the sun's corona, come from two con-
stituents of hydrogen gas, tho lirst of
which is somewhat heavier and the
last far lighter than hydrogen gas.
Prof. Josiah P. CooKre, in Popular
Science Monthly.

The HoHy Tree.
Although the holly is one of the most

beautiful of our evergreen plants, it is
comparatively rare that it is found do-

mesticated and adorning the lawns
either of our suburban villas or the
grounds of more extern ivo and remote
country places. Many forest compan-
ions, of the holly have been removed
from their parent soil mid made to
flourish in all their original vigor and
beauty near tho altodes of men; but it
has, for the most part, maintained its
wild state of savago freedom, and in
general is only to be seen in its full
glory in the spots where it has been
planted by nature's own hand. This
apparent neglect of a plant, which is
second to none of the evergreens in its
ornamental character, is duo to no want
of a sthetic appreciation on the part of
arloriculturists, but to the Indief which
generally prevails, among amateur
gardeners at least, that the hollv will
not bear transplanting, and will lan-
guish and die when removed from its
native soil. Many country gentlemen
and farmers havo made tho attempt
only to fail, and tho failures have been
so frequent as to discourage many
others who would have been happy to
adorn their grounds with this healthy,
wholesome tree which, w ith its sugges-
tions cf tho Christmas season of good-

will, seems, as it stands amid tho win-

ter snow, with its rod berries and
wealth of glistening green, to bo a tonic
nnd a refreshment to the physical vision,
And to bear on every Iwugh a genial,
hearty message, full of good cheer and
hope. Baltimore Sun.

A Chemical Experiment.
The Practical Ttarher gives the fol-

lowing simple experiment in chemistry,
which any child can try: Cut three
leaves of cabbage into small pieces,
and, after placing them in a basin,
pour a pint of boiling water over them,
letting them stand an hour; then pour
the liquid into a decanter. It will be
of a line blue color. Then take four
wine-glasse- s into one put six drops of
stiong vinegar; into another six drops
of solution of soda; into a third tho
same quantity of a strong solution of
alum; and let the fourth glass remain
empty. Till up the glasses from tho
decanter, and tho liquid poured into
tho glass containing tho acid will
quickly change to ft beautiful red; that
poured with tho soda will be ft lino
green; that poured into the alum will
turn to a pretty purple; while that
poured into tho empty glass will re-

main unchanged.
