Both Jus-
tice Field and Marshal Nagle were ar
rested for the shooting of Terry. The
state of California claims jurisdiction in
the case. The federal authorities, tin
the other hand, insist that as the shoot-
ing was done by a federal oflicer, by
federal orders, in defense of a United
States justice, they alone have jurisdic-
tion. It will be seen that the old ques-
tion of States' rights is sit issue in this
contlict of federal sind state siuthority,
and the contention promises to be si

fierce one. If the federal authorities
succeed in carrying their view of the
cae, the logical applications of the
principle will extend the segis of the
United States over every federal ofli-cia- l,

known to be almost solid for Alger sis

against the field. The Iowans hatl de
cided to give at least a complimentary
vote to (Jen. Consignv. of Avoea. At
the Wednesday afternoon session a res-

olution hatl been passed agreeing to
meet at night ami hear the nominating
ppcethes, and to ballot for officers on

Alger, so he would withdraw his name.
Consigny, of Iowa, then withdrew his
name, while the irrepressible Dalzell
was not heard from, either by himself
or anyone else. The matter standing
in this shape, a resolution to rescind
the former resolution, as to the time to
elect, was passed, antl the secretary
was instructed to cast the ballot of the
encampment for (Jeneral Alger, which
was done amid the wildest enthusiasm.
A. (I. Weissart, of Wisconsin, was then
chosen Senior and
Col. Lovctt, of New Jersey, Junior

in the same manner.
The election of (Jeneral Alger will give
the liveliest satisfaction to grand army
men everywhere. His brilliant war
record ami his unvarying loyalty to the
(J. A. K. makes him admired and re-

spected even where his pure private
life is not so intimately known as it is

in his own state.

The newspaper press of Michigan is

a unit in favor of Chicago as the loca-

tion of the World's Exposition of 18'.r,

and this universal preference is based
on logicsil grounds, sis: Chicago has
more room; is more easy of access to a
vast majority of the people of the United
States; has a greater amount of hotel
accommodations than any city in
America; is the terminus of nearly one-thir- d

the entire railroad mileage of the
United States; its telegraphic facilities
are uucqualcd; its people alert, enter-
prising, wide-wake- , liberal; its news-
papers the ablest conducted of any on
this continent; its financial resources
absolutely unlimited, and the health of
the city at all sesisons of the year excel-

lent. But it was left for the Lansing
lit publiami to advance the one especial
argument in favor of Chicsigo, or, rather,
in explanation of why Michigan es-

poused the cause of Chicago so warmly,
ami sis the Hrpubliatn's whole article is
very readable, we reproduce it:

"If Michigan wanted the world's fair,
Chicsigo would sit once perceive the pro-

priety of taking a rear pew. But Mich-
igan tlosen't want it; and as Michigan
is a western state, her citizens are over-
whelmingly in favor of locating the
fair in the western central part of this
country. It should be located near tin;
great heart of the nation, where the
products ami peoples of every nook sintl

corner of this North American empire
can easily come together.

"For this purpose there is no more
natural anil convenient center (outside
of Michigan) than Chicago. Other
western and southern cities possess ad-

vantage, but they are not bidding for
this prize and art? favoring Chicago.

"Again, every Michigan man is at
home in Chicago. Michigan has almost
built Chicago, in its leisure moments,
as it were. It is mostly inside from
Michigan stone and lumber. Its peo-

ple have been fed from Michigan soil.
A Chicagoan would reject at once a
suggestion that he could obtain as satis
factory results from a bed, chair or ta-

ble manufactured outside of Michigan.
A Chicago infant could not secure a
properly built sind satisfactory colic
from any but Michigan fruits, nor ob-

tain refreshing sleep in crsidlc or cot
that did not bear a Michigan trade-mark- .

Chicsigo as many lobby-
ists to the Michigan legislature as De-

troit, (Irand llapids or Saginaw. These
are a few unmistakable proofs of the
vim, enterprise, liberality and wealth
of Chicago, which incline Michigan to
favor her claims to the big fair, sind

render it an eminently proper and
neighborly act for the Michigan press
and people to extend to her ;i kindly
antl helping hand. She has the site;
the facilities for safe and rapid trans-
portation, and for comfortably enter-
taining sin army of visitors, sind the pride
to make the affair a success.

"Some of the statements contained
in tin; editorial circular must be regard-
ed as a sort of "poetic license," how-

ever. Chicsigo climate is fair, sis a rule.
Michigan lies to the north ami east, and
the prevailing summer breezes sire from
that direction. It has an unlimited
water supply, but its purity is not so
abundantly attested sis the circular
would imply. The lluid is, however,
well sidapted for navigation, culinary
ami laundry purposes, and if pure or
medicinal waters are essential for any
purpose, Michigan, with its thousands
of pure antl sparkling streams and
springs, lies directly opposite a short
ami delightful sail, which no visitor
could afford to miss.

"New York and Washington are
quite essential to this country for com
tnercial, diplomatic ami strategetic pur-

poses, but for a world's fair, Chicsigo is

superior to cither."
