Unfortunately the trouble did not end
here. Mr. Cannon, goaded to madness
by the attacks made upon nis resolu-
tion, made use of some language which
he must have deeply regretted as soon
as he had time to think. This caused
Mr. Mason to reply in kind, and this
quarrel caused another between Repre-
sentatives Wilson, of Washington, and
Beckwtth, of New Jersey, which actual-
ly led to blows before the combatants
could oe separated. Truly the whole
business is shameful, although the
Democrats acted as though they
thought it great sport, laughing and
yelling worse than a lot of hoodlums at
a dog tight.

It is understood that the conference
committee is making rapid progress
with the river and harbor bill, and
that its report may be looked for next
week.

Senator Plumb's resolution to stop
the sale of intoxicating liquors in the
Senate restaurant, after being bur-
dened with several ridiculous amend-
ments, and after a debate which was
equally ridiculous, has been referred to
the committee on Rules, which has con-
trol of the matter.

The senate will begin voting on the
tariff bill and the amendments on Sept.
8th. It will probahly be several days
later before the bill is finally disposed
of. The debate on this bill has already
been longer than that on any similar
measure in the history of the Senate.
It is expected that adjournment will
take place during the first week in
October.

It will not be surprising if the Presi-
dent calls an extra session of Congress,
to meet immediately after the Novem-
ber elections. Such a course is con-
sidered necessary by a great many
Republican Senators and members, who
foresee the trouble there will be in
passing the Election bill, the Appor-
tionment bill, and the regular appropri-
ation bills at the short session, and w ho
recognize the value of the three weeks
which an extra session might make use
of before time for the regular session
to meet in December.

It is generally believed by Republi-
can Senators that the first business of
the Senate, when it meets after adjourn-
ing, whether in extra or regular session,
will be to change the Rules. Of course,
no one expects that it will adopt rules
regarding debate as stringent as those
used jn the House; but it is practically
certain that the majority will be given
the power to end debate after it has
gone on for a reasonable time. It is
deeply regretted by most of the Repub-
lican Senators that it was not done at
the beginning of the present session.

Republicans have excellent grounds
for asking the people of the country to
continue them in control of the House
of Representatives. See the important
measures which the House has passed
at this session: the tariff bill, the silver
bill, the federal election bill, the na-
tional bankruptcy bill, the bill relieving
the supreme court, the bill admitting
four new states, the original package
bill, the meat inspection bill, the agri-
cultural relief bill, the bill against adul-
terated food, the anti-trus- t bill, the
public lauds bill, and hundreds of
minor bills. As soon as the Republi-
cans obtained control of the House the
prosperity of the country began to in-
crease, and so it will continue to do as
long as they retain that control. These
are facts that should not be forgotten.

The following is the declaration of principles

adopted by the Republican party of Slichigan,
at Detroit. August 2, iNjo, and presented to the
voters of the state:

The Republicans of Michigan, in convention as-

sembled, do hereby adopt the following platform:
1. That the Republicans of Michigan heartily

commend President Harrison for the dignity, wis-
dom and faithfulness displayed by him and his
cabinet in administering the attairs of the Nation,
both at home and abroad.

2. We applaud the patriotic course of Speaker
Reed and the Republicans in congress for amend-
ing the rules so that legislation can proceed in
spite of an obstructive minority, and we heartily
indorse the course of our Senators and Represent-
atives in congiess.

3. We believe in the purity of the ballot-box- .
and that any abridgment of the right of suttrage is
perilous to the safety of the nation, and we urge
the speedy enactment by congress of such laws as
shall protect every American citizen in the eier-cis- e

of tliis sacred right.
4. We are in favor of such a revision of our na-

tional tariff laws as will protect producers, labor-
ers ami farmets against the rninous competitions
ol foreign productions and cheaper labor, and es-
pecially commend those features of the McKinley
t ill which provide for the protection of farm pro-
ducts as well as manufactured articles.

5. We indorse the action of congress in its leg-
islation upon the silver question, and favor the
unlimited use of gold and silver bullion as a basis
for legal tender paper currency interchangeable
with coin.

6. We indorse and commend the action of the
Republican irty in carrying out its pledges in re-
lation to pension legislation.

7. We commend the able, economical and bus-

iness-like administration of Gov. Luce.
8. We favor such changes in our state tax laws

as shall provide for a more equal and just assess-
ment of real, personal and corporate property, to
the end that all property in the state not exempted
shall contribute its equal share in maintaining the
public burden.

YVatliliiKtoii Letter.
Washington, 1). C, Aug. 29.

The President has returned to the
White House greatly refreshed by his
week's holiday at the sea shore, and
pitched into the pile of work that accu-
mulated during his absence. He is
greatly pleased that his advice was tak-
en by the Republican senators, and
that his political family is again united.

The Democrats have adopted a new
method of filibustering in the House.
When they are brought in to answer a
call for a quorum they answer to their
names and immediately sneak out again
so that when the roll is called for a
vote the House is again without a quo-
rum. Opposition to the compound lard
bill is what has brought out this trick,
and there are a few Republicans who
have joined hands with the Democrats
in order to prevent a vote being taken
on the bill, its passage being certain
if a vote is taken.

Representative Cannon, becoming
tired of this sort of thing, offered a res-
