SclcnltfMu Trying to Determine In What
Vvur Christ Wi Doru.

'A German professor says our calcu-
lation of the Christian era U erroneous."
I find the above item going tho rounds,
with an added line which meekly in-

forms tho reader that wo aro off four or
five years in our mode of reckoning time.
For centurios there has been doubt aa to
tho correctness of tho accepted calcula-
tion of the Christian era. Learned his-

torians cannot agree whether Christ was
born in the year 747, 749 or 754, counting
from the foundation of Rome.

Irof. Battler, of Munich, has published
an essay in which he tried to reconcile
the testimony of the evangelists with
other historical data on this point He
has examined four copper coins which
were 6truck in the reign of Herod Anti-pa- s,

one of the sons of Herod the Great,
from which he deduces tho conclusion
that Christ was not born in 754, but in
749, after the foundation of Home, and
tl refore that 1890 is 1895. This opin-
ion the professor substantiates by what
he takes to be corroborative testimony
of the evangelists.

According to Matthew, Jenr.s was born
toward tho end of the reign of Herod the
Great, and that when Herod died Jesus
was yet a little child. Luke nays that
James was born in the year in which the
governor of Syria made tho first census
in Judea. In another place he says that
John began to baptize in tho fifteenth
year of the reign of Tilnrius Ca'sar, and
in that year baptizt-- d Jesus, who was
then 30 years of age. St. Luke says that
in Judea the first census was made dur-
ing the reign of Herod; this census must
have loen ordered in the year 746 of
Rome.

Probably it was begun in Judea in 747.
Professor Saltier thinks it was not made
in Jerusalem earlier than 749. He finds
that the four coins enabled him to made
clear the testimony of the evangelist as
to the fifteenth year of the Emiror Ti-

berius. Though Augustus died Aug.
19, 767, the reign of Tiberius must be
counted from a year and a half earlier,
from Feb., 7CG, when ho was appointed

therefore tho fifteenth year of
Tiberius falls in 780, when John bajv
tized Jesus, who was then about 30
years of age.

One of tho evangelists says that Jesus
began to preach forty-si- x years after the
building of the temple by Herod at
Jerusalem. Now it is known that the
temple was begun eighteen years after
Herod was appointed regent by the Ro-
man senate, or in the year 734 from tho
foundation of Rome. Adding forty-si- x

to that year it gives 7bu as the year in
which Christ began to preach. If all
these calculations of Professor Sattler
are correct then the Christian era began
five years earlier than is usually sup-
posed. St. Louis Republic.

The Ocean's "fiuler Tow."
Doubtless we have all heard a great

deal about this "under tow," as though
it were somo mysterious force working
from the recesses of a treacherous ocean
to draw unwary bathers to their doom.
As a matter of fact its presence is obvi-
ously natural, and the explanation of it
more than simple. As each wave rolls
in and breaks upon the beach tho vol-

ume of water which it carries does not
remain there and sink into tiie sand; it
flows back again, and as tho succeeding
waves break over it tho receding one
forms an under current flowing outward
of strength proportionate to the body of
water contained in each breaker, and,
again, proportionate m a great measure
to the depth of tho ditch. .

Where this latter is tin appreciable de
pression it can Ikj readily seen that the
water of receding waves will flow into
it with similar eixect to that of water j

going over a fall, and that a person ;

standing near is very likely to c drawn
over with it, and thus, if tho ditch is
.deep enough, carried out of his depth.
This is all there is to tho much talked of
"under tow" and the numerous accidents
laid to its account. Duffield Osborne in
Scribner's.

Robespierre's sister, on the other
hand, is sweet, serene, pensive and of a
lovely purity of expression.

peasant than the lady. She had a hard,
quick, willful glance. Tallien was an-
other ill balanced creature. He had tho
profile of an Egyptian dog god. Con-
temporary Review.
