Thk local option law stands the test of
the Supreme Court. The case brought
by a Van Ruren County saloon-keeper-la- st

Juno to decide the constitutionality
of the treasure was decided last week
and the law is pronounced valid. Van
Ruren was the lirst county to vote for
prohibition under the law, and soon after
it became operative John W. Teek pre-
sented his liquor bond to the Township
Hoard of Rloomingdale for approval.
The board threw out the bond and Teek,
applied for a mandamus to compel tho
lioard to accept it. Fifteen objections to
the constitutionality of the law wero
raised by Teek's lawyers, the most seri-
ous being that it enabled the peoplo of
counties to suspend the general laws of
the State, and that it Invested the Roard
of Supervisors with Judicial powers by
authorizing them to exercise discretion-
ary powers in ordering the suspension of
the liquor trallic after the voters had
declared in favor of such suspension.'
The court decides that the power vested
in the supervisors by the law Is a trust
involving the exercise of discretion. In-

vestigation and inquiry, but not neces-
sarily an ox rcise of judicial powers.
Regarding tho other objection the court
holds that the Constitution authorizes a
delegation of legislative iower for local,
purposes, and that tho Legislature may
suspend or authorize legislation which
will necessarily operate to suspend tho
general law in particular localities.
Tills principle, says the court, is in rec-
ognition of the right of local

Schodulo A comprises oils, paint
chemicals and drugs; It deals with about
ifty articles, eighteen of which are made

subject to reduced duties. So that
nearly one-thir- d of all tho articles in this
schedule come in under lower duties than
were fixed by the old law.

Schedule deals with glass and earth-
enware, and with certain manufactures
of rock. The chief feature of this sched-
ule In the new bill is the conversion of
tho old ad valorem duties to specific,
rates. Of the articles not so converted
most are left standing at old rates. I.urr
stonj for millers are reduced, and one or
two increased rates are observable in the
case of weak manufactures. Hut, on the
whole, this schedule is not greatly
changed from its counterpart in tho old
law.

Schedule C deals with metals and their
manufactures. It contains about 1.V)
articles, forty-nin- e of which are reduced
in duty by the new law. So that nearly
one-thir- d of schedule C is marked by re-
duction.

Schedule ) treats of wool and its man-
ufactures. Its list is made up of nine-
teen articles, eight of which undergo re-
duction of diKies. Thus more than r.

third of schedule I) is in evidence us to
the reducing force of the new bill.

Schedule E treats of sugar. It is a
perfect mass of reduction, a reduction
which In the case of low grade sugars
amounts to freedom from any duty.

Schedule F treats of tobacco as an
agricultural product; It gives an In-

creased rate of duty generally, to tho
benefit of the farmers who grow tobacco,
and to the confusion of the democrats
w ho said in IssS that it was "republican
policy to make whisky aiid tobacco free."

Schedule ( is a very long one, and
comprises agricultural products, animals,
meats, fruits, grain, and things manu-
factured from grain, liquors excepted.
It gives increased protection to thirty-eig- ht

farm products, reduces tho duties
on starch, on ground spices, and on
canned lish.

Schedule II comprises wines, spirits,
malt liquors, cordials and intoxicants.
It Is marked by a universal increase of
dtities. In whisky as in tobacco, the
democrats suflVr discomfiture. The re-

publican policy doys not make either of
them "free."

Schedule I Is made up of cotton man-
ufactures. It comprises-forty-nin- e ar-
ticles, of which seven are made subject
to reduction. So one-seven- of all the
cotton products are cheapened

Schedule . I treats of jute, hemp, flax,
and their manufactures. It has thirty
articles on Its list; six of them, or one-fift- h

of the whole, undergo reduction.
Schedule K deals with wool and its

manufactures. It is marked by general
conversions from ad valorem to specific
duties, and, generally speaking, works
an Increase of di.ties. The schedule
comprises thirty articles.

Schedule M, pulp, paper, books, etc..
leaves four of Its fourteen articles with
the old rates of duty, raises one, eon-ver- ts

the rest from ad valorem to
specific.

Schedule N, sundries, makes eight
reductions, and large changes from

Ituriid lu PffMttl in tli Itntl Hotel,
Mt iyrcu, N. Y. A rnfWIUI Con-tual- on

From twenty-liv- o to fifty lives woro
lost early this morning by tho burnliyr
of tho Leland Hotel here, tho largest
hotel in Central New York. The build-
ing will prove a total loss. An eye wit-
ness says that ho saw twenty-liv- o peoplo
lose their lives In attempting to escape,
and a guest who narrowly escaped death
says that fully twice that number havo
perished In tho burning building. Tho
lire .started a few minutes after 1 o'clock
this morning, and almost Instantly tho
largo structure was enveloped in flames
from cellar to roof. Every effort was
made to arouse the peeping guests, but
.the smoko In the halls was so denso that
it was found Impossible to reach tho up-
per floors, and It Is believed many per-
sons wero suffocated and their bodies
burned. A number of peoplo jumped
from windows and wero killed or in-

