Like the members of the
People’s party and the Alliance, the
“financiers” of this country imagined
that an abundance of *“‘cheap” money
would solve all the financial
problems of the day and secure pros-
perity to all.

There was established ut Bnenos Ayres
what was called the Hypothecary or
Mortgage Bank, where owners of land
cold obtain money to the extent of half
the value of the land in the shape of
mortgage bonds. Ten yeurs after the
bank was established, there had been
issued $100,000,000 in these bonds, A
second bank was started similar to the
first in 1884, which after six years of
life has issucd $204,000,000 in bonds or
money

at once

y based entirely on land valués.
In seventeen years the government had
loaned over $140 for every man woman
and child. At the outset, this paper
money was at a par with gold; but in
1884 and 1885, gold was quoted at a
premium, going as high as 300 per cent,
that is #400 in paper money was worth
one hundred dollars in gold. The mo-
ment this paper money began to
depreciate the demand for it was greater
than ever, and the printing presses
were again set to work providing the
people with more of this “‘cheap” money.
All property rose toa fictitions value,
everything was inflated, dishonesty and
wild speculation was vife. Enormous
guantities of gold were exported to keep
up the eredit of the country in foreingn |
countries In March 1881, it
estimated that the paper issues of the
several banks amounted to FARD OO0, (00,
worth about 25 cents on a dollar, all|
irredeemable and depreciating more
and more every day, At the close of
last year the Argentine Republie found
itselfl with a debt £772.500,000
about $208 per capita.

1t is no wonder that the credit of the
nation collapsed. It is no wonder that
the banks were utterly unable to meet
their obligations and stopped payment.

With such disustrous and far-veach- |
ing consequences as this following an |
experiment with cheap paper money,
it behooves the members of the Alliance
and the People's party who so ardently
advocate a scheme whereby the govern-
ment shall be authorized to loan “cheup”
money in unlimited quantities to own-
ers of land and non-perishuble produets,
to stop and contemplate the almost
inevitable result. A valuable lesson can
be drawn from the reeent experience of
the Argentine Republic.—Kaltmazoo
Telegraph.
