In short, temporary
pain and discomfort aro apt to provoke
jests and jokes, but that which threat-
ens tho sufferer with death drivos away
all thought of ridicule, no matter
though the incidents of ono disoase or
casualty may of themselves bo as ab-
surd as those of tho other.

Perhaps in timo the human race may
outgrow its childishness, its savagery,
so as not to laugh oven at slight pains
and annoyances, but to bo sorry for
any discomfort or misery that happens
to another. I pay childish and savage
because children and savago aro much
moro amused with personal mishaps
than adults or civilized beings. In
fact, sympathy for another's miseries
and disinclination to intlict wanton
and useless paiu, or to be entertained
by it, whether it bo bull light or prize
fight, is probably a better test of civil-i7atio- n

than tho art, music, learning,
or even the religion of any age or na-
tion.

Tho following, says tho Chattanooga

A'c'ra, is related JLy Frank Wyatt, of
Homo, Ga., who has been visiting rela-
tives at Martindalo, on tho Chatta-
nooga, Borao and Columbus Bailroad,
about thirty miles south of Chatta-
nooga.

"My cousin owns a water-mill-, and

in removing somo obstructions found
an immonso log embedded in tho
stream, which must have been sub-
merged for a number of years. Tho
log had to bo cut in two to remove it,
and much to our surprise we found it
hollow, although it had evory appear-
ance of being solid. Ono of tho negroes
whilo examining tho log looked into
tho hollow and thought ho saw some-
thing moving.

A year aftorward, a treaty H peace
having boon mado with tho Indians,
troops wero again sont to raise tho En-
glish flag over tho fort Tho present fort
on Mackinac Island was built by tho En-
glish in 1770. By a treaty of jcaco bo-twe-

Great Britain and tho United
States Sept. 3, 1783, tho Island fell with-
in the boundary of tho United Stato's,
but undor various processes the English
refused to withdraw their troops, lly a
second treaty, concluded Nov. 19, 1794,
It was stipulated that tho Ilrltish should
withdraw on or boforo Juno 1, 1797.
Two companies of United States troops
arrlvod In October, 179t and took pos-
session, a previous treaty with tho Indi-
ans having secured from them tho pot

FAI.TS.

Dining the war of 1812 the Island was
again surrendered to tho llritish. After
tho victory of Commodore Terry on Lako
Erio In 1813 an effort was made to recap-
ture it, but tho troops sent wero insuffi-
cient in numbers, and not until 1814 was
tho American flag again hoisted over tho
Gibraltar of the lakes.

sionaries mado it tholr chief pulpit, next
civilized warfaro mado It a coveted
stronghold, later It becamo a commer-
cial center. This was when tho fur
trado was carried on by John Jacob
Astor. Mr. Astor organized tho Ameri-
can Fit Company with a capital of
8.',C00,0u0. The outposts of tho company
wero scattered throughout the wholo
West and Northwest This Island was
tho great central mart to which tho
goods wero brought from New York by
way of tho lakes, and from Quebec and
Montreal by way of tho Ottawa, Lako
Nipi.-slng- , and French Kivor. From this
point they wero distributed to all tho
outposts, while from all tho Indian coun-
tries tho furs wero annually brought
down to tho Island by tho company'
agents whence they were sent to Now
York, Quebec, or to Euroio. This com-pau- y

was organized in 1809 and contin-
ued to do business until 1848.

Superior's Sh're.
The south shore of Lako Superior an

much of it bo regarded as quite llko an
unknown country. PL turcsptc Anu riva
says It Is 333 jcars sinco tho lirst whlto
man set foot thero Ho met a ciowtl of
Ojlbway and Algonquin Jndians, ami
five j oars later thoy killed him 'inn
two centuries and over sinco then aro a
long timo in Ainorh ai history, yet In all
that time but littlo about this g eat in-

land sea h:is beo i written Tho lako is
380 miles long anil 120 ml es wide, and
along tho south shcro aro scattered mas-
sive rocky walls, giant clIEs, and den
forests, tho equal to anything existing
oa tho Atlantic coast.

At tho extreme western ond of I.ako
Superior is St Louis Iay, separated
from tho Iako itself by a narrow strip of
land; or, moro properly, two, (al'cd
Minnesota and Wisconsin Points, form-
ing a natural haiv.or of many mil s in
extent It was iirst visilod by chi Jzod
men In 1032, as nearly as history record.

