It Is s:itUfni'tory to learn that in the.

Issue shortly to bo pivsentoct to Con-

gress, loading Democrats of the House
of Uepresentatives are likely to give
patriotic support to the President in
upholding tho honor of our common
country. It would bo an evil sign in-

deed if it were otherwise. A patriotic
Democrat could derive but little pleas-

ure from obstructing measures for the
vindication of the national dignity
against repeated outrage and insult,
simply because the executive authority
was in tho hands of the opposite party.

long to all men, whatever their party,
who give a single hearted and loyal sup-

been unable to obtain.

And all who are true to that Hag and
who honor that uniform should unite
in exacting reparation for an outrage
aimed at the American people.

l'rlnoei Albert Victor.
The people of the United States have

little sympathy with the institution of
royalty, but they will sincerely regret
tho death of the Duke of Clarence and
Avondale. In such matters human
sympathy rises above politics. In the
Prince and Princess of Wales at the
present moment the American people
see, not the future King and Queen of
England,, but an atTectionate father and
a noble and devoted mother sorrowing
over tho death of their first born son.
The dead Prince had many sterling and
lovable finalities. It is greatly to his
credit that he possessed sullicient man-
liness to withstand the constant temp-
tations of his station and to live an ex-

emplary private life. If he had sur-
vived to reign over (Jreat Ilritain and
Ireland he would doubtless have dis-

charged the duties of a constitutional
monarch with honorable fidelity.

The succession to the throne is amply
provided for. Prince (ieorgo, the
youngest brother of Albert Victor, who
is a popular and jovial young naval olli-ce- r,

will be, if he lives and the British
form of government remains unchang-
ed, King of (Jreat Ilritain and Ireland
and Emperor of India.

fender Monterey, represents the biggest
achievement in gun-makin- g yet under-
taken for the United States Navy. The
new gun is so big that it had to have a
steel girder car built especially for it.

The propulsive
power of this tremendous missile is
furnished by a charge of 430 pounds of
brown powder; the velocity is 1,9 11 feet
per second and tho muzzle energy as
shown by tests made in 22,4G0 foot tons.

Commander Evans of the Yorktown,
proved by his action at Valparaiso, the
other day, that the commanders of the
American navy have tho same spirit
that, in days gone by, compelled the
Austrians at Smyrna to surrender the
fugitive Koszta. When a mob of Chil-
ians stoned the gig of the Yorktown
her commander notified the Valparaiso
authorities that if they could not pro-

tect his men from violence ho would
protect them by force.

This plucky message strongly recalls
that of brave Captain Ingraham, of the
sloop-of-wa- r St. Louis, when he told the
Austrians that if Koszta were not given
up by a certain hour ho would attack
their brig, the Hussar; and tho Aus-
trians surrendered the fugitive patriot,
who had sought, not in vain, the shel-

ter of the Stars and Stripes.

The outlook is not so reassuring of a
peaceful settlement of the Chilian dilli-cult- y

as it was a week or ten days ago.
It is now believed at Washington that
the Chilian authorities were talking
reparation and apology while meaning
war, and that to gain time to strength,
en their navy and better prepare them-
selves for war was their sole object in
making any pretense of a willingness
to adjust the questions at issue amicably.
It is supposed the entire correspondence
between the two governments, accom-
panied by a special message from Pres-
ident Harrison, will be sent to Congress
to-da- y and immediate ami vigorous ac-

tion reco minended.
