MEASURES CONSIDERED AND
ACTED UPON.

At tho Nation's CupIUl-tYl- iat Is Relng
Done by the Senate and House Old
Matters Dlpoed Of and New Ones Con
tldercd.

The Senate andIIoue.
Tn tho House, on the 29th, on motion of

Mr. Loud, of California, a bill was passed
setting upart a tract of land for the uso of
tho Lick Observatory, University of Cali-
fornia. A resolution was also passed au-
thorizing tho joint Committee on Imiftl-gratlo- n

to Investigate tho operation of
tho Immigration laws, the Importation
of contract labor, and to inquiro par-
ticularly Into tbo immigration of persons
affected1 with typhu fever into tho port of
New York. Tho llouo Committee on llulei
agreed to report a making tho
silver bill tho order of business fr threo
days, beginning March 2'2. No date was
fixed for measure concerning tho tariff.

Indian sectarian school's was tho subjoct
of threo hours' acrimonious. discussion in
tho Houso on tho 1st. Tho Indian appro-
priation bill vas tho measure under con-
sideration, and tho immedlato cause of tho
discussion was tho section making ap-
propriation for tho Carllslo Indian
school. Tho bill was passed. Mr. McMll-ll- n,

of Tennessee, reported tho freo wool
bill, which was referred to tho commlttco
of the whole. Mr. llryan, of Nebraska,
nnd Mr. Turner, of Georgia, respectively,
from tho samo co'mmltieo, reporto I

bills for tho fret) entry of binding twlno
and cotton bagging und ties, which Mere
referred to tho commlttco of tho whole,
and leavo was granted to Mr. l'ayno
of New York, and Mr. Dalzell of Pennsyl-
vania, to present tho views of tlio minority
on tho measure. In tho Senato, nftor tho
transaction of routine business the Idaho
election caso was taken up and Mr. San-
ders addressed tho Senate in defense of Mr.
Claggctt's right to th'3 seat. Mr. Morgan
in ado a legal and constitunal argument
against tho right of Mr. DuboU to occupy
aeat in tho Senate.

In tho Sonato, on tho 2d Mr Poph pro-tent- ed

petitions from his State favoring
government aid for tho Nicaragua canal.
Tho Idaho election caso was taken up and
Mr. George stated tho reasons which
would control his own action In
casting his voto for the contestant.
Mr. Vilas argv.ed that the sitting member,
Mr. Dubois, was legally elected and en-
titled to tho seat. On tho suggestion of
Mr. Gray that somo Senators were absent,
who desired to record their votes on tho
question, tho voto was postponed.
The proceedings of tho Houso wero
quite uninteresting and confined
strictly to tho consideration of the
District of Columbia appropriation bill. On
only one occasion did party politics find a
placo in the discussion and that was when
Mr. Hemphill, of the Democratic side, pro-
posed an amendment reducing the 911,000
or $12,000 salary which the Recorder of
Deeds of the District of Columbia receives
in the way of feos to a fixed salary of
?3,C00 per annum. All fees aro to bo
turned Into tho public Treasury after de-
ductions for necessary clerk hire. The
Houso adjourned with tho bill still undis-
posed of.

In tho Senate, on the 3d. tho deb:ito on
tho Idaho contorted election case wa
closed, and the voting was bcun. Tho
question of tho minority resolutions In
favor of Mr. Claggolt's right to the seat
was decided in the negative yeas, 7; nays.
65. The vato was then taken on tho ma-
jority resolutions affirmlny.tho right of Mr.
'Dubois to letaln his seat, ond It wnfi decid-
ed in tho attirmatlvc yeas, 55; nays, 5.
Tho puro food bill was ihcn taken up, but
no action was taken on Vho bill. Tho
House resumed consideration of tho Dis-
trict of Columbia appropriation bill, also
the bill allowing railroad companies to give
special rates to commercial travelers. Mr.
Otis, of Kansas, antagonized the measure
It was a stroke directed ot tho funda-
mental principle upo.i which thcMnlerstato
coih-merc- law was founded. Mr. Simpson,
in speaking of tho bill, referred to tho
author of tho Interstate commerce act
(Senator Cut lorn) as an "Iniquitous rail-
road attorney," when ho was j romptly
called ti order by Ir. Llnd, of Minnesota.
The bill will now go on tho calendar of un-
finished business.

