A Boom for Van Buren County,
The following letter contributed “by
one of our prominent farmers is well
worthy of careful consideration, and
we will gladly give space to all replies
calenlated to aid in some movement of
the kind 'sm'ggf»stutl:

Editor Northerner;— Never havin
seen anything in your columns regard-
ing an exnibit by Van Buren County at
the Columbian Expoesition, I would like
to offer a few suggestions. We have a
board of World’s Fair Commissioners
appointed by the Governor that can
secure us space in the building erected
by our State; and as the appropriation
made by the last legislature, under the
present management, will prove inadi-
quate for the purpese of representing
the resources of the state, let alone
connty exhibits, it seems to me entirely
proper that a subscription should be
raised by the citizens that, if carefully
applied, would go far towards plac-
ing the resources of our county in a fa-
vorable light before the great number
of visitors sure to bhe attracted from all
parts of the world. Assuming these
preliminaries arranged, the plans for
exhibits will naturally follow, and as I
feel interested in the matter, would of-
fer the following crude plan, hoping
your readers will cviticise and offer
suggestions, until the matter is
thoroughly diseussed and a delinite
conelusion arrived at.

It is unlikely that we will be able to
secure space enough to display any-
where near all our resources at one
time, s0 it seems to me, lo give
them all a fair representation, they
might be exhibited in their season; thus
we might make a display of our small
fruits and early vegetables, and these in
turn be followed by an exhibit of our
small grains and grasses; then the
autumn fruits, vegetables, and grains;
these arranged by the skillful hands of
the ladies, would make an attractive
and instructive display and it would
not be monotonous. Photographs of
our beautiful Inkes and woodland scen-
ery, and pictores of some of the grand
trees still standing might find a place
there. Our Live Stock Breeeders, Po-
mologists.  Horticultnrists, Nursery
men, and all those who depend upon
an outside market might find a contin-
fous display advantageous to their in-
terests, which might be encompassed in
this way.

Let an attractive pamphlet he pre-
pared containing, for instance, in the
way of statistics, the number of cars of
grain, live stock, ete., shipped from the
different railroad stations. Lawton
might give the noumber of tons of
grapes, baskets of peaches, ete., ship-
rml; Decatur her colerr shipment;
Jangor her vegetable shipment,” the
other towns giving prominent places to
their prineipal industry, and so all be
interested in the matter. The pam-
phlet might contain ents of vineyards,
peach orchards, breeding establish-
ments, and other items of interest that
will naturally suggest themselves to
those interested. A number of these
distributed daily would advertise our
resources, and [ think be of tinancial
benefit to every resident of our conunty.
