I
found a llttlo girl already dead, anoth-
er sister in tho first stages, and tho
father, who was a batcher, attending
to his shop every day. There had been
no attempt to isolato him. He told
fresh meat to hundreds of people in
that neighborhood, and it will bo
strango if some of them do not como
down sick. To mako matters woreo,
tho sanitary conditions in tho district
aro vory bad. Not an alley in tho
Ninth or Tenth Ward is paved,- - and al-

most all of them aro tilled with trash."

Tho
jury rondorod its vordlct a'tor having
boon out a llttlo over an hour. Tho
jury took Iift2cn ballots boforo reach-
ing a conclusion. Tho dilTcreneo was
mainly over tho amount of damajea
to bo granted, and thcro was but ono
man on tho jury who favored tho
defendant. On tho first ballot ono

AWFUL RAVAGES OF THE PLAGUE
IN LONDON IN IG65.

Men Fell Like Autumn leaves and Were
Thrown Into Nameless Craves Without
Iturlul Illtes Murdering the Living Hob-Lin- g

the Dead.

A Tale of Horror.
The great epidemic that Tlsltcd

London in 1605, wiping out nearly
100,000 lives, must bo reckoned ono
of tho most disastrous visitations in
history. London at that titno was

ripe for an epidemic. It had a popu-
lation of nearly 500,000, and the ma-
jority of tho peoplo were badly
housed. The city was built mainly
of wood and plaster. Tho streets
were narrow, badly paved, worse
drained, and never cleaned. Under
tho very windows of the palaces the
streets reeked vith unspcakablo
abomination. In December, 1004,
tho fltst case of tho epidemic oc-

curred, but It wa not until the fol-
lowing June that the people realized
their perilous position and tho horri-bl- o

nature of tho disease. In the
second week of June 120 deaths oc-

curred. A sudden pinic swept over
the city. The royal court fltd to Ox-

ford and thousands left the city as If
fleeing from a charnal house.

Iiy August tho city was at the
mercy of the plague. Business was
at a standstill. Streets once thronged
were as quiet and deserted as the
grave, and whole rows of houses were
shut up, their occupanti having lied.
As soon as the disease was known to
bo present in any dwelling tho houso
was shut up and marked in the mid-
dle of the door with a red cros a
foot long, ani above it the printed
words, "Lord havo mercy upon us."
No one was suffered to leave the
smitten house unless it was to go to
the pest house. The authorities en-

deavored in every manner to isolato
the infected, and those who in any
way had come in contact wit'i them
wero required to carry a red wand
before them while traveling the
streets. Tho dealers in the necessa-
ries of life all other tratllc was sus-
pendedreceived tho money rom
their customers in disinfectants.
People were afraid to speak to their
best friends, and walked in the mid-
dle of the streets lest they should
come in contact with others leaving
their homes. All domestic animals
wero banished from the city, beggars
were not allowed to frequent tho
streets, and all games that might
draw a crowd were forbidden.

HurjrJn? the Dead.
As the plague progressed burials

ceased to bo performed with any ui

ceremonies. Tho dead be-
came so numerous that It was impos-
sible any longer to preserve the
individuality of a corpse. Pits wero

dug, at first so small as to contain
only 50 or 00. bodies each, but after-
ward they Michcd proportions sum-cic- nt

to accommodate over 1,000
corpses each. Tho pits wero gener-
ally dug down to tho water and into
these the rich and poor, the innocent
child and tho hoary reprobate were
flung. There were no prayers, no
friends to weep a last farewell; only
hired bearers attended each commit-
ment to earth. rIho dead carts went
their dreary rounds by night, accom-
panied by a man ringing a bell, who
called out as he passed the infected
houses, "Uring out your dead." Then
the bodies were piled on the carts
and were taken to a common burial
ground.

And yet amid all this tho deprav-
ity of human nature blossomed.' The
living were robbed by hireling nurses;
the dead were stripped of tho linen
enshrouding their bodies; nay, what
Is mere horrible by far, nurses after
robbing killed the unhappy croatures
committed to their care that they
might hasten elsewhere to pillage
and to murder. From the middle of
August to the middle of October tho
plague was at its height. In these
two months there perished of tho
plague 4&.705. The most fatal week
was that between tho 12th and luth
of September, when there died of all
diseases 8,297, of whom 7,165 were
killed by the plague Tho entire
mortality during tho prevalence of
the epidemic, which did not entirely
die out until winter, was nearly 100,-00- 0.

A violent fever, ending cither In
death or In an eruption of Inflamma-
tory tumori, generally marked each
caso of the plague. If tho tumors
broko tho patient was considered

Nino companion of tho Iowa National
Guard In tho wostorn p-a- rt of tho Stato
wero under arms, ready to go to Coun-
cil Bluffs in caso their presence wa
neoded, to prevent lawlessness and dis-
order on the part of Kelly's Wostorn
industrial army. Governor Jackson,
according to a Des Moines dispatch,
received a to ograra from tho Shorill
of Pottawattamio County, asking him
for troops to preserve tho peaco and
proto.t proro.ty. Tho Governor at
onco ordored Company I, of tho Third
Hegimant, Iowa National Guard, at
Council Bluffs, W. E. Atkinson com-
manding, to report to tho sheriff for
duty. The company numbers forty
men, and is ono of tho best in tho
Stato.

A short tlrao afterward N. M. Hub-
bard, Jr., of Cedar Rapids, attorney
for tho Chicago and Northwestern
Bail way, arrived in Doj Moines and
hurried to tho Capitol. He rep od

to tho Governor that tho trunk
linos of railroad which touch Council
Bluffs would bo unab'o to protect their
trains and other proporty from tho in-

vaders. He fearod that tho :',000 dos-pcra- 'o

men in Kelly's army would cap-tur- o

Gov. Jackson announced his inten-
tion of preserving order and pro venting
tho capture of any trains in Iowa, and
in company with Mr. Hubbard btarted
for Council Bluffs in a special train
over tho Chicago and Northwestern.
