Recent Italns Improrit Corn and Ht1t
l'mtture In Mny Section.

The recent rains havo benofltoi late
corn In Now Jorsoy, Pennsylvania,
Maryland, Illinois, Missouri and Kan-
sas, but woro too lato to lo of bonoflt to
early corn. In Wisconjin, Minnesota
and Iowa the greater part of tho crop
has bion cut. North Pakota reports
corn freo from danger from frost, and
in Illinois much will bo beyond danger
in from ton to fourtcon days. In Mis-
sissippi much injury has resulted to
corn from hoavy rains, whllo hot winds
and dry weather havo proved in-

jurious in Kentucky. Tho week has
been favorable for cotton In tho
Carolinas, Tonnetsos and Texas and tho
crop is slowly improving iu Georgia,
but noavy rains havo proved in-

jurious in Florida, Mississippi, and Ar-
kansas. Picking has been interrupted
by rains in Alabama, Mississippi, ani
Texas. Louisiana rep rt t nodding
general and prospects loss favorablo
than la t week. T&o tobacco crop is
practically secured iu Tsow York and
Pennsyhania, and is bel g" saved in
good condition in Maryland. Cutting
is progressing slowly in Kentucky,
where tho crop has sulTorcd from hot
and dry weather. Plowing for fall
seeding, which has been gro-tl- y de-

layed on accojnt of drought, I as prog-
ressed rapidly in thoso States who.o
trood rains havo fallen. Frost c iusod
somo damago in New Fngland. Frosts
also caused damago in Idaho and Mon-
tana. Killing- frosts havo visited Min-
nesota.

Kansas Abundant rains, except Jn ov-tre-

north and northwest, havo fresh-
ened pastures, revived gardens and or-
chards, increased stock water, Jm t:ro'ed
lato corn and prepared grounds for fall
plowing.

Nebraska Showers general and pastures
much improved. Some plowingdono and a
little ryo sowed, but mcro rain needed in
most sections.

Missouri Drought broken by go d rains
in sections, fc'oine lato corn benefited and
pastures greatly irnprovod. Water moro
plentiful. Cutting crn and prpirlng
ground for wheat the work of tho day.

Michigan Temperaturo and rainfall
abovo normal, sunshine bolow. Copious
rains th last week havo greatly benefited
paaturos and lato potatoes. (Jround in
good condition for plowing, excopt in clay

Ohio Ueneflcial rains havo improved
late potatoes, gardens and pastures; pota-
toes small and crop short ; apples small and
few: peaches largo In number but small.
Cutting corn general, bottom lands giving
fair yields; upland cut for fodder. Farly
tobacco housed and about two-tliir- Js crop
of fair quality.

SLAUGHTERED BY JAPS.

Sixteen Tlu:u:mil ChWiee Soldlcr.--i Killed
or Wounded in Il;ttle.

Details o' the battlo botwecn the
Chinese and Ja anoso foices at Ping
Yang show a decisive victory for tho
.Japs and tho utter rout o. tho Chi-
nese. The battlo was opened at day-
break by a Japaneso cannonade of the
Chinese works, which was continued
without cessatio.i until afternoon, tho
CninL'so respond ng. Tho work
with tho heavy guns showed
good practice. Tno firing continued
at intervals during tho night,
and ia tho meantime two Japanese
Hanking columns had formod a cot don
around tho Chinese. At W o'clock Sun-
day morning an attack was made b
the Japanoso columns simultaneously
and with admirable precision. The
Chinese wero completely taken by
surprise aril woro thrown' into a panic.
Hundreds wero cut down ana those
who escap d death, finding thomselvts
surrounded at every point, broke and
lied. Some of Viceroy 1 i Hung
Chang's lOuroj ean-dri.lo- troops stood
their ground to tho eastward and wero
cut down to a man. The Peng San
column, warming over tho defenses in
front, completed tho rout. Half an
hour after tho attack was oponod tho
positions at Ping ting were in pos
tossion of the Japanoso.

It is estimate 1 that :t',00D Chinosy
soldiers wero engaged in tho batt o.
Tho Japaneso captuiod immenso stores
of provisions, munitions of war, and
hundreds of cjlors. The Chinese loss
is estimated at l,0J0 killed, wounded,
and taken prisoners. Among those
capture I t y the Japanese a o several
of the Chinosc commanding olllcers,
including Tro-Fun- g. commander-in-chie- f

ot the Manchuriai army, whe
was severely wounded. Tho Jupaneso
loss Is only thirty killed and 270 wound-
ed, including eleven ollicors. Most o;
tho casualties among tho Japstior-- oo
cuncd during the lii-- t day's fighting,
and very fow wero the result of the
night attack.

Tho congress meets in annual session
lasting lour days, and has un execut.vo
committee, known as tho National
Board of Agriculture. Th s Hoard is
composed ot ono memlcr from each
State and Territory.

The Congress has no political plat-
form and does not seek to form a po-
litical party. Its delegates como, not
as politician-- , but as fanner.-1- . This is
ono reason way tho r armors' Nati nal
Congress is not to well known as tho
Allianco or (J range. Tho annual meet-
ings are attended by hundreds of farm-
ers nut delegate. Tho.e meetings are
not unlike tho nuotings of a national
farm-T.- institute. The rango of sub-
jects is wido aiU tho speakers are from
every section of tho country. Thoo
who aro to deliver addrosaos at tho
Parkcrsburg meeting aro from tho
following states-w- o give them in
tho order in which they appear
on tho official p.ogram; District
of Columbia, Nebraska, New
York, Mississippi, iai-sas- ,

Tho Farmers' National Congre s is

serious features of tho drought is tho
grasshopper pest. Grasshoppers havo
stripped the pastures and meadow and
aro now attacking tho tops of potatoes
and even tho grapo vines. Tho num-
ber of the insects is almost inct edible.
When the armors go into tho field i to
destroy them they aro compelled to
wear masks. Simo farmers take a
hor.o and plow and try to bury them.

UAKINfl I T C.KAOIIori'EIU FOIt MAXI'IIE.

Grasshoppers aro an excellent fer-
tilizer. One ingenious farmer con-
verts his horse rako into a net and
rakos hoppors by tho tick at tho edgo
of a pond. Then ho scoops them into
tho pond tind makes cornpo t hoa;s of
the drowned hu s. IJir has made' fifty
loads of this kind of fertilizer.

Milch cows aro being sold )or a ong
lccauc fodder is so fc.iroo. Jjay li Ids
lie burned and blackened, crop, havo
beon destroyed and even tivo aro
short of foliage. In fo.eral cities a
water famine is feared ;tnd the greatest
economy in tho use of water hat beon
ordered. Poeauso water for sprink-
ling is denied many lawns aro being
ruined.
