From the shock of corn to tho
house it could bo plainly seen that he
had walked back and forth a number of
times. Ho left his overcoat and um-
brella behind tho shock of corn and
had taken off his shoes, removed tho
screen from the narlor window and en-

tered and went direct to his wife's bed-
room, where he was shot. Mrs. Hurd
claims she was just saying her prayers
when she heard a man's footsteps and,
supposing that he was a burglar, lired,
and immediately arose from Tier knees,
lighted a lamp and was horrified to find
that it was her husband. Hurd rallied
a little under stimulants Sunday morn-
ing, was perfectly conscious, but refused
to make any statement regarding tho
shooting. At 10 a. m. Sunday ho died.
Mrs. Hurd pistol showed no evidence
of having been discharged, and the gen-
eral belief is that a third party was in
tho room and did the shooting. Hurd
was a respected citizen ami his wife up
to two years ago had been a prominent
worker in tho Raptist church.
