The opossum Is a very harmless lit-

tle animal and has many things to rec-

ommend it for, although not consid-
ered a great delicacy, Its flesh Is very
palatable, and Its fur, which the In-

dians formerly used In many ways, en-

ters more largely Into the Industries
of commerce than Is generally known.
Its peculiar method of rearing its young
in bilateral pockets, contrived cunning-
ly 1y nature in Its own fur, commends
it to the scientific inquirer as an Inter-
esting subject for investigation. It lias
a wonderfully tenacious hold on life,
for although It may be pounded with
sticks and stones until every bono is
dislocated, it will crawl away if left
unmolested, nnd soon resume Its wont-
ed habits.

HOW FORTUNES ARE MADE.

Itj Acute and Kntcrprlsln Minds
Practical Condi tloiiH.

The largest fortunes of the present
day have been acquired by applying an
acute and enterprising mind to the im-
provement of the conditions of life.

Victoria's perquisites are valuable and
numerous. Among the most curious
is her right to every whale or sturgeon
captured on the coast of tho United
Kingdom nnd brought to land. Both
of these perquisites date back to tho
days of the Norman kings, and It ap-
pears that in the case of the whale the
monsters were divided between the
sovereign aud )iis consort, the queen
taking the head In order that her ward-
robes might Ik? replenished with the
whalelwiie needed for the stiffening of
her roynl garments. Every year a
number of magnificent cashmere
shawls are despatched to her from the
kingdom of Cashmere. Every tailor
holding n patent of "purveyor to her
majesty," If he conforms to ancient
tradition nnd usage, should present her
with a silver needle each year. An-
other class of royal purveyors Is called
upon to present to her annually a ta-

blecloth, while from other sources again
she is entitled to an annual contribution
of currycombs, fire tongs, scarlet ho-

siery, nightcaps, knives, lances and
crosslows. These are only a few of
the perquisites to which the queen is
entitled by tradition and usage.
