ENGLISH TRADK EXPERIENCE.
Lower J'rWi N't-t- l lor NfurlyAU Mann-fattiiri'- il

A very extensive review of the com-

mercial and financial record of English
trade is given in the London Econo-
mist, February 1. It appears that
the imports of foreign countries re-

tained for English consumption would
have, shown an increase of KX per
cent, in Is.) 4 as compared with l'J.'k
w ith the exports of English goods o.85
percent, larger than in IbXl, if allow-
ance were made lor the decline in
prices last year. As a matter of fact,
however, the actual values showed an
increase of (.'.'.- - p- -r cent, in imports and
a decrease of o.. percent, in exports.

In 1M1 there- - was an .enlargement of
the foreign trad-- , o! t he Tinted King-
dom, but at prices that indicate stag-
nation. Tim smaller margin of proiit
derived from tr::de in ls'.n showed taut
the average prices of that year's im-

ports were T.'.'l per cent, lower than in
is..':;, whi'e tlm avenge prices of ex-

ports were i.'Z7 per emit lower. As the
Economist says: 'li meant not only
more ami more work for no more or
even le-- s money; but when prices
were persist. mtly slipping away the
value of .stoics deteriorates, and losses
accrue."

If our growers
are willing to meet the prices of for-
eign wool there will yet In; a sutlicient
diminution in the quantity to be taken
fiom the American grower to seriously

that ue icr free trade no hing but
do a:: freights which nr- - low-

ered every year, stand between Amer-
ican and foreign workman. No one
argues that henue labor is rot better
paid than foreign labor.

mand, enhances wages, encourages
the development of industries. Free
trade, buying abroad, where labor is
cheapest, leaves home labor unem-
ployed and wages, of course, go down.
Protection increast-- s the demand and
free trade the supply fer home labor.
When the workman in the so-call- ed

protected industries is at work at good
wages, there is building for the car-
penter and bricklayer to do, and there
is a market for the products of the
farm as well as the factory. The
workingman has found out that a
cheap foreign market is a mighty ex-

pensive thing when he cannot buy,
and tlmt a higher home market is
cheap when he has work. The Amer-ican'labor- er

has had lots of food for
reflection during the past year or two,
and that's about all the food he has
had.

them was Lincoln. This time, eschew-
ing tho n sponsibility cf a captaincy and
to avoid the possible embarrassment of
dragging about camp a wooden sword,
ho entered the company of Llijah lies
as a dignified private.

It ha pleased some! of Mr. Lincoln's
biographer to attribute this

nt to pure patriotism on his part and
a const ientious deiroto st ive his coun-

try. From the standpoint of sentiment
that is a oomfdrtablo view to take cf it,
but I ir.ve strong ieasou to believo that
Mr. Lincoln ne-v- r entertained such seri-

ous notions of the campaign. In fact, I

may say that my information comes
from the bet authority to bo had in the
matter the soldier himself. Mr. Lin-

coln had no homo. lie had cut loose
from his parents, from the llankses and
the .lohn.-ton- s; he left behind him no
anxious wife and children, and no chair
before a warm f'.esido remninod"vacant
ror him. "I was tint of work," ho said
to mo once, "and there being no danger
of nn.ro fighting I could do nothing bet-

ter than enlist again. "
Itf-tur- to New sal'iii.

After his discharge from this last and
brief period of service, along with the
remainder of the Sangamon county sol-diir- s,

ho departed from the scenes of re-

cent hostilities for New Salem again.
His soldier days had ended, and he re-

turned now to inter upon a far different
career. However much in later years he
may have pretended to ridicule tho dis-

asters of the Black Hawk war or the
part he took in it, yet I believe ho was
rather proud of it, after all. When con-
gress, along in the fifties, granted him
a land warrant, he was greatly pleased.
He located it on sonm land in Iowa and
declared to me one day that ho would
die seized of that land, and although tho
tract never yielded him anything he
never, so far as my knowledge extends,
parted with its ownership.

