Tim lecture of Prof. E. R. E. Cowell
on "Our Wonderful Earth," given at
tlm Disciple church last Monday even-
ing was both interestingand instructive,
especially so to students of geography
ami astronomy. The lecture was illus-
trated throughout with a series of line
stcreopticon views which served to
elucidate ami make plain the salient
points ot the addi ess.

One son is in Minnesota, the
others live in this vicinity. The fun-
eral will be held at p. in. Friday, at
the East Arlington church.

A new paper will be started at Law-
rence soon, by parties from Kalamazoo,
st) 'tis said.

An interesting ami important chan-
cery litigation was decided by Judge
Ruck a lew days since. Iu July, lbl0,
William Harrison of (irand Rapids, an
extensive wagon mantif'icturer, pur-
chased a large tract of, land, nearly
',',000 acres, iu the township of Pine
(trove. The purchase was made of one
Frank Smith of Three Rivers, Mich.,
paying $0,000 down and giving notes
and mortgage for $100,.100 to secure the
balance of the purchase money. Harri-
son claims that Smith made lepresenta-lion- s

that there were W.OOOJMK) feet of
good hardwood timber on the premises,
whereas there was really less than half
that amount and that of an inferior
quality, as he found when he came to
cut it into lumber. Then several suits
in chancery were begun in the circuit
court iu this county involving the
purchase and salts of these premises.
The court found that the allegations of
fraud were practically true and entered
a decree of $71,701 70 and costs against
Smith and in favor ot Hatrison. The
court found that notes to the value of
$OS,'J.0 hail gone into the hands of inno-
cent purchasers before due and must be
held valid. One John N. Wheeler,
claiming to be the owner of two of the
$Jl,r,,l notes, commenced foreclosure
proceedings thereon. The court de-
creed that all but $10,000 of this claim
.should be entirely discharged ami can-
celed ami adjudged costs against

heeler and in favor of Harrison. The
sum of $10,000 tlm court held to bo the
property of one James T. Kcnna, who
was made a party defendant in the
foreclosure suit. Tho ease, was honrd
ami proofs taken before Judge Rtn k at
chambers, iu Kalamazoo.
