ONE HUNDRED MILLION STARS.

How Astronomers ('ﬂlllpl’lﬂ the Number
in the Heavens.

Lot us see what richness of stellar
distribution is implied by this number |
of 100,000,000 of visible stars, says the
Gentleman's Magazine It may be)
easily shown that the area of the
whole sky in both hemispheres is 41,255
square degrees. This gives 2,424 stars |
to the square degree

The moon’s apparent diameter being
slightly over half a degree (31 deg. 5
min.), the area of its disk is about one-
! fifth of a square degree

The area of the whole star sghere is
consequently about 200,000 times the
area of the full moon. A total of 100,- |
000,000 of stars gives therefore 500 stars |
to ench space of sky in area to the full
moon.  This seems a large number, but
stars scattered over as thickly as this
would appear at a considerable dis-
tance apart when viewed with a tele-
scope of a high power. As the area of
the moon's disk contains about 780
square minutes of are, there wonld not
| be an average of even one star to each
| square minute. A pair of stars half a
minute, or thirty seconds, apart would
form a very wide donble star, and with
stars placed at even this distance the
moon’s disk would cover about 8,000, or
l six times the actual number visible in |
the largest telescope

A PRETTY STORY.

The bison of India has never been
kept long in captivity, except in the
case of one bull, which is now in the
possession of his highness the mahara-
jah of Mysore,

How this bull eame to survive, when
s0 many of his fellows had snceumbed,
is & very pretty story. It is related by
the author of “Gold, Bport and Coffee
Planting in Mysore,” who took it down
from the lips of his neighbor, Mr. Park,
who captured the animal, and was
knowing to all the details of the story.

When eaptured the bull was supposed
to be about three days old. A week
afterwards a young doe sambur, pur-
sued by jungle dogs, ran into a laborer's
cottage, and wus made a prisoner,

It was decided to keep the deer as &
companion for the bison, and the two
were accordingly kept together, though
never shut up.

They were fed on milk and then al-
lowed to graze, and soom became insep-
arable. They were fed at twelve o'clock

and at four in the afternoon, and
scemed to know their feeding time ex-
actly,

When the bison was two years old it
was thonght time to fit him with a nose
rope. e was tied to a tree, his nose
bored, and he was liberated. He ran
all abont the grounds, and then, forthe
first and only time, he was heard to
bellow,

After this he was regularly led out to
graze, The sambur would sometimes
remain behind, but seemed to have no
difficulty in finding him, but, putting
her nose to cateh the scent, would
start at once in the right directdon.

The bison had no such power, and if
ever he missed his companion would go
wandering about till he found her.

When the bull was three years old he |
was presented to the maharajah and '.
was sent off to the ‘nearest railway sta- |
tion—some sixty miles away. '

The doe soon noticed his absence, |
held up her nose as nsual, got the di-|
rection, and, when the bull was five or |
xix miles away, she overtook him, He|
showed the most extréme delight, and |
the two traveled happily together to|

Mr. PPark saw the bull in 1801, and
two or three vears afterwards Mr,
Elliot was giad to learn that the bison |
and the deer were still inseparable
companions and  Mhth in excellent
health.
