Rappesings of Lthe Past Fow Duys Which

MENOMINER Mich., Aug 2-—Fire that
started in the umber yards In the north-
ern part of the cliy cansed 8 loss of abous
$00,000. Tt burned over thirty acres of
ground, and caused serious injuries by
fiying timbers. The lumber was carried

from the piles by the flerce wind crested |

by underonrrents. It was thought that
two men were killed, but this proved to
be an error. Many were fnjured by the
flyiug timber, those more serious belng ns
follows: Lavigne Anderson, head cut
und bruised; Chief of Fire Departmeant
Keate, voss broken snd otherwise in-
jured; MeNeely, firemann, hands and arms
bruised; Postmaster Stiles, head cut; un-
kuown boy, legs broken and skull frao-
tared, thought to be dying.

‘All the hose compnnles for miles
around were guickly summonsd to the
soene, but shelr efforts could not restrain
the flame-, and they almost buroed them-
selves out, licking up every stick of lum-
ber in the district. The amount con-
sumed will n-m.r} 60,000,000 feet, There
was great alarm feit Thrdughl it the oty
when the advance of the fire was sden,
and the resiende seotion was o lmmi-
nent peril.  Escu householder (o save his
own place joined with the I’nm nearest
the flames t0 ndd to the defense, and this
bucket brigade did yeoman serve in finsl-
ly keeping the flames within the lumber
district. The wreatest danger wus felt
when the mateh (actory caught, as it was

feared the fire would spread from this |

point and destroy the entire northwestern
part of the city. The flremen redoubled

tsheir efforts here and by persistent work |

saved the bulldings, sithough much of
sbe stock wne burned. A block of bulld-
ings close to the mateh [nctory also ook
filre and five of them were destroyed,

The United States consul at Anuaberg,
Germany, Dr. Theodore M, Stephan,
reports that dollmaking has been intro-
duced ipto the wen's prison ot the Tha-
ringian principalities, one manufacturer
there emploving not less than 40 con-
victs. In his reports Dr, Stephan says:

“Iudging from the spirit in which a
rocent speech  in parlament on this
subject is commented upon here, the ex
port trade of German prison made goods
cannot be small, and I am inclined to
believe that the United States receive
also wore prison manufactured goods
than are detoeted.

Presumably Dr. Stephan believes that
onr officers have been on the alerr and
detected some importations of this char-
neter Is the evidenee
quoted refers 1o m,lrb_-;.uium Belginm,
and the disenss i parliament Jast
February stated distinetly that brashes
were among the prison made goods ship-
ped here. It has also been known for a
long time that battons made in the pris-
ons of Austria were largely imporred in-
to the United States, being barely ex-
claded by the protection afforded to onr
own manafacturers under the MeKinlev
tariff law and again being imported un
der the Gorman tarif.
