Ap effort was made in the cireuit
eourt Lo obtain another continuance of
the case of the l’unrle vs. Judson Bal-
ley, proprietor of the Hotel Columbus
at South Haven.

MR. YELLOW WOLP.

He Has a Peculiar Talent For Finding
Things, Especially Whisky.

Among the many curios attending the
court of clalms of citizenship of the Chick-
asaw Nation at Tishomingo the other day
was an Indian, Neshoba Lokna, or, as ha
Is commonly ealled, ** Yellow Wolf,"" who
was born in Mississippl, near the Alabama
liny, at & place called Buzzard Roost,
about 18 miles from Tuskumbila, & little
over 113 yoars ago. Yollow Wolf is stealght
a3 an arrow, rides horseback wherever he
goas and gonerally rides a very aplrited
pony. This he mounts in true Indian
style with asingle bound from the ground,
and on the right side of the animal,

Mooting him, one would never believe
that ho was more than 70 years of age, 50
sasy and graeeful is his bearing. There la
only one person living near here that knew
him when a boy, and that is an old negress
who lives near Darkville, in the Chootaw
nation, supposed tobe 120 years old. Thers
are a number of men here 75 and 80 years
of age that have known this man all their
lives, and who say that he was a man
grown whaen they were children.

He came to the nation in 1873 from
Mississippl. He s what the Indlans eall
an “‘alleche,'" or dootor, formerly looked
‘apon by hia tribe as being endowed with
superhuman skill in the construction of
vertain compounds and the consultation
with oracles and omens that enabled him
to either bring about eventa or propheay
concerning their fulfillment. It is said of
Yellow Wolf that he can find anything
that is hidden. In his younger days he
waa very dissipated, and it was impossible
to hide whisky so he oould oot find |e.
Barring mcoidents, he looks as though he
had 35 mors years to roam at will.—Kan-
saa City Times.

Inte & V Shaped Tent.

The war department, in pursuance of
it efforts to add to the comfort and con-
venlenos of the soldler, s about to test s
new device which has met with considern-
ble success in the Austrian army. The
article about to be tried Is a combination
of an overcost and tent. [t is intended
for use on foroed marches, picket duty, ete,
It 1s diamond shaped when spread out
and when worn by the soldier folds so as
to form a sack coat whioh falls well below
the knee. One of the points of the dia-
mond forms a hood which can be used in
stormy or cold weather,

When on a forced march or servics, In
which it is not convenlent to oarry tents,
the coat can be transformed Into a V shaped
tent in a few minutes, and each coat forms
s tont large snough to sheltor one man.
In cnse & larger shelter s required, the
ooats oan be laced together by the button-
holes so as to accommodate a dozen men.
No poles are required, the gun and bayo-
not serving this purpose.
