ton, where it s sald no one ever drops any-
thing save an occasional “'h,'" the result
of poernicious anglomania.

But nearly every one slse doos
wot a pencil before using It. This fact has
bean dofinttely settled by » clerk in a news:
papar offics,

Being of » mathematicni turn of mind,
he ascertained by sotual count that of 80
persons who came into the office to write
an advertisement or notlee 49 wet a pencil
in thetr mouths before using it

Now this clerk always uses tha best pen.
pils that 2an be procured—In {aot, is a con-
nolsseur in lond pencils, ocherishing a good
one with something of the pride a soldier
feels in his gun or sword—and it hurts his
feslings to have his pencil spolled, But
politeness and business conslderations re-
quired him to lend his pencll scores of
times every day. And often, after it had
been wet till it was hard and britsle and
refused to mark, his feelings would over-
powar him.

Finally he got somae oheap penoils, sharp-
ened them and kept them to lend. The
first person who took up the stook pencil
was & drayman, whose breath smels of
onlons and whisky., He held the point in
his mouth and soaked it for soveral min-
utes, while he was torturing himself o
write an advertisement for s missing bull-
dog.

On the Lending of Books.

The rare * Memories on Taxation,'” by
J. L. Morean de Beaumont, of which but
fow coplus were o axistones, was among
Adnm smith's books., Adam Smith de
olined, and very naturally, to lend his copy
to Sir John Cinclair, who had asked for
the loan of it, writing that *'if any acol-
dent should happen to my book the loss is
perfeotly irroparable.’

Bathroom hnp.

Some sort of a pretty rug is necessary to
put beside the bathtub to step out upon,
and It is quite essential that 18 should be
of some material in whioch the oolors are
waoll sot.

There are on sale cork mats, and others
which resemble Turkish toweling, only
thoy are of heavy woight, but the rug to
be made at home is froquently in demand
One is made of coarse basket canvas, with
a plushlike center, the embroldery being
worked with thick Ingrain or colored cot-
ton, and each stitch srossing over one
thread of the material.

13, “And when Gldeon was come, be-
hold there wis a man that told a dream
unto his felow."  Gldeon had been ealled
and encoaraged by the Lord to deliver Is-
rael from the Midianites, their oppressors,
his principal strength being the Lord's
assurance: ' Have not I sent thee? Surely
I will be with thee'" (chapter vi, 14, 16).
The Lord, however, gave him three signs
to strengthen him yet further—the meat
offering, accepted by fire, the flesoe wet
and the fluece dry. After sifting the army
of 32,000 down to 800 by sending home all
the fearful ones (22,000), and out of the
remainder all that loved thelr own ease
(9,700), Ha still further strengthens him
by sending him down to the Midianite
host by night to hear what they talked
about in the camp. Just as Gidoon came
to the camp one soldier was telling anoth-
er this dream. The dream was evidently
from the Lord, and also the telling of it at
this time.

14. **This is nothing else save the sword
of Gldeon, the son of Joash, a man of Is-
rael, for into his hand hath God delivered
Midlan, and all the host.”” The interpre-
tation of thisdream by the soldier was also
of the Lord as surely as were the interpre-
tations by Joseph and Daniel. This does
not prove, however, that the Midlanite
soldier was a man of God, for the Lord
used the mouth of Balaam, snd also the
mouth of the ass on which he rode, to utter
His messages.

15.° Arise, for the Lord hath delivered
into your hand the host of Midian." Gid-
eon was so strengthened by this dream and
its interpretation that he hastened at onee
back to tho camp of Israel with these
words. Whatever God eommands us to do
He is ready to do also, and when He asks
us to do what seems impossible it Is that

wo may see our weakness and trust Him
to perfect His strength in our weakness,
for He giveth power to the faint, and to
them that have no might He increasoth
strength,

16, “He put a trumpet in every man's
hand, with empty pitchers, and torches
(margin) within the pitchers.'” Thus he
did with the three companies of 100 each.
Three is a mighty number and makes us
think of the Holy Trinity and also of res-
urrection. The trumpet is suggestive of
testimony in connection with atonement,
for both rams' horns and silver speak of
atonement, and we overcoms by the blood
of the Lamb and the word of our testime-
ny ready to lay down our lives for Him
{Rov. xii, 11). The torch is suggestive of
a consistent life, for ““the life is the light.”
To be a good soldier of Christ thero must
be a good testimony and a consistent life,

17. “Look on me and do likewise. As
I do, so shall ye do.”" The secret of victory
is to sco Jesus only (Math. xvii, 8; Heb.
xil, 1, 2), and follow Him fully, wulking
as Ho walkod (I Pet. i, 21; I John ii, 6).
“Do as 1 have done unto you'' was part
of His advice to His disciples (John xiil,
16), and there is no perfoct example but
Himself. We may well say, **Who is suffi-
cient for such a life!' But He answers,
“My grace is sufficiont for thee.” “Our
sufficlency 13 of God'' (LI Cor. ii, 16; lil,
b; xil, 9).

18. “Blow yo the trumpet and say, The
sword of the Lord and of Gideon.'" The
sound from the mouth suggests the two
edged sword which proceeds (rom the
mouth (Rev. i, 16), the word of God which
is sharper than any two edged sworid ( Heb.
iv, 12), the sword of the Spirit, which 1s |
the word of God (Eph. vi, 17).
