“It has remained for the city fathers
of Paw Paw, Michigan, to lead the way
in n new scheme of municipal profit-
sharing that promises to receive gen-
eral and prompt recognition throughout
the country. Thuey have evolved a plan
which shows them to be men of great
originality and perspicuity. They have
passed an ordinance which decrees
that every theatrical company thatl
visits Paw Paw must either pay =
heavy license fee or furnish the com-
mon council, president, clerk and city
marshal with complimentary tickets.
Each ofticial is to have not less than
two tickets calling for the best seats.
“New Haven's city futhers should not
be slow in adopting the Paw Paw idea,
It is a great and beautiful scheme
und is ealeuluted to make life worth
living for the average common coun-
cilman. The usual question which eon-
fronts the newcomer into the council
hamber is, What an I here fort A
term spent in diligent search for a
response Lo that inguiry is usually met
with dismal failure. The rewards of
office turn to ashes in the grasp of the
legislator. He is besonght by pcu}l]f‘ he
never saw bhefore to do them favors
and is roundly condemned by his con-
stitnents if he does not do what they
think he should do and life becomes a
dreary waste.
“But with free tickets for all the
shows, the common council would be in
clover. He could then divert his mind
from the kicking of his constituents by
the high kicking that is now the ac-
companiment of the average theatrieal
performance, and could find in the di-
version furnished by the play such
mental relief as would make his poli-
ties more tolerable.
“The Paw Paw idea is a great one
from the standpoint of the theatrical
manager also.

“The only drawback that oceurs toas

But that very
fact might hasien consolidation. On
the whole the Paw Paw plan is well
fitted for this city.”
