IT 18 THOUGHT PRESIDENT CLEVE-
LAND WILL BE FOUND,
Consequently He May Accept & Fourth
Nowmination—Yet It Is Stated That He
Mas Had Enough of Public Life—A Va-

riety of Views,

WASHINGTON, Deo. 185.— [Special.] —
How about the third term? I have a num-
bur of letters from my readers asking for
lnformution on this subject. It Is & very
Interesting tople, both hore and out through
the country, but it is also very much of a
mystery. I have muade repoated attempts
to ascertaln from Mr. Cleveland's eablnet
officers what the president’s views are on
the subject of a fourth nomination, with
what results will appoar below. No one
nsstimes that it 18 cortaln the Demooratic
party will nominate Mr, Cleveland ngain,
Some of the leading men of the party think
iv will, and others are guite as positive in
saving it never will. Obvlously that is a
muttor which oannot be determined for a
Jong time yet. We shall have to wait un-
til the party meets in national convention,
or at least in state convention, for light on
this phase of the question.

Mr. Cleveland Is Silent,

But whother or not Mr. Cleveland would
aocopt such a nomination if offered him,
whether or not he intends announcing his
unwillingness to be consldered a possible
candidate, could be very easily settled by
one man, and he not more than a minute's
walk from where I sit writing. But Mr.
Cleveland is silent. His cabinet officers see
him nearly every day. Senators and repre-
sentutives are constantly calling on him at
the White House. Yot not a word does the
president say to any one of them on the
subject. Not a word comes out at any
rate, und I know human nature wall
enough and many of these men wall enough
to feel sure something would come out if
anything there was w come. Do you not
think it odd that all this mystery should
pbtain nbout such a simple mattor?

» Yot mystery it 1s, and the fact that it is
made such a mystery is the very thing
that leads many observers to oonclude Mr.
Cleveland Is walting and lstening: that
he Is in the hands, not exactly of his
friends, as we would say of a smaller poli-
tielan, but of the country. They argue
that if Mr. Cleveland were not willing to
be considerad o candidate, if he had fully
decided to close his publio career with his
present term, he would come out and say
=0, 1f not punblicly, then in such manner
that it would be sure to reach the publie.
But this deduction may be faulty, Mr.
Cleveland is a pecullar man.

The Fear of Cesarism.

This much I have observed: Before the
recent elections the near associates of the
president scouted the third term idea.
They would not listen to it. But Imme-
distely afrer the eleotions some of them
talked in a totally different strain, For
instance, o cabinet minister one night
talked to me for an hour about the party
outlook. He was sure Mr, Cleveland was
the only man in his party who could carry
the country; he was sure Mr. Cleveland
was the only man left who could go out-
gide the Democratic ranks and attract
votes: he was sure the third term prejudice
did not amount to anything; that iv had
been cultivated at s time when the Repub-
Hean party had & little family quarrsl of
its own to sottle, and st & time when the
people wers afrald of Cmsarism, of the
man on  horseback, and all that sort of
thing: he was sure this prejudice would
gunickly disappear when the people dis-
cierned that there
ger in the vlection toa third or fourth term
of n man like Mr. Cleveland, who could

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Nobody Knows,

““But Mr. Cleveland will not acoept, will
he!" 1 nsked.

“1 do not know,” replied the eabinet
minister, “*but I think he will. That he
is tired of publio life I know very well. He
wants to rest. Mra, Cloveland wants to
got out of the White House with her ohil-
dren., If the president aoccepts another
nomination, it will be with great reluc-
tance, against his personal desires. But I
believe he will accept '

“And why?"

“Duty. The president is onoof the most
earnest ahd conscientious men I ever
knew. Though I have never heard him
say 80, I think he believes he has a duty to
perform to his country and his party. You
mwust remem bar the president set out to ne-
complish two great things during hls pub-
lie eareer, and he is not satisfied with the
result In elther onso. He wanted to reform
the tariff, and has not dons so. He wanted
to reform the currency system, and has
succeeded only in part. He did get the
Sherman law repenled, but he will never
be content until he has secured retirement
of the greenbacks nlso.’

“Then you think it would be a high
sense of duty, of a mission incomplete, that
would induce the president to give up his
personal preferences and acoept snother
nomination?"”

“Yes, that if anything. "'

Shortly after this oonversation Seoretary
Morton was Interviewed out west, and he
talked third term very frankly. Then Bro-
ker Benediet and Actor Jefforson, the
president’s intimate friends, sald they did
not belleve Mr, Cloveland would aceept.
I now call on another oabinet offionr, and
he says In response to questions: I have
no 1den Mr, Cleveland would accept anoth-
or nomination, He wants to quit.”" But
this cabinet man inoreased the mystery by
adding: ' Of course the president has never
sald a word to me on the subjoct, and 1
don't believe he has over sald a word to
any one. He Is the only man the Demo-
oratle party can eleot, the only candidate
that could command
party."’

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EFFOMTS MADE TO INDUCE HIM TO
CHANGE HIS MIND,

The Popular Ex-Secreiary of the Navy ss
s Presidential Candidate—Cortain Ele-
ments Who Would Gladly Support Colo-
nel Morrison —Walter Wellman's Gosip.

