There, on the 5th of May, 1789, the most
remnarkable political body of modern times
went into session, on the condition of
France and mankind. There was a proces-
ston of great men; a gathering to their
geats in the Hall of Menus; a seating of
siz hundred representatives of the people;
a looking down from the gallery of tho
voung Baroness de Stael-Holstein on the
heads of Riguetti de Mirabeau, the philo-
sophic Volney, the lean Jean Paul Marat,
the big young Danton of Arcis-sur- Aube,
the lNthe Camille, the Sea groen Hobes-
plerre, and the rest. It was the beginning
of the end of much—the opening of a
small orévasse in the great dyke whereby a
feudal eivillzation had walled in the des
tinles of mankind for centuries. Outside
that anclent wall lay the roaring ocean,
soon to rush In wave on wave, till the del-
nge, flecked with blood, should rise to the
pinnacles of all palaces, and splash the
domes of all eathedrals,

None
knew that the ancient order was rushing
on to doom., None Imagined that the
French monarchy itsell was going head-
long down to Orcus and eternal night.

In general, they who had
imbibed the principles of the new Frenoh
philosophy either went after the Revolu-
tion or ran before it waving a flag. Such
a mind was Bonaparte's. No doubt he
was a born revolutionist—provided always
he could himself eontrol the revolution,
His nature was fitted Iin every part for
that state of fruitful anarchy which tends
again to order. He was essentinlly a man
for the stormn snd horrieane, but sulted
best the after stages of the tempest.

Would not this revolutionary flre in
France leap the sea and kindle itself In
Corslea? Does not oceasion now offer for
the recovery of Corsican Independencet
Does not the path of destiny open by way
of Ajaccio rather than by way of Paris?
Or {f the cange Indeed lies by way of Paris,
does it not first extend through the native
island? The patriot Pacll resides in Eng-
lish exile; perhaps he may return to Cor-
gloa, and we as his llentenant-in-chief
may yet lead the patriots to independence
and glory Tosum up all, Napoleon at
this stage was whirled along by the com-
ing storm; but he cautiously kept his
bearings, became practical rather than
theorotical, and impatiently awaited the
opportunity to become great.

Lioutenant Bonaparte remained with
his reglment at Auxonne until the 15th
of September, 1790, The Revolution had
now been in progress a year and four
months. The movement had become more
and more portentous at every step. The
ruined Bastilo was already a hatelwd, but
glorious, reminiscence. At this time Cor-
slea was represented In the National As-
sembly by two moderate patriots, named
Salicotti and Colona.  The royal delegate
from the island was that Buttafuoco whom
Cholseul had used in establishing the
French protectorate in Corsica,

The people of the island were divided
into several hostile factlons.  First of all,
thero was a royal faction, very few in
number, composed of the petty Corslean
pobles and the higher ecolesinstios. These
virtually constituted the Insular “‘gov-
ernment.”’  Secondly, there was a moder-
ate party favornble vo liberalism, but sup-
porting the French proweotorate. In the
third place, there was a powerful revolu-
tionary party, favoring absolute independ
ence, and seeking by the reeall of Paoli
to overthrow all foreign suthority.

Nor did be eease to flourish among
tho ngitntors of Ajnceio untll bis final de-
parture to rejoin his command in May of
1791

Soch had been the shifting conneotion
Bonaparte with the Iron
Reglmont that he was almost an unrecog-
foree in his own division of the

His absences from the command
had far excoeded in duration his presence
with it. On returning to France, he was
assigned to the Fourth Regiment of artil-
lery, stationod at Valence. His irregulari-
ties as an officer had not so far prevailed
over the opinion of hik great abilities and
solid acquirements as to prevent hils pro-
maotion at this time to the rank of leuten-
ant en premler.

On the political side, Napoleon was now
drawn with great force towards the Revo-
lutionary party in France. Perhaps the
notion dawned in him that with the sue-
cess of the Revolution and the rebuilding
of the nation on a new republican basis,
Corsioa herself, by llke revolt and renova-
tion, might join in the common move-
ment to greater ndvantage than could be
gained by naked rebellion. This sentiment
was fanned by a proposition made at this
time in the Assombly to enlarge the titles
of the ““King of the French'' by adding
the names of the Navarrese and Corsloans
formally to the list of his subjects. All
such Intermediary projocts eame to naught
with the onrushing of the Revolution,
They were soon swallowed up with the
King himself and all kingly things in the
deep hell-throat that opened,

But ever and anon the Corsican trend
was strong on Licutenant Bonaparte.
Hardly had he got his place in the Fourth
Regiment, nt Valence, until he broke
away again for his native Island. There
the stage of actual tumult bad come, Na-
poleon was elected lleutenant-colonel of
the Second Hattallon of the Corsican
army. He cautlously nccepted the post,
but at the same time kept his eye fixed on
Franoo.
