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gathered to hi- - bttimhud a retinue of the
lin:cd, mostly member of the Institute.
He would disseminate tho civilization of
the Wist In the effete Orient Kn route,
ho would couquer Malta, still nominally
under the 'dominion of the Knights. That
dono, he would debark at Alexandria,
overthrow the dominion of the Mameluke
Beys, and conquer and colonize the land
of the Pharaohs.

Admiral Brueys was called to the com-
mand of tho fleet. Nupoleon ordered his
equlpago to le prepared as for a conqueror,
a governor, a man of letters. He mado up
an extensive list of books for his camp li-

brary, and In doing sonpellod Du Guesclln
thus Ducecling,nn Osslan thus Ocean!
Strange that this astounding cacography
was not coincident on his part with Igno-
rance of the authors referred to!

The Egyptian expedition sailed from
Toulon on the 19th of May. Tho General's
ship was the Orient. On the 10th of June,
the squadron came to Malta, and that
place, with its strong defenses was partly
by Intrigue and partly by assault taken
from tho Knights. The French flag was
raised over the fortress, and many of tho
Knights joined tho expedition. Mean-
while, an English fleet, under command
of Nelson, passed tho French flotilla with-
out discovering it; sailed on to Alexan-
dria; paused there, and then turned to the
northeast, believing that Brueys had
mado for the coast of Syria.

All this inured to the advantago of tho
French. Napoleon was able to reach Alex-
andria without attack. On the 1st of July
the column of Septimus Sovcrus, rising in
the distance, caught tho sight of tho
French commander, and gavo token of a
safo arrival. Tho army was hastily de-

barked; but not sufficient care was taken
to put tho French fleet in a defensible po-

sition. Without a moment's delay, the
city was assailed by tho invader, and aftor
somo desultory lighting wus captured.
Tho conqueror of Italy easily mode him-
self master of tho city which Alexander
had founded os tho capital of the world.

But all Egypt wus not to bo 60 easily
taken. Bonaparte proclaimed his mission
as that of liberator and pacificator. The
Turks and Mamelukes should bo expelled;
but tho people of Egypt should otherwise
have peace. Tho nation should bo raised
from tho dust. New institutions should be
founded; but tho old institutions, and in
particular tho Mohammedan religion,
should be respected. "Extend to tho cere-
monies proscribed by the Koran," said the
General to his soldiers, "and to tho
mosques tho samo toleration which you
have shown to tho synagogues to the re-

ligion of Moses and of Jesus Christ."
For six days Bonaparto had his head-

quarters in Alexandria. Ho then removed
to tho house of tho sheik of Damanhour,
and there organized his expedition up the
Nile. A flotilla wus ordered to ascend the
river, while the army marched up tho left
bank. By n strong wind from the north
tho boats were driven ahead, and the land
forces were obliged to advance without
naval support. On the 14th of July, tho
Mamelukes, who, falling back from Alex-
andria, had been organized into an army
under Murad Bey, made a stand at the
villagoof Chcbreisse, and wcro forced from
that position by the French; but the ac-

tion was not decisive. Meanwhile, tho
flotilla was assuilcd by tho enemy from
both banks of tho Nile. Tho Mamelukes
mounted small cannon on cameln, and in-

flicted not a little loss on tho Europeans.
Tho French loats, separated from tho
army, were galled by these attacks. On
tho 2Hrd of July, n junction was effected,
but not until a great battlo had decided
the campaign.

Tho conflict occurred on tho plain with-
in sight of the pyramids of Gizch. It was
perhaps tho most picturesque battlo of
modern times. The French army was
drawn up In squares, on the Egyptian
sands. The artillery was planted at tho
angles of the squares. The commanders
were Generals Desaix, Kleber, Berthlor,
and Menou under the eye of the General-in-chie- f.

The plains round about were
covered with heavy masses of Mameluke
horsemen. Bonaparto addressed his sol-

diers after his manner, in a sort of Pin-
daric apostrophe. He called their atten-
tion to the setting of the scene, and re-

minded them that from tho summit of
Khufu's pyramid forty centuries were
looking down ixn them. The battle was
bloody and decisive. The Mamelukes were
overwhelmed by thousands. The officers
on the French flotilla, descending tho river
on the next day, saw on the bank literal
hoaps of tho Mameluko dead which tho
rising Nile was gathering and bearing out
to sea. Murad Bey fled to Upper Egypt,
and tho French entered Cairo.

Without a moment's delay Bonaparte
set to work at tho herculean task of reor-
ganizing Egyptian society. He divided
the country into provinces, and over each
province appointed a divan, or council, of
seven persons. To each he assigned a body
of Janizaries. Over each a civil intendant
was appointed to levy tho taxes. A finance
department was organized, under direc-
tion of French officers. Desaix was order-
ed to pursue Murad Bey into Upper Egypt.
Bonaparte himself marched against I bra-ha-

Bey, and, falling upon him at
defeated him and drove him back

on El Arish. The French authority was

child of the Republic.

