tween th paasoverand supper of tho oven-la- g

heforo nnd this last and crowning
event, (tethsemano, tho betrayal and ar-

rest, Peter' denial, the long and weary
and awful night and morning before the
council, and Herod, and Pilate; tho mock-
ery and tho scourging, and now tho cruci-
fixion, and that between two malefactors
as if Ho, too, was one. Truly Ho waa
numbered with tho transgressors, and He
complained not. Oh, my soul, It was all
for thee! What thlnkest thou of It, nnd
of Him who waa crucified on thy nccountf

31. "Father, forgive them, for they
know not what they do." This was Ills
first utteranoo from the cross. If wo tako
tho seven In order ns wo find them hero
and in verso 43, then John xlx, 25-2-

Math, xxvll, 4$; John xlx, 28, 30; Luka
xxill, 4'5, wo havo suggested to us tho
great facta of forgiveness, glory, all that
wo need between forgiveness and glory,
His being forsaken that wo might never
be. His thirst nnd all that Is Implied in It,
His finished work and then Ills exit from
tho body to His Father.

35. "Ho saved others. Lot HI in save
Himself If Ho bo Christ, tho chosen of
God." Thus tho people and tho rulers de-

rided Him. They were natural men, they
understood not, therefore they talked fool-

ishly. Ho could have saved Himself, for
Ho said, "No man taketh My life from
Mo, I lay it down of Myself" (John x, 18),
but Ho could not save Himself and save
others too. Ho laid down His life volun-
tarily that Ho might save others.

30, 37. "If Thou bo tho King of tho
Jews, save Thyself." Thus the soldiers
also mocked Him, not knowing what they
said. Ho would not save Himself, but
Ho would savo them If they would let
Him, for had Ho not prayed for them even
as they drove tho nails Into His hands?
Let us lay to heart His words, "He that
suveth his life shall loso It, but ho that
loseth his life for My sake, tho same shall
save It (Luko Ix, 21).

38. "This Is tho King of tho Jews."
Thus Pilate caused It to bo written over
Him In tho languages of tho world, Greek
nnd Latin and Hebrew, and ho would not
alter It even to please tho Jews. This
was doubtless of God, for tho tlmo will
conio when all tho world shall poo and ac-

knowledge ;hat this samo Jesus, once
crucified at tho plaoo of a skull, Is tho
King of the Jews. Then shall Ho nlso bo
King of Kings and Lord of Lords. With-
out Him nil tho things of earth nro as
empty as a skull, nothing to them, all
vanity and vexation of spirit, but lu Him,
and with Him, all is peace and righteous-
ness.

39. "And ono of tho malefactors which
were hanged railed on Him, saying, If
thou be Christ, savo thyself and us."
Doth Matthew nnd Mark say that tho
thieves reviled Him. Luko does not con-
tradict that, for if both at first did It, hois
corroct in saying that one of them did so,
and ho doubtless refers to tho one who
persisted in doing so. To save Himself
and them was impossible, but to give His
lifo in order to savo them was what Ho
was doing.

40. "Dost not thou fear God, seeing
thou art in tho samo condemnation1"
When a malofactor turns preacher, some-
thing has happened to him, and in a
short space of time something remarkable
has como to this thief. His eyes havo been
opened to seo that tho Ono in tho midst Is
more than He appears to be, and be has
already In his heart believed upon Him
and received Him as Lord.

41. "And wo Indeed just by, for wo re-
ceive tho duo reward of our deeds, but this
man hath doifo nothing amiss." Hero is
evidence of tho new birth. Ho condemns
himself nnd justifies tho Lord, whereas tho
carnal mind, which is enmity against
God, always justifies Itself and condemns
God (Horn, viil, 7; Luko xvl, 15). Ho
confesses his sins and acknowledges that
ho is suffering only what bo justly de-
serves, while at tho same time ho testifies
to tho holiness of tho Ono in tho midst.
This is tho work of tho Spirit of God.

42. "And ho said unto Jesus, Lord, re-

member mo when thou comest into thy
kingdom." No man can say that Jesus is
tho Lord, but by tho Holy Spirit (I Cor.
xli, 3). See, then, tho Spirit's work In
this man's heart. Ho believes that Jesus,
though crucified as an evildoer, is tho
Lord of glory, and that Ho has a kingdom.

43. "And Jesus said unto him, Verily I
say unto thee, Today shalt thou bo with
Mo in paradise." What n joy to tho peni-
tent thief, his sins all gone, bis bodily
sufferings 60 soon to bo over, and that very
day in glory with his Lord! Let us not
modify or seek to alter tbo precious words.
They aro in porfect accord with other
words of tho book concorning the death of
the righteous. "To dlo is gain." "To de-

part and bo with Christ is far better."
"Absent from the body, present with tho
Lord" (Phil, i, 21, 23; II Cor. v, 8). But,
say a one, Jesus had not ascended to the
Father when He met Mary Magdalene on
tho morning of the resurrection (John xx,
17), therefore how could the thief bo with
Him in paradise that day? He spoke to
Mary of His ascending to the Father in
His risen body, but aa to His Spirit He
was surely in paradise as soon as He died.

