Squier of Van Muren as temporary
secretary. After the appointment, of
tho usual committees, tho convention
adjourned for dinner. On re assembling
for Wednesday's afternoon session, the
temporary organization was made per-
manent. Then came the nominating
speeches. General Pritchard named
Henry F. Thomas, J. J. Phelps did a
like service for Kussell H. Pealer, L. M.

Des Voignes presented the name of Au-

gustus Jewell, Thomas Mars nominated
E. L. Hamilton and lie v. 11. L. Potter
of Hartford presumed the name of Van
Muren's candidate, Judge M. F. Heckert,
in a speech that was decidedly the hit
ot the convention. Marry County alone
had no candidate.

Then the balloting began. On the
lirst ballot, Thomas received the entire
vote of Marry and Allegan 24 votes;
Hamilton had Berrien's li, Heckert the
12 of Van Muren, Jewell 12 from Cass,
and Pealer 11 from St. Joseph. This
voto stood unchanged until the 13th
ballot, when three of Barry's votes left
Thomas ami went two to Heckert and
1 to Pealer. On tho lGth ballot,
another Marry vote broke away from
Thomas, giving three to Jewell and one
.o Hamilton. It was soon evident that

four of Marry's votes were anti-Thoma- s,

and that lie could not depend upon
their ever coming over to him if there
was a chance of their nominating him.
The four were for anybody except
Thomas, and went alternately from one
candidate to another, were divided
among them all. Thus the vote con-

tinued for 310 ballots, without any
practical changes except as the four
votes from Marry were passed around,
and excepting, also, the fact that on
the 320th ballot Marry gave a solid
complimentary vote to M. L. Cook, the
chairman of the convention. When
tho 340th ballot was reached, it was
well along in the afternoon of Thurs-
day and the delegates were getting
tired and anxious to get home. Ac-

cordingly, wheu Hon. H. D. Smith of
Cass introduced a resolution requesting
all candidates to release their delega-
tions from instructions and pledges, it
was unanimously passed, and the candi-
dates acceded to the request. Then the
battle royal was on. Thirty-nin- e votes
were necessary for a nomination, and
a lively hustle ensued to secure them.
