, Jan. 18, 1894, Hon. Willisx
J. Bryan of Nebraska made the follow-
ing attack against our sugar producing

““There is no reason for a bounty
on sugar which will not apply to any
other agricultural product. If the
bounty paid went to the farmer directly
instead of the manufacturer, he has as
much right to ask for a bounty on
wheat, oats, or cattle, a8 upon sugar,
beets,, or cane; but s much of the
bounty as goes to Nebraska finds its
way, not to the farmers, but to two
factories. If the peoplo of Nebraska pay
their share of federal taxation, the gov-
ernment collects for the bounty from all
the people of Nebraska about $150,000
and pays over to two corporations §76,-
000. It is thus seen that the stato of
Nebraska pays ont twice as much as it
receives and that while everybody pays
only the two factories receive.

*‘I bave yot to learn the duty of a
representative if I am ander any obliga-
tion to plead for two sugar factories be-
cause they receive large sums and dis-
regard the rights of more than a million
people because they pay in small
amounts. If I demand bounties for beet
sugar in my state, I cannot oppose
bounties and subsidies for industries in
other states, and thus, to secure a special
advantage for two factories in Nebraska
I must subject the people of that state
to a burdensome tax upon everything.

““I dissent, too, from the position
taken by some, that we are compelled
by a moral obligation to allow the
bounty to remain for the period named
in the present law. Such a position is |
wholly untenable. If the Fifty-first con-
gress conld pledge the revenues for the

government for 15 years, it could just |
a8 well pledge them for 50 or 100
years, and surely no one will say that

ane congress can thus give a perpetual

bounty and impose obligations on sub- |
sequent legislatures, The present law

provided when the bounty should ter- |
minate, but it could not gnarantee its
continuance until that time. If congress
cannot properly give a bounty directly
to the sugar industry, neither can it
properly impose & tax upon sugar for
the avowed purpose of protecting the
sugar industry,

“IT IS AS EASY TO JUSTIFY A
BOUNTY AS A PROTECTIVE TAR-
IFF, AND IT IS IMPOSSIBLE TO |
JUSTIFY EITHER. '

““When I was called upon to choose
between o tax upon sugar which would
raise the price of it to every consumer
and a bounty reduced gradually, I chose
the latter. I preferred to let the bounty
fall by degrees and ruige the needed rev-
eénue in o way that, instead of taxing
the poor man ss much as the rich man
on the snme number of pounds of sugar,
would make wealth bear its share of the
expenses  of government. In  other
words, I wonld rather give free sugar
to the people and make ap the deficit
by ap income tax. '’

Rallrond Wreckage,

The effect of the Democratic admin-
istration and its hard times tariff legis-
lation is shown in the increase of fore-
closures of railroads. These have been
unexpectedly largo sinee 15038, but the
record for the first half of 1506 excecds
that of 1505, This yeur there were 25
lines foreclosed in six months, repre-
senting 8,402 miles of road apd §549,-
040,000 of bonds and stocks, During
the first bhalf of 1805 thore were 20
roads foreclosed, representing 2,986
miles of roud ped £100,041,000 of bonds
and stocks.

Reciproeity treaties undoubtedly lead
to close relations with those countries
with which we enter into commercial
advantages, but aftor all we have been
for years embarrassed by not being in
possession of a merchant marine service,
and until the latter is encouraged by
our people upon the basis of a gratuity
of some sort—termn it sabsidy if you
like—we will never be able to accom-
plish the objects involved in reciprocity.

MAKING SERGE CLOTH.

British Idea of Sppplying Americans With
“Woolen Goods™

I have given you a lay out for acctton
warp and shoddy union, thonsands of
which have been sent by Bradford ship-
pers to your side, and I now here give
you another leaf from a well known
manufacturer of these shoddy cloths,
These are the particulars for a more
popular eloth still—serges—which have
sold in immense numbers both here and
in the States,

Take 79 stones (1,106 pounds) serge
mungo at 2 peunce per pound. Mix
with it nothing else, either cotton or
wool. Do mot oil it, but scribble it
straight away from the rag grinder
When seribbled, spin into skeins
weft yarn. This 79 stones will produce
163 whartrons, or 975 pounds yarn,
Spinning, scribbling and weaving costs
here 1s. 4d. per whartron, equal to 6
pounds. For weaving a 90 yard Anighed
piece the weaver is paid 7s 8d., or §1. 74
Of course a cotton warp yarn is used,
generally made from American cotton,
and u serge picee i§ produced 54 inches
wide, 22 ounces in weight, and sold at
141g pence per yard. The profit remain-
ing to the manufacturer is 28 6d. per
piece, which is cousidered a good profit.,
This is not the cheapest serge made here
A 54 inch gerge, weighing 22 ounces, can
be bought in Lecds for 24 cents, but the
above is a popular one. Truly we have
here a supertluity of sham and shoddy.
