Of the $7,200 of partially
completed bills there was $300 all
worked up and oiled, so that it would
puzzle a banker to discover that they
were counterfeit.

Cartland, the father of Grace Haw-
thorne, an English actress, and of
Blanche Shelby, once the wife of Dan-
iel Shelby, hanged himself Friday
night in the old dug-o- ut he had as a
home. Cartland was 75 years old, and
had twice before attempted suicide. He
lived alone in the old hut, and would
not permit any one to visit him ex-

cept his daughter-in-la- Cartland
was born In Maine, but had lived in
Michigan for fifty years. Besides the
daughter named, he had another, Ber-
tie, the wife of an editor in Cairo,
Egypt, and a son, Tracy D. Cartland,
the captain of a lake steamer. His
wife has lived in France with her
daughter for the last ten years.

Michigan Hanker In Convent on.
Grand Rapids, Mich.. Sept. 3. The

annual meeting of the Mlchlgn Bank-
ers association opened here Tuesday
evening with about seventy-fiv- e mem-
bers present and about thirty more
came in on the late train. About forty
of the gentlemen are accompanied by
their wives.

About $5,000 has been raised in Hough-
ton county for Ontonagon. Reliable
reports from the burned city say that
further cash contributions are urgently
needed. The people now have plenty
to eat, but hundreds are totally des-
titute and must have a few dollars
each to enable them to begin life anew.

Nominated for Congress.
Reed City, Mich., Sept. 3. Judge J.

G. Ramsdell of Tran verse City was
nominated for congress Friday by the
Joint convention of Democrats, Union
Silver men and Populists of the Elev-
enth district. The contest over can-
didates had lasted nearly all night.
Judge Ramsdell had hitherto been a
strong Republican leader, but dis-
agreed with the party's present finan-
cial declaration.

Detroit, Mich., Sept. 3. Ten diocese

Hoar off Lire After Their Rescue Fall-la- g

Wall Does the Mischief. Catching
the Hen In the Alley List off the Dead.

Detroit. Sept. 7. A special to the
Free Press from Denton Harbor, Mich.,
says: The most horrible holocaust,
with great loss of life, that has ever oc-

curred In this part of the state occurred
Saturday night at midnight, when
Yore's Opera house took fire, and In the
fight to save the building and other
blocks'adjoining eleven firemen, one a
volunteer, met their fate at one fell
swoop, the death being. Instantaneous
with five of them; six lived only a few
hours In awful agony, while several
others got severe bruises and burns.
During the evening the play "A Fac-
tory Girl" had been given by local tal-
ent and had closed but a half hour be-

fore the fire was discovered.
Caught While Hoisting Fire Ladders.

Then the building was filled from
basement to fourth story with a suffo-
cating smoke which burst into a sheet
of flames throughout the entire audi-eonc- e

room almost instantaneously, be-

fore the fire department could respond
with a single stream of water. There
was some confusion at the outset, ow-

ing to the lack of hook and ladder fa-

cilities, although the local fire compa-
nies had the same day closed a two
days' tournament exhibiting much
skill in quick work. St. Joseph was
called on for assistance at the outset,
her firemen approaching the building
through an alley and unloading ladders
in the rear of the building. It was while
hoisting them that the upper walls fell
over without second's warning covering
the men. which was' witnessedby hun-
dreds of spectators.'

List of the Men Who Died.
The following were killed: Frank

Watson, of St. Joseph, legs broken,
skull crushed, leaves a widow; John
Hoffman, Benton Harbor, crushed into
an unrecognizable mass, leaves widow
and five children: Thomas Kldd, Den-
ton Harbor, unmarried, killed by live
wires; Frank Woodley, Benton Harbor,
killed by live electric wires, leaves
widow and three children; Ed H.
Gange St. Joseph, drayman, head
crushed, legs broken; Scott Rice, bell
boy at the Benton hotel, skull
fractured, Internal Injuries, lived but
few minutes: Will I. Mitten. Benton
Harbor.both legs fractured, internal in-

juries, lived two hours, leaves widow
and several children; Louis Hoffman,
Benton Harbor, head smashed, thlh'crushed, widower, leaves two
small children; Arthur C. Hill,
St. Joseph, foreman St. Joe
Hose company, leg3 broken, ter-
ribly burned, lived one hour; Frank
Seaver, St. Joseph, leg broken.badly cut
and burned, lived three hours;. Robert
Rofe, St. Joseph, compound fracture of
the left leg, burned and internal in-

juries, lived one hour.
Three Men Cut, Darned and Ilrulsed.

The injured are: John A. Crawford,
ex-chi- of Benton Harbor flro depart-
ment, overcome by heat and smoke,
burned about the head, will recover; Will
Freund. of St. Joeph,cut about the head;
Frank Paget, of St. Joseph, leg bruised by
falling brick.

Frank Woodley and Thomas Kldd were
on top of adjoining buildings with hose
when the encountered live electric wires,
on which they were hanging when found.
Policeman Charles Johnson narrowly
escaped, as falling bricks toro his coat off,
while another was protected by a tele-phon- o

pole. The work of removing the
debris was commenced at once and those
pinned in were removed in a few minuto3.
except C. A. Hill, whose body was recov-
ered at 4 o'cl ck yesterday morning. It
was believed that several more bodies
were under tho pilo of brick and search
was continued till every doubt was passed.

