The state board of equalization has
completed its work and has equalized
the state at $1,105,000,000, a decrense of
#25,000,000, as compared with the equal-
ization of five years ago. Van Buren
County is equalized at $14,500,000, a de-
crease of $500,000. Had the last state
tax been levied under the new appor-
tionment instead of the old, Van Buren
would have been the gainer by about
2405.
