1. "And when thequoini of Shelm hoard
of tho fame of Solomon concerning the
naino of tho Ijord, hho camo to prove him
With hard question." She heard, and
she came, and sho saw. It wan in her own
land that she heard (verso 6), therefore
Bomo one who knew must have told of the
glory of Solomon. Wo know of "a greater
than Solomon" (Mnth. xll, 42), but what
arc we doing to make known Ills great-
ness, and Ills wondroua lovo, and His

Faith cometh by hearing, but how
can they lielievo who have never heard?
(Horn, x, 17.) It was not merely tho fame
of Solomon that was made known, but the
name of Jehovah, who gave him all ho had.
The exaltation of any man, however great,
is not our business, but our motto Is, Je-
hovah alone shall 1x5 exalted" (Isa. 11, 11,
17). There is only one to whom God has
given a name that Is above every name
(Phil. 11, 9, 10), and wo are here to mag-
nify Him and make Him knovn to the
ends of tho earth.

2. "And sho came to Jerusalem with a
very great train, with camels that Iwire
apices, and very much gold, and precious
stones. ' ' When tho Son of David, tho true
Prince of Peace, shall reign In Jerusalem,
for it shall surely lw because the Lord hath
spoken it (Luko i, 32, 33), then "the kings
of Sheba and Seba shall offer gifts yea,
all kings shall fall down liefore Him, all
nations shall serve Him." "They shall
bring gold and incense, and they shall
shew forth tho praises of the Lord" (Pa.
lxxll, 10, 11, 15; Isa. lx, 0). This was
foreshadowed not only in tho visit of tho
queen of Sheba, and of all tho earth seek-
ing Solomon to hoar his wisdom (verso
24), but also in the visit of tho wise men
from the east, who brought Him gifts
gold and frankincense and myrrh (Math,
ii. 11).

3. "And Solomon told her all her ques-
tions. There was not anything hid from
the king which ho told her not." We aro
not told tho nature of her hard questions,
but simply that tho wisdom of God In Sol-

omon was equal to every one. In Christ
are hid all the treasures of wisdom and
knowlego (Col. il, 3), and thero Is nothing
that we need to know that Ho by His
Spirit through His word is not ready to
tell us. There ire many tilings we a so not
able to ln'ar because of our carnality or
lack of faith (John xvl, 12; I Cor. ill, 2;
Heb. v, 12), hut if wo are teachable and
liclieving He who is with us and perfect in
knowledge will teach us all things (Job
xxxvi, 4; John xlv, 20). Some things we
may not know now, but hereafter (John
xiil, 7; I Cor. xiii, 12). A friend of mino
has written over 30 helpful questions and
answers from the lxok, which can Ik; had
in tract form simply for tho jxistage from
L. & K., Hox 2 Hi, Harrisburg. ("The
Soul's Cry and tho Saviour's Answer.")

4. 6. "And whonthcqiuvnof Shelia had
seen there was no more spirit in her."
Proliably she came with the consciousness
that she herself was some great one, and
doubtless she was in her own land and
among her own jx'oplo, but now she is In
Emmanuel's land and sees somewhat of the
glory which Jehovah can give, and sho
thinks nothing of her own any more.
When we in our ignorance of God's right-
eousness think we have of ourselves some-
what worth mentioning, It only declares
that wo have not seen or known His.

0. And she said to tho king, it was a
true report that I heard in mine own land
of thy acts and of thy wisdom. " Although
we know that the report wo give from tho
book concerning our King is all true, how
often we have to say, "Who hath Iwlieved
our rejH)rt?" (Isa. lill, 1.) As to tho last
hookas' the Bible, wMch inoro than any
other tells of tho glory of our King, which
has a sptvial blessing Ixtthat the Ix'ginnlng
and end of it upon all who rcul and keep
it, and in which it i& throo times written
that its words aro faithful and true (Rev.
i, 3; xxii, 7; xix, i; xxl, 5; xxil, 0), how
few thero are who count It a truo record,
while many turn away from it and talk
against It1

7. "Howl)clt I belieed not tho words
until I camo aud mine eyes had seen it,
and, behold, the half was not told me. Thy
wisdom and prosj)erity excoodoth tho fame
which I heard." We remember that ono
of tho ajx)stles would not ljclicve that the
Lord had risen until ho saw for himself,
but when Ho did see and believe our Ijord
said to him, "Messed aro they that have
not seen yet have leliovod" (John xx, 29).
Faith in God brings all blessing to tho

and the enjoyment of it, but unbe-
lief shuts tho door. Contrast Gen. xv, 6;
Dan. vl, 23; Luko 1, 45; Acts xxvll, 25;
Mark v, 30; John xl, 40, with Luke i, 20,
62; Heb. ill, 12; lv, Do wo who pro
fess to Ijelicvo In Christ Jesus give any
kind of a truo report concerning Him, that
some may bq led to come and soo for them-
selves? Wo surely cannot toll it all.

8. "Happy aro thy men, happy are these
thy servants, which stand continually be-

fore thee, and that hoar thy wisdom.'
How happy should those be who are accept
ed in Christ and blessed with all spiritual
blessings in Him, who are made partakers
of the dlvlno nature and of the glory to bo
revealed (Kph. 1, 3, 6, 7; I Pet. v, 1; H
Pet i, 4), who are joint hoirs with Christ,
laborers together with God, and here In
Christ's stead as Ills embassadors (I Cor.
ill, l; II Cor. v, 20). But are we?

9. "Blessed bo the Lord thy God, which
delighted in thee to sot thoo on the throne
of Israel, becauso tho Ijord lovod Israel for
ever. ' Therefore mado He tho king to do
judgment and Justice." In II Chron. lx,
8, the record is "to sot thee on His throne
to be king for the Lord thy God." See
also I Chron. xx lx, 23, "Solomon sat on
the throne of . the Lord as king instead of
David, his father." The only throne on
cwrth over called the throne of the Lord
was tho throne of the king of Israel, and
at Jerusalem shall yot bo tho throne of the
Lord, and a King shall sit on it who will
execute judgment and justice in tho earth,
and In those days all tho earth shall send
gifts to that King and shall worship Hhn
(Jcr. ill, 17, 18; xxlil, 6, fi).

10. ''And she gave tho klnan hundred
and twenty talents of gold, and of splcoa
very great store, and precious stones." If
wo value a talent of gold at $25,000, which
is proliably a low valuation, wo havo here
a-- piftof $3,000,000 in gold, not to mention
the fpiccs aud precious stones. Tho next
verso speaks of gold from Ophlr, and verso
14 says that GGft talents (t 10, WO, 000) camo
every year, besides tho wealth of verso 15.
Let it all Buggcst to us tho "exceeding
abundantly abovo all wo ask or think" of
tho grace and glory of our God. The queen
of Sheba was cmptlod of her treasures,
but went homo filled with tho royal bounty
of Solomon (verso 13), ever all herdoalro
and more. Christ Jesus will do greater
things for us.
