PURITAN THANKSGIVING.

The Inslttod en Religion &rvto Op
poMd to Instrumental Mutle.

The - Puritans, with their regard for the
rast Importance of nacml thing, Insisted
that religious service should enter into the
observance of the day. A picturesque sim-
plicity and a whole sou led devoutncM lin-
ger about the commemoration In the meet-
ing house of colonial times. There were
two serviced a day. Each of the sermons
was two hours long, and on Thanksgiving
day the preacher was scrupulously consci-
entious in improving the opportunity
which came to him only once a year.

Tho prayers and the psalms were of cor-
responding length. The church was pro-
vided with square, boxliko pews. The
family sat around the four Rides, the chil-
dren being placed with their backs to tho
minister. A most Important functionary
was tho tithing man, who tapped the
heads of tho men who fell asleep during
the sermon with the ball-lik- e end of his
stall of office. Tho other end had a tuft
of feathers, with which ho tickled the
drowsy women. The old time Puritans
were strenuously opposed to the introduc-
tion of instrumental muslo Into the
church service.

Now and again a violin began to creep
In, to the disgust of many of tho old
preachers, one of whom is immortalized in
history. by his utterance, 4 'We will now
sing and fiddle tho Forty ijfth Psalm."

One ventures the oplnica that tho at-
mosphere of the old Puritan church on
Thanksgiving day wns hardly conducive
to cheerfulness of spirit A historian,
writing of the Sabbath In Puritan New
England, remarks, "The New England
congregations piously froze during service
time well into this century." The church
In Brimfleld in 1810 refused to pay for a
stove, and a few years later, when a sub-
scription was made to buy a church stove,
one old member refused to contribute, say-
ing good preaching kept him hot enough
without stoves. Philadelphia Times.

tho appointment under a silver presi-
dent in 1900 should one be elected.

Edwin Rugglesof Three Rivers heard

a peculiar noise in the basement of his
feed mill, but thought nothing of it and
when his work was done ho shut the
mill and went home. His d

daughter was missing. Returning to
the mill, he found the child dead in the
basement, almost every bone broken.
She had been caught in tho belt.

Work on the government piers at
South Haven has been abandoned for
the season. Seven hundred feet of new
wooden work has been completed,
which much improves the condition of
the piers. To finish rebuilding and ex-

tending the piers into the lake another
300 feet, in order to overcome the form-
ing of a sand bar at the mouth of the
harbor ever time there is a slight
blow, will require an appropriation of
nearly $30,000.

Frank Auraud is in Ohio this week,
having gone for a set of smaller tools,
with which to complete the oil well.
The heavy How of water last struck
makes it necessary to put in small cas-
ing to shut it off, there being about
1,000 feet of water now in tho hole. Al-

though the drill is kept going the pro-
gress is very slow, but as soon as the
smaller drills, etc., arrive, the casing
will be put in and better progress will
be made. Bangor Breeze.

So far as the steamboats arc concern-
ed, lake navigation is closed at South
Haven. Sunday the steamer Glenn ar-
rived in port from Chicago on her last
trip, and tho steamer City of Kalama-
zoo from Milwaukee, where she has
been running for the past two months.
The Kalamazoo came in under a full
head of steam, and when she struck
the sand bar at tho mouth of tho harbor
she raised in the air fully eight to
twelve inches. Soundings were taken
and buoys placed along the harbor and
river to show where the deep water
was, and in this manner she reached
her dock in safety.

A largo amount of apples are handled
daily at Edgar Smith's fruit evaporator,
which gives employment to about thirty
hands, and has been operated aboutfour
months this season. .It is about the only
industry of which Bangor can boast,
and it is the only one that furnishes any
length of time in the year. Tho fires
were lighted at the commencement of
the raspberry season and have kept up
ever siuce. The product of this industry
has been shipped to t ranee, Germany
and England, besides to various points
in America. The season is now nearly
over, as good drying apples are becom-
ing a little scarce. Bangor Breeze.

Early last week Wednesday night,
fire was discovered in the barn of Mr.
Spellman, living fire miles south of
South Haven near Covert. A heavy
gale was blowing and before there was
time to get anything from tho building
it was a solid mass of llames. I he barn
was full of tho season's crop and con
taincd several bushelsof grain, together
with all tho farming implements. Four
horses and two cows were burned alive.
The loss on the barn and contents is
estimated at $3,000. The cau90 of tho
tire is unknown, but is supposed to
nave oeen causcu uy ine neaiing oi iou
dcr, of whicii there was a large quant!
ty in tho barn at the time.

Tho rumor to the effect that the new
Central Michigan railroad has been
gobbled up by an English syndicate has
been continued by a cablegram rccciv
ed by Jeremiah Boynton, one of tho
chief promoters of the new road, which
stated that the $7,000,000 of bonds
which had been sent to London to be
lloatedhave been disposed of at a highly
satisfactory tigurc to the sellers. Mr.
Boynton states that tho road will now
be pushed rapidly toward completion
and will bo finished within the vear.
Ho is very enthusiastic over the deal
and will regard the road as the crown
ing achievement of his life. Many and
various have been the gigantic enter
prises that tho indomitable Jerry has
engaged in, and his numerous friends
will rejoico wuh him over the new turn
of fortune's wheel. The new road
starts from a point in Northern Ohio,
winds through a rich farming country,
touches Battle Creek, enters Grand
Rapids from tho cast and joins it with
Grand Haven, the terminus.
