Figuring all lhn- expense uf trials,
board bills, officers fees, etc., for the
four years, Mr. Longwell makes a total
cost of 83,5356.47 which he thinks should
be charged against the local option law,
and gives credit for but #1,562.87, in
fines and costs collected.

This is a trifling mistake of $835.63 in
Mr. Longwell's reliable (¥) statistics.
Add to this the #7350 improperly
charged to the law in the Giddings case
(not & eriminal case at all) and we have
the sum of 8009.18 which should by right
be deducted from Mr. Longwell's hill
of costs. Then if we credit the law
with the 15 days of cocrt expenses
saved, it will be seen that ‘the claim
that the law is self sustaioing is amply
proved even for the four yeurs selected
by Mr. Longwell.