jured.
The fire started In the kitchen near tho

eleVator, and shot up the shaft with al-

most Incredible rapidity to tho sixth
story and burst through tho roof. All
the tire engines of the clty'were quickly
upon the scene, but tho firo continued
to gain headway, and it soon became
apparent that tho building would bo
destroyed. Tho firemen worked hero-
ically to save tho inn ates of the hotel,
and a number were dragged uncon-
scious from the first, second, and third
stories, above which tho rescuers
could not ascend on account of tho
dense smoke which filled the upper sto-
ries.

The scene was one of the wildest con-

fusion. People were seen at tho windows
on every floor, shrieking frantically for
help, which could .not bo given them.
Many fell back Into the flames, faintlngi
and exhausted, while others hurled them-
selves from the windows, meeting instant
death on the pavement. Many who es-

caped from the lower stories will dio
from Jho effects of their Injuries, occa-
sioned by tho flames und portions of tho
falling walls.

How many victims perished will not
be known until tho lire has spent Its
force and the debris has been cleared
away. Indications, however, are that
at least fifty persons have lot their
lives, and probably a much larger num-
ber. The hotel was well filled with
guests, and though many escaped, it
seems almost certain that the loss of
life has been very large.

Five bodies partially hidden by bricks
are lying in the alley, but cannot bo
reached, owing to the Intense heat. Two
of the victims were women, and are ed

from the location of the bodies to
have been domestics who jumped from
their dormitory on the sixth floor.

One woman was being lowered from a
window by the aid of a rope ami had
reached a point opposite the third story
when tho rope becamo ignited from a
burning sill. The rope parted and tho
woman fell to tbo pavement. Her brains
were dashed out and her body flattened
into a shapeless mass.

So great is the confusion and excite-
ment that the indentity of those killed
and injured cannot be ascertained. Un-

dertakers and ambulances are flying in
all directions, and the streets in tho
neighborhood of the hotel aro
thronged with excited crowds of people
Every physician in the city Is on tho
scene, and the wounded are Loing cared
for as well as possible.

Among those' injured Is Cora Tanner,
the actress, who was severely burned
about the head and feet. She was play-
ing an engagement at the (irand Opera
House and had a room in tho hotel.

Frank Casey of Cilens Falls, X. Y.,
and Emil Forbes, a prominent brewer of
Syracuse, are among the dead.

Many lives were lost by people crazed
with fright jumping from windows.
One man says he saw six people j;mp
from different windows on the Fayetto
street side of the nuildlng within a space
of four minutes, and the sight sickened
him with its horror, and he was compel-
led to leave the spot.

The building was provided with both
Iron fire escapes on tho outside and
ropes on the Inlde, which were tho
means of saving many lives. lurnet
Forbes, a stock-broke- r, escaped into tho
street almost naked. Ho was slightly
injured about the bancs. Ho los.-- a
gold watch valued at $500 and all his
clothing.

One woman was found with a nursing
babe in her arms crouched in a stairway,
where she had been overcome by smoke.
She was removed by the firemen, but has
not yet regained consciousness, and it Is
impossible to say what her name or ex-

perience was.
Escape by the stairways was cut off,

and those in the upper stories were com-

pelled to jump. The clerk of the hotel
began sounding in the alarm by tele-
phone, but tho flames spread so rapidly
that he was driven from the instrument
and compelled to Jump to save his own
life. Nothing Is left of the building ex-

cept the elevator shaft and the chimney.
Tho New York Central Depot, which

Is across the street from the hotel, was
in great danger, but was finally saved.

The loss will exceed half a million dol-

lars. This covers the hotel and furni-
ture, the stores on the first t!or and
thefr stocks. The lnurance will prob-
ably be about uc-ha- lf the amount of tho
loss.

Tho hotel was one of the finest in
Central New York. It stool on one of
the most prominent corners of the city,
and was well known to the traveling
public of the United States. There wero
400 rooms in the house, and, owing to its
convenient location as regards tho rail-
road depot. It had always been filled with
guests. The New York Central Hall-road- 's

station adjoined the hotel, lle-cent- ly

all the rooms and parlors of tho
house were redecorated and renovated.
Elegant furniture was put in, and tho
entire hotel given a practically new ajv
pearance. It was a six-stor- y structure
built of stone, brick, and Iron. There
was an entrance on each corner. Run-
ning along the two street sides between
tho entrances were a number of stores.
A restaurant was attached to the hotel.
All tho rooms were steam-heate- Tho
caravansary was owned by Warren Le-

land, Jr., & Co.