Duluth, named after tho noted From
Du Lhut, stands on tho north shore

of tho bay, at tho extrcmo western end
of tho great (halnof lakes, 1,75 ) miles
from Queboc and 1,'joo from Iluffa'o
Its situation is picturesque. From a
narrow beach abrupt hills riso to a
height of 500 feet. Up n th summit of
tho rldgo thus formed an 1 on what must
havo been tin former level o tho lake is
a natural roadbed loo to 2r ) feet w'do,
which local enterprise has transformed
Into Terraco drivo. On tho sides of tho
Intervening hills rests tho city.

To tho south, within a few hours'
drive, aro tho falls of tho Illaek River,
tho Minnehaha of Wiscons'n, l.'o feet
or moro in height, and just cast of Su- -
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perior Station tho Xcmadjl Liver, a deep
stream that flows into Superior Pay.
Tho namo was given by tho Chippewas,
and signifies "ieft hand," mean ng tho
river at tho left hand as one enters tho
lay from tho !ake.

skirting along Superior's south-
ern border tho Iron Liver, 1 Iko Lake
and White Pay aro cross 'd and Ashhind
Is soon reached. Northward Lo what
aro known as tho Apost'o Islands.
Father larquotte, tho central figure of
lake country history, passed jomo timo
on one of them, now calitd Madclino
Island. An antiquated Uo.i an Catholic
chapel still stands at l a Pointo. It was
bulit of rough-how- n legs, and is now
used as an adjunct; of tho newer struct-
ure.

Presquo Isle U the namo of a high
hoadland two niTes north of the Mar-
quette. Its shores aro rugged, sand-
stone clifTs, broken hero and thero by
tho waves into fancifully formed cav-
erns, pillars and ar.hos This spot was
onco tho site of a flourishing Indian vil-
lage of tho Chippewa tribe.

Of tho scenic beauties that will bo
soon on tho way tho most striking aro
Douglas FaLs, tho great cavo at Cat
Island, the Miner's Castle, Dead Liver
FaLs, and the cavo at Pres;juo Islo.

A spot that should bo visited
leaving tho lako shoro is Mackinac, pro-
nounced as though spelled "Mackinaw."
Mackinac Island lies liko a broken link
botwocn Upper and Lower Michigan.
Around It inot tho waters of the two
great lakes, Huron and Michigan, whoso
lovol Is 581 feet above tho sea. This
island has sufficient area tocauso a jour-
ney of nino miles In skirting its shores.

Fort Mackinac, wh'ih stands on a
rocky eminenco just a'oovo tho town, was
built by tho Euglish in 17S0. Tho build-
ings are a hospital, outside tho wall and
east of tho fort; a guard-house- , near tho
south gate; otlicers' quarters on tho hill
near the HagstafT, quarters fer tho men
hi tho tenter, b'ock-hous- es on tho walls,
maga.ine In tho hollow, not far from tho
south gate; storo houses, offices, ofc.
There are persons yet living on tho island
who. during the troubles of 1814, took
refugo ih theso self-sam- o block houses.
In the rear of tho fort In tho parado
ground, and the spot where Capt. Loberts
planfd his guns ..n 1812, while his whole
for. o of Indians was concealed in tho
adjacent thickets. Capt. Poberts dis-
embarked at llritish Land in?, marched
across tho island, and took up li s station
at this point without bo ng discovered.

Fort Mackinac, on tho crowning
point of tho island. Is Fort Holmes,
built after tho Uritish captured tho post
In 1812. Tho excavation encircling tho
embankment or earthworks was or'gin-all- y

broad er and deeper than now. Tho
place of tho gat is seen on tho east
side, one of the j o ts yet remaining tj
mark its position. In tho center of the
fort was erectod a huge block-hous- e, be-
neath whijh was tho magazine. Near
tho gate was tho entrance to tcveral
cellar.-'-, which have now caved in. His-
tory shows this fort to havo been con-
sidered a very remarkablo and formida-
ble defense In its time. Its old namo
was Fort (leorge, but when it became
an Aimrican possession it was renamed
In honor of Ma.j. Holmes, a hero who
fell at Early's Farm.

As far back as history begins to vio
with traditions that teach into the dis-
tant past Mackinac Island has been a
place of great Interest, A legend rclat is
that a largo number of Indians wero
onco assembled at PoI.it St. Ignaco, and
while Intently gazing at the ilsingsun,
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during tho great Manitou or February
moon, tliey behold tho Island suddonly
riso up from tho water, assuming Its
piesent form. From the point of obser-
vation it bo:o tho fancied rosomblanco
to tho back of a huge turtlo; henco thoy
called it by the namo of Mas-ch- o no mac-lti- g,

which means a great turtle. The
name, when p it Into a French dress, be-
came Machlllrnacklnac, to bo in turn
again abbreviated by tho always prac-
tical English Into Mackinac.