In tho Senato on the 4th the puro food
bill was tak; . up. and Mr. Vest stated
at fcomo length his position In regard
to It and to such legislation in
general Ho appealed to tho Senato
to help enact tho bill Into law. Eulo-
gies wero delivered in respect to
tho memory of tho late Representative Lee,
of Virginia, and tho Senate adjourned till
tho 7th. Tho Houso Commlttco on Military
Affairs completed consideration of the army
appropriation bill. Tlio most Important
provision In tho bill relates to payment for
transportation ovor bond-aide- d railroads.
Tho total appropriation carried by tho bill
is $24,21.V.4!, which Is 5307,830 less than the
appropriation for tho current fiscal year.
Tho Houso Naval Affairs Commlttco prac-
tically completed tho consideration of tho
naval appropriation bill. The bill In round
figures appropriates 24,000,000. A new dry-do- ck

at Algiers, La., Is provided for in tho
bill, tho ultimate cost of which will bo
moro than 5.000,000. At tho conclusion of
the consideration of unimportant bills Greek
met Greek In tho House, and for tho spaco
of five minutes a parliamentary colloquy was
witnessed which In aptness of retort has
had no precedent In tho present session.
On tho ono sido was" Speaker Crisp, who
btands as tho sponsor of tho rules of tho
Fifty-seco- nd Congress, and on 'tho other
was Keed, who stands as the
defender of tho rules and methods of the
Fifty-fir- st Congress.

WORKMEN MEET DEATH IN A
RAILWAY WRECK.

A Misplaced Switch on the St. rul Road
Causes m l!utf8inaah-U- p In Milwaukee

The Switchman Arrested Intflaiia
Woman's 1'rlson Hurued. -

Cars Crashed Together.
The absent-mindedne- ss of a Bwitch- -

man, or the physical Impossibility cf his
being in two places at ono time, ro- -
eulted in the accident on the Chicago,
Milwaukee and St. Taul Hallway at
Milwaukee, which caused tho instant
death of Feven men.

According to a dispatch givinp particu-
lars, tlio accident occurred at the foot of
17th street a few minutes beforo 4
o'clock Tuesday afternoon. Tho fact
that thef trains wero moving at a com-
paratively slow rato of speed alone pre-
vented a railway horror which would
havo counted its dead by the scores.

g fioi their work at tho West
Milwaukee liops cn tho shop train,
which consists of sevtn I

coaches. The train had just passed 11 th
street when the Watertown special carao
thundering along on a parallel track.
Just beforT it overlook tho shop train a
white-face- d switchman lmhtd out,
waving his arms, and tlio next Instant
the Waterlown special It ok tho switch
and plunged into th.3 rear toadies of tho
slio; train.

Throe of the shop train coaches wero
toppled ever and ground into tho cin-

ders of tho ibidbcd. Several tars on
tlio passenger train left the rails, but
wtro" nut ovt rtunud. Tho men in tho
oveiti-rne- curs struggled to ino them-stl- vt

s. The frightened rrsvcngi rs of
tho Vatoitown special recovered their
senses and rjk'hed lrjm tho cars and in-sl-

o! two ininalo 2i() r: en w re at
work rescuing the men from Iho wic Iced
cars. Many were cut arid bletdiug, lut
by the time the police p.a'rjl wagon ar-
rived most of them had roc-over- t tl suff-
iciently to walk or be carried away by
friends.

Thoso who wero killed sufTt r.tl0lmost
instant death. They v: re iron who at-
tempted to jump from the s'.de d 'ors of
tho old coaches and were crushed to
death when the cars .toppled over cn
them. .Tho bodies wero all quickly
taken from tho wreckage and conveyed
to tho morgue.

Tho picture at the wreck was ono
which few people could lcok upon with-
out a shudder. Henealh th overti med
cans, which had been raised with levers
sumcienlly to release the bodies of tho
dead, wero strewn j ieces of flesh, wkilo
the tracks were ttuincd with tho blood
of the unfortunates. Here was a crush-
ed hat, and therj a battered dinner-pai- l.

The workmen who escaped huiriedly
went to their homes or their friends,
and tho ground was scon abandoned
to the employes of tho company n; a t(i- -

In clearing tho tracks and tiyng to as-

certain the exact cause of tlio accident.
The latter proved nn easy task.