The return of the Black Hawk war-
riors to New Salem occurred in the
month of August, but a short time be-

fore the general election. A new legisla-
ture was to bo chosen, and as Lincoln
had declared to his comrades in tho
army ho would, and in obedience to tho
effusive declaration of principles which
he had issued over his signature in
March, before he went to the war, he
presented himself to the people of his
newly adeipted county as a candidate for
the legislature.

On the Stump.
The election being near at hand, only

a few days remained for his canvass.
Ono who was with him at the time, de-

scribing his appearance, says: "Ho wore
a mixed jeans coat, claw hammer style,
short in the sleeves and bobtail in
fact, it was ko short in tho tail he could
not sit on it flax and .tow linen panta-
loons and a straw hat. 1 think ho wore
a vest, but do not remember how it
looked. He wore pot metal beiots. " His
maiden effort on tho stump was a speech
on tho occasion of a raiblio sale at Papps-ville- ,

a village 11 nnleswest of Spring-
field. After tho salo was over and speech-makin- g

had begun a fight a "gemral
fight," as ono of tho bystanders relates

ensued, and Lincoln, noticing one of
his friends about to succumb to tho en-

ergetic attack of an infuriated ruffian,
inferposed to prevent it. He dd so most
effectually. Hastily descending from
the rude platform, he edged his way
through the crowd, and seizing the bully
by tho neck and seat of his trousers
threw him by means of his strength and
long arms, as one witness stoutly in-

sists, "12 feet away. " Returning to tho
stand and throwing asido his hat, lie in-

augurated his campaign with the fol-

lowing brief but juicy declaration:
"Fellow citizens, I presume you all

know who I am. I am hnmble Abraham
Lincoln. I have been solicited by many
friends to become a candidate for tho
legislature. My politics are short and
sweet, like the old woman's danco. I
am in favor of a national bank. I am in
favor of the internal improvement sys-
tem and a high protective tariff. These
are my sentiments and political princi-
ples. If elected, I shall te thankful; if
not, it will bo all the same."

on one occasion I met a peculiar charac-
ter who was waiting trial for wife mur-
der. Ho was afterward convicted, but
was sent to the penitentiary for life, in-

stead of being hanged. In court he
told the judge that he wanted to hang,
ami was anxious to die. lie told mo hid

story, but would not tell it in court.
Two of the jnil ol'.ieials were also told
hi.s story in confidence, and it was never
made public According tonotes taken
at the time, the man said: "I was bonf
nnd bn d in a Christian family. My fa-tli- er

vi: a pro.icher, ami educated me
himself. 1 was graduated in law, and
;i1m studied medicine. I was, not

dea-"- d with cither profession, but
waMted to become u mcivlciPt. I had
no means wiih w hich to start in busi-:;e- :

s, so I became a bookkeeper, and
wasemraTcd in that occupation when I
came to Washington seeking employ-
ment. I came here to avoid becoming"
murderer.

"That may surprise you; hut it is a
fact. I bad three elrhlren. little girls.
1 became convinced that my homo bad
been invaded by a villain, and that my
wife's. :.4.Veciions were alienated from
me. I tkoroe.vldy myself of
the fact, and then I bought a revolver
with which to munler tho invader of
my home, and also to kill my wife.
When 1 entered the front do rof my
house, with that weapon in my pocket,
my yo;in;vst child, a three-year-ol- d

girl, threw her arms around my neck,
kis.xcd me ami said: 'Here tonus my
good papa.'

"I went away in a few minutes, and
threw that revolver down the sewer on
a street corner. I could not do the
deed, for that little girl softened my
heart and drove the spirit of crime
away. I told my wife what had oc-

curred, told her I had been saved by
the chih'. and begged her to rcfonr.
She merely smiled and hummed a tune
indilV. reiitly. I then ai'o.e and told
br that 1 was g in r away, because I

could not remain there and endure hu-

miliation. I told her that I would
leave town, because to remain would
make a criminal of me. As I wulke--

out of the door, she laughed at me. It
was bard to endure; but I kissed my
children, and told them 1 was going on
a long journey; and I never saw them
afterwards. I thought that it was bet-