WaAsHINGTON, Dec. 19, — [Special. ] —
Great pressure Is to be brought to bear
upon Willlam C. Whitnoy during the next
fow months to induce him to change his
mind about the presidency. Manygprom-
inent Democrats with whom I have talked
say Mr. Whitney is the strongest man the
party could nominate, and they are afrald
that unless he permits the use of his nameo
the party will in despair turn to Mr.
Cleveland and place bim in nomination
for the fourth time, despite the thind term
prejudice. It is searcely necessary to say
that many of the leading Demoorats in
congross are opposed to the third term.
They do not bolleve in it on principle, and
they do not like Mr, Cleveland, Evory
ohserver of men and events in Washington
knows that the president has not been able
to get along In peace and harmony with a
considerable element of his own party.

Whitney Holds Aloof.
Theso mon are now determined to in-
duoce Mr. Whitney to be a ocandidate.
Though Mr. Whitney hnas always been
olassed as a Cloveland man, being secre-
tary of the navy in the first term and
manager of the Cloveland foross at the
Chlongo convention in 1802, he is never-
theless wholly satisfactory to most of the
mon who are on bad terms with the presi-
dent. Since the eleotlon of 1802 Mr.
Whitney has earefully avolded asctivity in
politics. He declined to be secretary of
state. He declined to be minlster to Lon-
don, In fact, when tho president elect
told Mr. Whitney to take his plck of offices
under the government, Mr. Whitney
bluntly said he didn’'t want anythiag. He
refused to exert his influence with the
president In behalf of others, except In
very few instances, and has held aloof
from the administration and from paelisics
in any form as far as he could.

An Unhappy Lot

No one doubts that Mr. Whitney §a in
enrnest when he says he does not wish the
prosidency. Not long ago I had a talk
with him, and he told me, with every evi-
dence of frankness and sincerity, that he
would'not be president if he could. He
spoka of the snormous labor which o pres-
idont muss parform if ha wonld do his
duty, the mervous strain, the sleepless
nights, and, in general, looked upon four
years in the White House as a sacrifice of
strength and comfort which he was quite
unwilling to make. Mr. Whitney belioves
that no man was ever happy in the White
House, and that the after life of every
president is necessarily one of unrest and
discontont,
It may be regarded as extremely doubt-
ful if the Democrats who are trying to
bring Mr. Whitney ont as a presidential
candidate will sucoeed In their purpose,
They will represent to him thast it is his
duty to the party and to the country to
stand pext year. They will point out to
him that if he shonld be the candidate in
1506 and fail of election, he will remain
the official head of the party, and may be
agnin nominated i 1900, when, according
to the law of alternation of parties in pow-
er, the Demoorats should enrry the coun-
try. But from what I know of Mr. Whit-
ney and his views on this subject I do not
belleve he will consent,
Mr. Whitney certainly will not consent
to be considored & eandidate as long as
there Is any uncertainty as to the attitude
of Mr, Cleveland. If the president wants
or is even willing to take another nomina-
tion, I am sure Mr. Whitney could not be
forced to enter the fleld. At the same
time, I do not believe he would support a
third term movement. He might give it
bins nssistance in aperfunctory sort of way,
but I should be grestly surprised if ho as-
sumoed a prominent part in the manage-
ment of the campalgn, The president and
his former secretary of the navy are still
on good terms personally. There never
was a real quarrel between them, At one
time they were drifting apart, and a cool-
ness had sprung up between thom. But
they some time ago re-established rela-
tions, which are much more personal than
political. Mr. Whitney is not now regard-
od as one of the president's followers in the
gonge that he once was, but he surely
would not stand for the presidential nomi-
nation If he had any idea Mr, Cleveland
wanted 1t or was willing to take it

Colonel Morrison's Chance,

There 1s a great deal of talk in Washing-
ton about nominating Willlam R. Morri-
son of Illinols. In fact, Cleveland, Mor-
rison and Whitney are about the only men
now talked of for Democratio standard
bearer. Mr. Morrison is a Demoocrat of
the old school. He was a tariff reformer
before Mr. Cleveland came into publie
life. He is & man of fine character, plain,
blunt, simple, stralghtforward, poor in this
world's goods. He is much the same sort
of man that Abraham Lincoln was, or
Andrew Jackson. Mr. Morrison has a
great many warm admirers throughout
the west and south. The fact that he has
not been on good terms with the presideut
has added to his popularity with a certain
element .of his party, After Mr. Cleve-
land’s inauguration, in 1803, Colonel Mor-
rison declared he would never set foot
within the White House as long as Mr.
Cleveland remained there, and he has kept
his word.

The clements of the Democratio party
who do not like the president or oppose his
policles naturally turn to Colonel Morri-
son, While Morrison is opposed to [ree sil-
ver he is not as extreme in his position as
the president is, and the free sllver Demo-
orats would gladly support him. Many
Demoorats say they are afrald their party
cannot win next year's battle anyway, and
that the best thing they can do 1s to lm-
prove the opportunity to place at the head
of their organization an old fashioned
Demoorat, a representative of the old
school, in order to bring the party back to
its ancient moorings.