The court of the palace was splendidly
decorated; and the elite gathered for the
welcome. The occasion was not without
its peril to Napoleon. Ho must hear him-sel- f

like a truo democrat beginning to be
idolized. Symbolical statues of Liberty,
Equality, and Peaco wore set up in the
hall whore hung the momorial banner
commemorating the victories and spoils of
the Italian campaipn. There, too, was
placed nn altar of the Fatherland. Beau-
tiful women thronged tho galleries. Tho
Directory sat to receive the conqueror.
Talleyrand Introduced the young goneral
to tho usecmbly. The statesman's speech
was long, flattering and casuistical. To
one paragraph was added this significant
clause: "Far from apprehending anything
from his (Napoleon's) ambition, I believe
that wo shall one day bo obliged to solicit
him to tear himself from tho pleasures of
studious retirement. All France will bo
free; but perhups lie never will; such is
his destiny." Darra?, president of tho Di-
rectory, also spoke. Napoleon bore himself
with great modesty, pronouncing a brief
speech of congratulations on the improved
condition of France.

Tho referenco to ,:stiiou!j retirement",
in Talleyrand's addroSS .vas not bad. It
was an allusion to Bonaparte's election to
membership in tho National Institute of
Franco. This was an honor of which he
was very proud. In accepting the distinc-
tion, ho said, rcfen ing to tho members of
tho Institute, "I feel otsured that before I
can bo their equal I must long he their
scholar. Truo conquests tho only ones
which leave no regret behind them nro
those which aroniudy over Ignorance., The

most honorable occupation for nations Is

the contributing to tho oxtonsion of hu-

man knowledge. The true power of the
French Republic should henceforth bo
made to consist in not allowing a single
new Idea to exist without making It a
part of Its property."

Such ceremonies an those attending his
reception in Paris were always regarded
by lionaparto us so much mummery
quite necessary in the make-u- p of glory;
but very cheap. Not a month elapsed lie-fo-

the Cienernl U'came restless to a de-

gree. To Bourrionne, his secretary, he
said: "Bourrieune, I do not wish to

here; there is nothing to do. They
tho DlrectoryJ are unwilling to listen to

anything. I see that if I linger here, I
shall soon lose myself. Everything wears
out here; my glory has already disap-
peared. This lutlo Europe does not sup-
ply enough of it for me. I must seek it in
the East, the fountain of glory. However,
I wish first to make a tour along tho
coast, to ascertain by my own observa-
tion what may be attempted. I will take
you, Lunnes, and Sulkowsky with inc. If
tho success of a descent on England appear
doubtful, as I suspect it will, tho Army
of England shall become tho Army of the
East; I will go to Egypt."

Bonaparto was now made commander of
the new army, which was alleged to be in-

tended for an invasion of England. On
tha wrhrvln If ennnia flint" tin nnvap unrlnimlv
contemplated a descent on the English!
coast. He was too prudent for that. Hut
he lent himself to the popular whim, and i

made as though he would Invade the Brit-
ish Isles. Tho Directory, meanwhile, gave
him no orders. It had already come to t

pass that he did much as he pleased. On
tho 10th of February, 179$, he set out
from Paris with his , his aide
Sulkowsky, and General Lanncs. He
went to Etaples, Ambletcuse, Boulogne,
Calais, Dunkirk, Furnes, Nlewport, Os-ten-

!

and the Isle of Walcheren; and then '

returned to Paris by Antwerp, Brussels,
Lille, and St. Quentln. Everywhere on
tho journey he showed the greatest activ-
ity and discernment. His glanco shot Into
every situation. He Informed himself of
the conditions existing along the coast,
but did not prosecuto the scheme of inva-
sion. ,

The superiority of Napoleon over the
men of his epoch lay in his
gaze and comprehension of great things.
His vision flashed over the European land-
scape like a gleam of light. At twenty-eig- ht

ho had already discerned 'that the
1)0.8 1 way to afflict Great Britain was by
destroying her influence In the East. Out
of this notion sprang his project of con-

quering Egypt. Beyond Egypt lay all
Asia. "Europe," said he, "la a molehill.
There have never been great empires and
revolutions except in tho East, whero
thcro aro 600,000,000 men." Tho Direct-
ory readily assented to his wishes. It is
in evidenco that that lody was more than
willing to have the ambitious commander
out of Europe.

On the 12th of April, 1798, Napoleon
was appointed General-in-Chie- f of the
Army of the East. Virtually he was to go
where ho would, and accomplish what he
could. The matter once determined, he
broasht everything to results with tho

rapidly widened and confirmed through- -

out the country.
Four days after the battlo of the Pyra- -

mlds, Napoleon wrote to his brother Jo-- I

soph, saying, "Egypt Is richer than any
other country in the world In corn, rice,
vegetables and cattlo. But tho people aro
In a 6tate of utter barbarism. We can not
procure money, even to pay the troops, i
may be in France in two month. En- -
gage for me a country-hous- e near Paris or
In Burgundy, where I mean to pass tho
winter." To this was added a list of
things necessary to be sent out from
France, as follows: "A company of actors;

i a company of dancers; three or four deal-
ers In marionettes; a hundred French
women; tho wives of all tho men em-

ployed In the corps; twenty surgoons;
thirty apothecaries; ten physicians; some
founders; some distillers and dealers In

I liquor; fifty gardeners with their families;
all kinds of vegctablo seeds; each party to
bring two hundred thousand pints of
brandy; thirty thousand ells of blue and
scarlet cloth; a supply of soap and oil."
The purpose of tho General to return to
Franco, but to leave au army of occupa-
tion in Egypt, Is sufficiently shown In
these orders, In which the comedy of war
is grotesquely figured on the background
of statesmanship.