44. "And it was about tho sixth hour,
and there was a darkness over all the earth
until the ninth hour." He was crucified
at the third hour (Mark xv, 25), cr 9 in
the morning, and from noon till 3 p. m.
there was this awful darkness, for the
prince of darkness was doing his worst. It
was his hour and the power of darkness.

45. "And the sun was darkened, and
the veil of the temple was rent in the
midst." When tho Sun of Righteousness
was suffering for the sins of tho world, it
was surely meet that the sun in tho heav-
ens should rof use to shine. Just before
He comes in His glory the sun and moon
shall both bo darkened in the day of Hit
wrath (Math, xxlv, 29, 30). Tho veil in
the templo was a symbol of Ills body, for
He hath opened for us n new and living
way through tho veil that is to say, His
flesh (Hob. x, 20). Tho veil was worked
full of cherubim, and when It was rent
tho cherubim wore rent also. When Ho
died, all who bellovo in Him died.

40. "Father, into Thy hands I commend
My Spirit." Thcsowero His last words
uttored with a loud voice, so that Ho may
bo said to havo diod in His full strength.
They did not tako His lifo, Ho gavo it up
and Ho went out to God. When Stephen
died, ho said, "Lord Jesus recolvo my
spirit" (Acts vil, 59), and ho went out
to bo with his Lord, moro allvo han he
ever was before, while kind hands laid his
body away till Jesus comes.

"A short time after
Byrnes reorganized the detective bu-

reau I had charge of a case which wa3

5f a diamond thief I ever heard of.

"One morning when I reported at
headquarters the chief said that a re-

tired business man, who lived on one of

the croFE streets near Fifth avenue,
wanted him to send up one of his nun
.o Investigate. Into the loss of a valuable
liamond. The chief assigned me to the
Job, and In half an hour I was at the
house.

"This is the story as the man gave It
to me: He was a widower, and among
his deceased wife's jewels was a pair of
large diamond earrings. Having no use
for them, he had tried to sell them, but
the diamond dealers would not give
him more than half their cost, so he ad-

vertised them.
"The next day a Pine street broker,

whose name he mentioned, and whom
I knew well, called on him and looked
at the stones. He took quite a fancy
to them, but said he only wanted one
of them, which he Intended to have set
as a scarf pin. The owner fixed a price
upon itsomething like twelve hun-
dred dollars. The broker did not object
to the price, but wanted to have the
stone passed upon by a Jeweler, say-

ing he would send a check for it If the
report was favorable. He took the stone
away with him.

"The day following the broker called
upon the owner of the diamond and In-

formed him that he had been robbed of
the stone. He had placed It in his safe
at the office the night before, and when
he went to get It the next morning. In
tending to submit it to a Maiden lane
diamond dealer for his opinion a3 to Its
value, he found It had disappeared. He
was positive that he had placed It In
his safe, and the only person besides
himself who knew the combination was
his son, who was west at the time. He
was willing to pay the owner for the
diamond in case it was not found, but
thought it best to let him know of the
robbery.

"As ihe owner had told me that the
stones in the two earrings were almost
similar, I asked him to let me see the
remaining one, so I might be able to
Identify the other stone in case I should
stumble upon it at any of the pawn
shops.

"The owner went to a small safe In
the corner of the room and opened It.

WAS PARADISE AT THE NORTH POLE I

Jinny Ciologiftt Contend That the Garden
of Kden U'aj In the Arctic Kegion.
In an interesting aud highly instruct-

ive article Edward S. Martin, in tho
Ladies' Home Journal, reviews the nu-

merous theories advanced by scientists
in tbo endeavor to solve tho perplexing
problem as to tho exact location of tho site
of the garden of Eden.

Nevertheless several
sooer and thoughtful books and pam-
phlets have been written in support of
tho north pole's pretensions. The north
polo nowadays is bitter cold, but it haJ
not always been so. Geologists tell us
that the earth was excessively hot
when it fir&t began its course much too
hot to admit of the presence of any liv-

ing creatures, except, perhaps, a sala-
mander. As it grew cooler vegetation
began on it, and then it began to bo
peopled, fir&t with fishes, and then with
birds and beasts, finally with man.

The first spot on earth to get cool
enough to use was tho north pole. In
tho process of time it got too cold, but
thero must havo been a long period
when the polar region was tho most
comfortable part of the world. During
this period, many eminent geologists be-

lieve, there existed around the north pole
a continent now submerged, and that on
that continent our progenitors wero
comfortable in their first home. It is
known with entire certainty that tho
polar region was once warm enough for
tropical vegetation to grow there. There
was light enough also for such vegeta-
tion abundant light, indeed, for ail
uses and plenty for primeval man.
Geology tells us that man might have
lived at the north pole.