Guy Prescott Is un-
der arrest s being one who knows of th
origin, but when asked by a reporter the
cause remarked that he whs not going to
give anybody away, assunitug that he was
in possession of facts that caused his do-- ,

tentlon'. The building was comparatively
new, having been erected soven years ago
at a cost of $10,000 by Patrick Yoro, a
wealthy farmer who had sinco leased it to
J. A. Simon, who has had charge for six
years. A two-stor- y brick block owned by
Joseph Frick, which stood adjoining, was
demolished by the Opera House walls fall-
ing on top and crashing through to the
basement.

The Opera block was occupied by tht
Evening News, S. M. Austin's bakery.
J. Bernstein (clothing), John Holmes
(barber shop) and fruit packing in the
basement. The Frick block was used
for the retail boot and shoe business
and dwelling. The buildings and stock
destroyed with losses are as follows:
Opera House block, loss $40,000, Insur-
ance $19,000; Evening News plant, loss
$4,000. Insurance $2,500; J. Bernstein,
loss $3,000, no insurance; S. M. Austin,
loss $300, .no insurance; Holmes, loss
$100, no Insurance; J. M. Prick, loss
$7,000, Insurance $3,000; J. N. Herr
(grocery), damage to building and
stock , $1,000, fully insured: Dr. Hunt
and 8. M. Austin, grocers, damage to
building and stock respectively $600,
fully insured.

Dank Failure at Helena.
Helena. Mont., Sept. 4. The failure of

the First National bank of tMa city
was announced Friday morning by the
posting of a notice that the bank was
unable to meet withdrawals demanded
of it. The notice was signed by H. Ed-gerto- n,

vice president and manager,
who says creditors will be paid In
full. The directors refuse to talk and
no statement of the assets and liabil-
ities has been made. It Is said that the
fatlure Is due to the bank's Inability
to realize on assets to cover demands
of eastern creditors.

No Tuition to De Charged.
St. Paul, Sept. 7. Archbishop Ireland

has issued a letter announcing that
hereafter in the Catholic parochial
schools no tuition will be charged, such
tuition being considered an obstacle to
the growth of these schools.

cellor. Prince Hoher.lohe, the minister
for foreign ail&irs. Baron Marscriall
von Biebersteln, and a large number of
military and civil officials.

After a cordial greeting had been
exchanged between the two Imperial
parties, the czar inspected the guard of
honor, and their majesties drove to the
castle, escorted by a detachment of
cavalry. The czar and Emperor Will-
iam occupied the first carriage and the
czarina and the Empress of Germany
were In the second carriage The
route to the castle was lined with
troops, and the crowds of people pres-
ent accorded the emperors and em-
presses an enthusiastic reception.

Emperor William wore a general's
uniform and the czar was dressed In
the uniform of the Alexander regi-
ment. The czar and czarina are lo-

cated in the Landeshaus palace, which
has been specially prepared for them.
The czarina has with her her infant
child, the Grand Duchess Olga, who
was born In November last year! Aft-
er luncheon the czar and czarina and
the Emperor and Empress of Germany
drove to the parade ground and wit-
nessed a grand review of the troops.

ASSAULTED A MINISTER.

Angry Because Ills Charges Were Not
Sustained.

Decatur, Ills., Sept. 7. Thursday
evening a highly sensational affair
marked the close of the semi-annu- al

meeting of the presbytery of the Cum-
berland Presbyterian church at the
town of Bethany, Moultrie county. The
Ilev. It. T. Caldwell was attacked in
a Bethany store by M. M. Trouter, a
farmer, and severely beaten, Trouter
fled to his home In the country before
he could be arrested, but he was ap-we- re

Indicted. All law-abidi- people
prehended on a warrant.

The Rev. Caldwell has been pastor of
the Cumberland Presbyterian church
for a year. When he went to the town
he found that liquor was being sold
In violation of the law, and that mem-
bers of the church were gambling. He
began a warfare from his pulpit on
the evils, with the result that several
upheld Caldwell In his work.

At the meeting of the presbytery
charges of falsehood were brought
against Caldwell by Trouter, but the
minister was acquitted. Trouter was
so angry over the finding that he
struck and kicked the minister, who
is a small man, and did not make an
effort to defend himself. The presby-
tery assembled Immediately after the
assault and resolutions were adopted
indorsing Caldwell's course while in
Bethany. Caldwell's several months
ago had resigned as pastor of the Beth-
any church to take a post-gradua- te

coruse at the Union Theological
school.

OBJECT TO HORSE DIVING.

Dr. Carver Arrested for an Exhibition of
Amphibious Kquine.

Ilockford, Ills., Sept. 7. Dr. Carver,
who during the last week has had as
one of the features of the county fair
a couple of horses which dived from a
thirty-foo- t tower into a tank of water,
was arrested Saturday by officers of
the Humane society on a charge of
cruelty to animals. The feat has at-
tracted much attention during the
week and caused not a little Indigna-
tion. The public protest became so
strong that the Humane society could
not longer Ignore. The case ' was on
trial in a Justice court before a Jury,
many of the most prominent citizens
of Ilockford appearing as witnesses
for the prosecution. The agricultural
society is backing Dr. Carver of Chi-
cago, who has exhibited the same feat
all over the country and this is the
first place It has ever been called
cruel.

Dr. Jameson to Marry.
London, Sept. 7. The rumor that Dr.

Jameson is to marry the dowager
countess of Dudley, daughter of Sir
Thomas Moncreiff, and widow of the
first earl of Dudley, who died In 1835,
Is revived by the frequent visits which
the countess has been paying the pris-
oner In Holloway Jail and the fact that
she showed the keenest Interest In his
trial.