Strong Indication of Itrpuhllran Cains In
th llooter .state.

The republicans have tho advantago

here in their local ticket. Two years
ago the labor element was largely ar-ray-

against the republicans, but this
year tho drift is toward them. This
arises from several causes. The action
of the present congress has very greatly
strengthened t ho republicans with tho
labor element in this state. The failuro
of tho democrats to give them any rejn
rosentatlon on their tieketenraged them,
and as a good portion of the republican
local ticket Is composed of those who
have been known as prominently identi-
fied with labor movements the drift Is
rapidly settling In towards the republi-
cans. The republicans have tlxed their
eyes on several other legislative districts
that have hitherto gone democratic and
propose to carry them.

state are not enough by half a million to
meet the current expenses. In this they
have much the best of their opponents,
for one of the grievances mot com-
plained of by the farmers is that of debt
and taxation. The democrats in their
platform shoulder the responsibility for
the debt, and declared that it was created
to erect a number of public buildings.
The figures in the office of the state
treasurer dhcheie the fact that nearly a
million and a hal-- f of it was created by
burrowing money to pay interest on a
prir debt, the democrats having resoTt-e- d

to that scheme for raising funds with
which to meet their interest obligations.
The figures alo disclose the fact that
another million of it was borrowed to
make good the deficits in the current ex-

penditures, swelled by the multiplyingof
offices and the increasing of salaries by
the democrats. in making their plat-
form tho democrats overlooked those
two things.

The statistics gathered by the census
bureau disclose another condition of
affairs that will help the republicans in
this light, ami that is that the heaviest,
county and municipal Indebtedness is
found in democratic counties and munici-
palities. fy a comparison of figures tho
republicans are also enabled to show that
in democratic counties the tax levy is
much larger than in republican counties.
These financial matters have given tho
republicans quite a boom among the
farmers. Tho agriculturists of demo-
cratic Johnson county are asking why
they should be taxed about double the
rate levied apon their brethren in repub-
lican Hendricks. There is more active
thinking going on this year than ever
before in a political campaign. Hith-
erto the Hoosiers have been pretty
tightly bound by party ties, and tho
tran ifer of political faith was not very
frequent. This year there will be a very
great change, because the agricultural
classes are comparing these facts as to
debt and taxation for themselves.

Indiana Is Just now going through a
transition from an agricultural state to a
manufacturing one. The Increase of the
manufacturing interests during the last
ten years has been something wonderful.
Especially is this true of the last three
years, since the discovery of natur.il gas.
Hence tho tariff Is cutting more of a fig-

ure here than ever before. In the mat-
ter of emigration the republicans have
lost much more largely than the demo-
crats. Fully one-ha- lf of the great re-
publican majority in Kansas Is due to the
republican voters sent into that state
from Indiana. She has largely contrib-
uted to other states and territories. In
the past tho immigration has been in fa-

vor of the democrats. It being largely
foreign. Thus the republicans have been
cut at both ends of the line. Matters
have changed .somewhat during the last
three years.

The new manufacturing interests havo
brought a very largo Increase of popu-
lation, and that increase is favorable to
the republicans. These new men have
come Into the state talking tariff, and
their talk has awakened a keen Interest
In tho subject. Several of the most In-

fluential democratic papers of the sUito
have declared openly for the broadest

Pcarrylnga comparatively small amount of
mortgage Indebtedness, lhe shrieks of
alarm and calamity tent out by the dem-
ocrats uro now working to their disad-
vantage.

Summed tip, the situation in this state,

Simply because they fear tho
effect of the new law will bo to shift to
America many skilled workmen
needed to supply tho American
market with tine goods. Hut they
do not want that to happen, for it will
deprive them of a certain number of
soldiers. They wish all their working-me- n

to stay at home to carry muskets,
if necessary, and to breed children who
shall carry them after they are gone. At
a time like this, when every nation In
Europe is an armed camp uncertain
when war may begin, each one takes
stock of its available soldiers as closely
as of its muskets and cannon. If a
thousand makers of mother-of-pea- rl

buttons should leave Austria and como
here, It would mean a .regiment lost to
that kingdom in the fight with Russia.

The English manufacturer grumbles
when ho sees a market closed to him and
his worklngmen leaving him to seek em-
ployment in America. Hut ho can pack
un his capital and follow them. So In
the course of a few months Ids scoldings
will cease. Hut the continental govern-
ment will never bo reconciled to tlio
American policy, which Is constantly de-

priving them of the men whom they want
to keep to serve when necessary as food
for gunpowder.

Tin, story which lias just been started
that the republicans havo put SlOO.Ooo
into the canvass in tho McKinley dis-

trict shows that the democrats an be-
ginning to look for defeat, and are let-

ting themselves down as easy as they
can.