Will-Uartcls- the switchman in charge,
went to Superintendent M. Kenna, asked
his advice and then gave himself up to
lio nnllno in u'lmm lr nilmlHnl 1it-.Vi-

had left three switches open in tho per- -
formanco of his duly, his only exeuso
being that he forgot to close them. Ho
wa3 lwcktid up pending investigation..

There was great indignatio-- i among the 1

neighbors of the dead, who talked about
hanging tho switchman responsible for
the disaster. Few of the lritndsof the
victims heard of tho accident until tho
remains wero brought to tho city, and
tho most affecting scenes wero enacted
at tho morguo when tho work of identi-
fication was going on. A singular
ftaCure of the accident was that nobody
upon tho express train was injure d.

Tho railway officials maintained their
usual policy of refusing to give out any
Informal ion concerning tho wreck, and
tho agents of tho claim department, who
havo chargo of tho work of nettling
damago claims against U15 company for
injuries, wero upon tho ground almost
as soon as tho local police ofilcers.

llartels, the switchman who is held re-
sponsible for tho causo of tho wreck,
was seen ret tho Central Pollco Station.
Ho has two men under him as assist-
ants, and tho three, according to tho
statements of llartcls, aro kept so busy
that it frequently I ccomes necessary for
him to rely upon his subordinates to see
that tho switches aro in tho proper po-

sition. He admits he turned two of the
witches, and may havo left them open.

He is tjventyjnine years old. Ho says
that ho is anxious to mako all tho
amends which are in his power, or which
tho law may rcquiro of lfira in a criminal
wo.--.

II L' FORM SCHOOL FIKED RY GIHLS.

Inmates of nn Indiana Institution Hum
It Down to C.ain Their Liberty.

It Is lrkcly that Gov. Ghaso may call
a special session of the Indiana Legis-
lature to arrange for tho rebuilding of
tho "Women's Keform School which
byrncd Tuesday night. Tho building
was entirely destroyed. Tho flro was
discovered a few minutes after supper
in tho laundry of tho reform depart-
ment.

Tho prison department was tho last
to go, and tlio crashing of tho iron
cages as the supports gavo way was
heard for many a mile. Tho institution
was situated in tho center of a fivo-acr- o

field on the eastern edgo of Indian-
apolis. It was a mcdel prison and one
of tho most r.'oted in the country.

From those confined in tho prison.de-partme- nt

tho most troublo was antici-
pated. Miss Kelly, tho superintendent,
went into tho hallway, and In a loud
tono called tho attention of tho prison-
ers to tho fact that tho building was on
firo.. "I nm going to unlock theso cells,
but I want you to promise mo that you
will stand by mo and not ono attempt to
escape."

Tho women with oiio voico promised
this, and tho doors were opened. Of
tho Inmates of this department'thero aro
eight who have been sentenced for life
and a half-doze- n or moro for long terms.

So far as known none of tho prisoners
raado any attempt to escapo, though
eqmo of tho reform girls were discovered
roaming about tho strocts of tho city,

Tho flro was of Incendiary origin, threo
girls, Imogcno Thompson, Mary Stovcns
and Lydia Kinseley, it is claimed by
other inmates, having formed a con-
spiracy to freo themselves in this way.
If possible, by creating a 6tampedo. The
loss will exceed $300,,000.

Domestic trade gradually Improves, even

It Is still tho fact that tho two dark spots
arodlrectly caused by overproduction. Cot-

ton rccolpts this week havo boon light.
Efforts to curtail tho production this year
appear to meet with some success. Tho
only posslblo remedy for troubles in tho
Iron trado Is to bo applied, according to
dispatches, by tho closing of totno
furnaces. Current prices aro called
about the lowest on record. Tho rail
combination fctill waits for buyers,. Tlio
troublo in this Industry Is that too great
and sudden expansion was expocted. Cap-

per Is unchanged, tin weaker, and load
moderately active. Tho coal market con-

tinues unchanged, as the combination li
not roady to act. but agents recommend an
output of only 2,500,000 tons In March.

WHEAT CROP OUTLOOK.

Reports of Its Condition nnd Prospects for
This Season' Harvest.