ter to leave them, to give them up, than
to remain and have them bear the stig-
ma of having a murderer for their fa-

ther.
"I- - went to Philadelphia and New

York, and then came here. I sent home
all of the money I made, over my
meager living expenses. I did it alt
for the children, (mil enly knows how
I loved my little-ones- . My wife wrote
several sarcastic, scolding letters to me,
but 1 never answered them. I merely
inclosed a check every week in an en-

velope. Finally she came here. She
did not come as a penitent, but as a
Nemesis. She demanded all of my
wages, and threatened to make unkind
reports of me to my emplo3er. I told
her I knew of her wickedness, but that
I did not want my little girls to know
that their mother was an unworthy
woman. She followed me alnrnt town,
e;arne to my place of business, and then,
on that fatal night, she came to my
boarding house, accompanied by that
villain. I shot at him, and he ran.
Then, in my frenzy, 1 killed ier. That
is all there is of my story. J will not
tell it in court. My children may bear
hc sad memory of the cruelty of their

father. They shall never hear, if I can
prevent it, that their mother was an
unworthy woman."

It was a strange story. Nobody ever
heard of fTe narrwj of the other man.
lie was never traced. He was never
mentioned during the trial. The jail
officials at lirst believed that, the story
was made up by the man; but they
finally Indie veil him, and pitied him.
Uy telling his story in court, and prov-
ing it, tho prisoner might have success-
fully pleaded temporary insanity. Hut
he was heart-broke- n before the deed
was committed. He spoke but the
truth when he told the judge that he
wanted to die. Life was of no value to
him. An effort is nrw being made to
secure his pardon; but it is not likely
to prove successful. The convict will
do nothing to aid in the accomplish-
ment of that result.

In that same cell two ago
there was confined u prisoner who had
deliberately and maliciously shot and
killed a man who, he said, had tra-
duced his wife. Somehow, by legal
legerdemain, lie was acquitted. He re-

turned to his business, as a bartender,
but never prospered. He was em-

ployed last winter by one of our lead-
ing hotels, but when the proprietor
learned that he was a murderer he dis-

charged him. He was haggard, thin,
and looked like a hunted animal. When
he left the hotel, he said to the pro-
prietor: "This is the fourth place I

It
is unnecessary to into the details of
the encounter. Lvery one knows how it
ended, how at last the tall and angular
rail splitter, eurr.ed at the suspicion of
foul tactics and profiting by his height
and the length of Ins arms, fairly lilted
the prreat bully hy the throat and shook
him like a ras; how by this act he es-

tablished himself solidly in the esteem
of all New Salem and secured thy re-

spectful admiration and friendship of
the very man whom he had so thorough-
ly vanquished. From this time forward
.Tack Armstrong, his wife Hannah and
all the other Armstrongs becamo his
warm and trusted friends.

The Wack Hawk War.
Tho Krvat Indian chief, Black Hawk,

who on the 30th of June, ISol, had en-

tered into an agreement, having all tho
solemnity of a tnaty, with Governor
Reynolds and General Gaines that none
of his tribe should ever cross the Mis-

sissippi "to tlfeir usual place cf l evi-

dence, nor any part of their old hunting
prounds east of the Mississippi, without
permission of the preid( nt of the Unit-
ed States or the povunor of the state of
Illinois," had openly broken the com-
pact. '

On be in informed of the movement
of Black Hawk, Governor Reynolds
called for 1,000 mounted volunteers to

with the United States forces
under command of General Atkinson
nnd drive the wily Indian back across
the Mississippi. The response to the
governor's call was prompt and ener-
getic. In the company from Sangamon
count' Lincoln enlisted, and now for
the first time intend tm the vicissitn-dinou- s

nnd dangerous life of a soldier.
That he, in fact, regarded the campaign
after the Indians as a sort of holiday
affair and chicken stealing expedition
is clearly shown in a speech he after-
ward made in congress in exposure of
the military pretensions of Genenl Cass.