Tho National Trlbuno solicited reports
from lis subscribers all over tl e country of
tho condition of tho wheat crop. Tho first
serlos of replies Is published this week.
Illinois reports abc;ut 25 per cent, less than
last year; Indiana, 20 per cont. less; Iowa
and Kansas about the Fame; Kentucky about
half a crop; Michigan and Missouri about
tho samo; Nebraska 20 per cont below last
year; New York and Now Jersey, prospect
never tetter; Ohio reports vary widely,
but an averago crop Is assured; Pennsyl-
vania reports a slight falling off; Tenues-se- o

will not do so well as last year; Texas
has tho prospect of a good crop; Washing-
ton and Wisconsin both report good condi-
tion ; Virginia will mako an averago crop.

FEAR OF A COAL FAMINE.

Itrltlsh Manufacturers Will Shut Down
Should tho Miners Strike.

In view of tho threatened coal strike and
coal famine that must surely follow, most
of the factories in Lancashire, Che shiro,
Durham, Tyneslde and other important
manufacturing districts in England aro
seriously considering tho question of shut

ting down until tho troublo Is over. Tho
operatives in theso factories havo .been
given tho customary notice, and are great-
ly alarmed. It Is computo l that already a
million and a half of peopio are directly or
indirectly affected by the mining troubles,
and it is believed thut if the output of coal
should be restricted for a fortnight asi pro-
posed there would bo 1,000,030 Idle mill op-

eratives.

M'KINLEY ACT VALID.

Its Constitutionality Is Upheld by the Fed-
eral Supremo Court.

The McKInloy act was declared constitu-
tional and Speaker Rood's rulings upheld
by tho United States Supremo Court, Tho
court ijpllt on tho tariff opinion,, which was
rendered by Justlco Harlan. Tho cases on
which tho decisions wero based woro thoso
of Marshall Field of Chicago, and of New
York merchants, who protested against tho
payment of duties on certain woolen dress
foods and other importations on tho
ground that the McKInloy bill was
not a legal and ' constitutional enact-
ment by reason of tho omission from
the enrolled bill of tho tobacco robato
elauso, agreed to In conference and con-

tained in tho bill when It passed both
houses. The court also holds tba tho
reciprocity and sugar bounty sections of
the bill are constitutional. It was con-

tended that the reciprocity section was un-

constitutional because It delegated legisla-
tive power to tho executive Chief Justlco
Fuller and Justlco Lamar dissented from
iho opinion of tho court. Tho Supremo
Court also decided in the worstad schedule
casoof Tho United States vs. Ratlin, Joseph
& Co., from tho Circuit Court of New York,
that tho law is valid. The decision up-

holds the power of tho Speaker of tho
House to count aquorum under tho rules
of tho last House.

SCUDDER ACCUSED OF MURDER.

Charged with Killing Ills Wife's Mother
llls Friends Say lie I Insane.

After a life devoted to the acquisition of
knowledge, coupled with tho happiness,
helpfulness and dovotim of tho wlfo of his
youth and tho presenco of two bright chil-
dren, Dr. llonry Martyn Scudder, son of
the old and beloved or of Plymouth
Church, Chicago, is at tho detention hca-plt- al

In that city charged with tho murder
of his motber-In-la- w, Mrs. Elizabeth M.

Parker Dunton, of 22 Aldlno Square F.
H. Dunton, tho venerablo editor of tho
Fplrltof tho Turf and father-in-la- w of Dr.
H. il. Scudder, th3 accused, sworo out a
warrant Tuesday evening charging his
son-in-la- w Ith tha murder of Mrs. Dun-

ton. Tho complaint was filed with ,ustlco
Drayton, who visited tho Dunton resldenco
by . request, tho aged complainant being
confined to his apartments. The complaint
charges that Sunday, Feb. 21, Dr. Scudder
murdered Mrs. Dunton in her apartments
at tho family resldenco In Aldlno Square
and that tho crlmo was commlttoJ by beat-
ing tho aged woman on tho head with a
blunt instrument

FANIC IN A REFORMATORY.

Flames Cause a Stampede in an Institu-
tion for Females tit Indianapolis.

The Indiana State reformatory for
Women and Girls, no ir Indiana; oils, is a
rca-- of ruins. When tho flro was first dis-

covered there wero 150 women and girls
who wero at liberty in tho halls. They
wero marshaled Into lino, but word came
that tho fire was under control.