However, in grim, soldiery severity
he inarched with the Sangamon county
contingent to Rushvillo, in Schuyler
county, w here, much to his surprise, ho
was elected captain of the company over
William Kirkpatrick. A recital of the
campaign that followed, in the elTort to
drive tho treacherous Indians back, or
a description of the few engagements
none of which reached the dignity of a
battle which took place, have in no-

wise been overlooked by the historians
of Illinois and of the Black Hawk war.
With the exception of those things which
relate to Lincoln alone, I presume it
would be needless to attempt to add any-
thing to what has so thoroughly and
truthfully been ti.!d.

A VhImihI Distinction.
On being elected captain, Lincoln re-

plied in a brief response, of modest and
thankful acceptance. It was the first
official trust ever turned over to his
keeping, and ho prized it and the dis-
tinction it gave him more than any
which in after years fell to his lot. His
company s.avored strongly of the Clary's
gTovo order, and though daring enough
in tho presence of danger were difficult
to briug down to tho inflexibilities of
military discipline. Each one seemed
perfectly able and willing to care for
himself, and while the captain's author-
ity was respectfully observed, yet, as
some have said, they were none the less
a crowd of "generQus ruffians. " I heard
Mr. Lincoln say once, on the subject of
his career as captain in this company
and tho discipline he exercised over his
men, that to the first order given one of
them he received the response, "Goto
the devil, sir!"

Notwithstanding the interchange of
many such unsoldierlike civilities be-

tween tho officer and his men, a strong
bond of affection united them together,
and if a contest had arisen over the
conflict of orders between tho United
States authorities and those emanating
from Captain Lincoln or somo other Illi-
nois officer, as at one time threatened,
we need not bo told to which side tho
Sangamon county company to a man
would have pone. A general order for-

The murderer vras convicted and
hanged. Whisky did it.

A member of congress was killed one
day not many years ago on the marble
steps of t he. capitol building by a news-
paper correspondent. The man who
did the shooting was acquitted when it
was demonstrated that the congress-
man had been persecuting him for
more than a year. The congressman
w as otii of the most eliqucnt men in
the hoie ef representatives. He hail
been a preacher in the mountains of
Kentucky, and a good preacher, too.
He was sent to congress and imme-
diately attracted attention by his su-

perior abilities. Hut, like s many men
before him. he easily fell a victim to
the llattery of his colleagues and of de-
pendent constituents. Ho became a
drinking man and gave free rein to the
passion for strong drink. That leel him
into indiscretions of another nature.
He went into an executive department
one day while on a spree and by his
conduct compromised a female, clerk.
The story could not be kept a secret
and the newsiaper man printed it.
Hver afterwards he insulted and injureel
the correspondent until tho trageily re-

sulted. Whisky did it.
Thomas Taylor was a baker, era-ploy-

aliout half a mile cast of the
capitol building. He went to work at
two o'clock In the morning and re-
turned te his home for breakfast short-
ly before eight o'clock. On the way
home he stopped at two saloons and
drank the fiery and treacherous poison.
He quarreled w it Ti his young w ife, and
in the presence oi a little four-year-o- ld

girl, their only child, he drew a re-

volver and killed his wife. lie then
turned the weapon against himself,
but his dying wife turned his hand; so
that he only gave himself a slight
wound. Whisky did it.

Nearly every night in a section south
of I'ennsylvania avenue, nnd within a
stone"'? throw of the capitol, where the
lower orders of white and black hu-

manity congregate, some cutting or
shooting affray occurs. The locality is
called the "Division," nnd constitutes a
cordon of crime between the avenue
and the Smithsonian nnd agricultural
department grounds. The congrega-
tion of criminals could tie preventeel
by our police ilepartraent; but nothing
is" done except to make arrests after
crimes are committed. In every case
of assault, and in every deadly affray,
the' story is told in the. police court,
that whisky did it. The saloons in that
quarter arc kept by brutal men and
lost women. They sell rank poison,
compared with which the real whisky
would be nectar. And yet, our authori-
ties issue licenses' to these dealers in
damnation.
