THE ADMIRAL DEWEY ROSE.

A New Flower Which Is Sure to lie
Populnr The llcnutlful Lib-

erty Hose.

Of the many things named for Admir-
al Dewey since the victory at Manila
it is probable that none is more worthy
of the distinction than the new rose
which has lately appeared. It is of a
light tea shade and is very fragrant.
Its principal characteristic, and the one
which has enhanced its value in the
eyes of florists, is its lasting quality.
An Admiral Dewey rose will retain its
freshness for as long as ten days. Tho
rose has been in the market for a little
over three months, but the supply is yet
very scarce. It is grown by a llorist at
Bayside, L. I., who, it is said, paid $15,-00- 0

for the original plant. The rose in
some respects closely resembles the
bridesmaid rose, although of a much
richer color.

Another new rose on the market is
the Liberty. It is an importation from
Kngland, $35,000 being paid for six
plants by a florist, who saw a chance for
speculation. Although no Liberty
roses will be sold till next year, those
already exhibited have won the admira-
tion of florists, many of whom are of
the opinion that it is the finest rose on
tho American market. Its clajm for
such distinction is in its color, which
is a genuine ruby red. Every rose
being almost an exact match in color of
the finest gem. No other rose ap-

proaches it in this respect, it is said.
In size the Liberty rose compares with
the Bridesmaid and has a heavy thick
stem. One of the largest florists on
Broadway recently exhibited a few Lib-

erty roses in his window, in another
part of which were some of the famous
Lawson pinks. The exhibition drew an
enormous crowd, but the roses appar-
ently came in for a greater share of ad-

miration. It will be some time, it is
said, before many can be purchased,
as only 500 roses will be propagated
next season.

The two roscsV the Admiral Dewey
and the Liberty, florists say, are tho
finest yet produced in this country.

FIGHT ON WOMEN STUDENTS.

Male Medical School Attendants in
German? Persist In Their

Discourtesies.

The agitation among the German
medical students against the admitting
of women to the medical profession is
becoming serious in some medical
schools, where the young men are act-
ing with such discourtesy In many in-

stances as to make the women students'
position intolerable.

All the German states seem to favor
admitting women except Prussia. Four
hundred and fourteen women are at-

tending medical lectures, 300 of them
being over 25 years of nge. Fifty are
Americans. The males posted the other
day on the bulletin boards of Berlin
university this declaration:

"Experience abundantly show that
the presence of men and women to-

gether at clinical lectures is detri-
mental to serious medical study and
opposed to the principles of decorum
and morality."

ble Death.

A small party of Fort Uuachuca (A.
T.) people left the fort six weekn iif;o
on a hunting trip to the mountains. In
the party were Mr. and Mrs. C. M. Clay,
the husband holding the position of
head carpenter at the fort. When the
party arrived at the point where tuey
intended to make their camp a heavy
rain came up, and they were compiled
to huddle together in one tent for the
night. During the night, as the rain
pelted heavily upon the roof of the tent.
the campers were uroused by the
screams of Mrs. Clay. A candle was
lighted, and it was found that Mrs.
Clay was held tightly by the nose by a
hydrophobia skunk, the terror of the
prospectors and campers in Arizona,
The animal loosened it grip upon the
unfortunate woman when the light ap
peared in the tent, and ran out. The
wound appeared to be insignificant, and
the campers did not believe that any
serious results would come of it. Mrs.
Clay was given considerable whisky to
drink, and the ladies in the party ap
plied some of the well-know- n remedies
for poisoning.

During the night the skunk returned
to the tent several times, and each time
It sought out Mrs. Clay, but it was
driven away before it could do any more
damage to her or the rest of the party.
The campers did not remain long away
from the fort, owing to the apprehen-
sions of Mrs. Clay. Arriving at the fort,
the government doctor advised that she
go at once to Tucson and be treated by
the best physicians in that city. She ar
rived there a week ago, and it was not
until three days ago that the poison be-

gan to take effect. She was seated in a
chair at her boarding house when she
was suddenly seized with convulsions.
Her eyes took on a glassy stare and a
white foam appeared at the corners of
her mouth. She tried to bite people
near her, and the man who held her in
the chair in which she was sitting was
compelled to call assistance when the
woman secured a grip on his coat sleeve
with her teeth. Fortunately for him
the llesh was not penetrated. She died
in the most horrible paroxysms of pain
and madness.

WILL TELL OF HIS NEW CURE.

Dr. Murphy Will HxplHln Ills Treat-
ment of Consumption at

Columbus.

At the congress of American phy-
sicians and surgeons which is to be held
at Columbus on JuneO Dr. John J 5. Mur-

phy, of Chicago, will explain his method
of curing pulmonary consumption. Dr.
Murphy first announced his theory at
the American Medical association meet-
ing in Denver last June. It was then in
the embryonic state. He has since thor-
oughly tested the cure and declares
himself prepared to give results.

The treatment, which consists of an
injection of nitrogen into the diseased
lung, has been used in a number of
cases at Mercy hospital and at the Dun-

ning asylum, where Dr. Wood, head
physician of the institution, has given
the treatment. Dr. A, F. Lemkc, who
is associated with Dr, Murphy in the
new treatment, explains its principles
after this fashion:

"Nitrogen gas is conveyed into the
chest cavity in order to press the dis-

eased lung into u compact mass, in this
way preventing respiration. It is well
known that constant action is inimical
to cure. It is with the lungs as with
any other part of the body. They need
complete rest if they must bailie dis-
ease. Rest for the lung is obtained as a
first measure of our cure. Then nature
has a chance to restore the exhausted
organ and form a healthful tract over
the opening where the tuberculosis
germs are at work. Rest is necessary
also to prevent the constant ejection
of secretions which the walls of the or-
gan give forth for curative purposes.
Coughingand constant breathing cause
these excretions to bo expelled as rap-
idly as they are felt within the lung."

BOOM IN SP00LW00D TRADE.

estimated Thnt 10,000,000 Feet Will
lie Sent from .Maine

This Year.

Those intrested in the trade state
that all indications point to a decided
boom in the exportation of white birch
spoolwood from Maine ports, chiefly
Bangor, this year.

Advices from the birch woods north
and cast of Bangor are to the effect
that the cut will be several4 times
larger than last year's, about 5,000,000
feet being the estimated output of the
region around South Twin lakes alone.

The greatest amount yet shipped
from Bangor in any one year has been
7,000,000 feet. Last year the business
fell off greatly, but this year a revival
is looked for, and it is estimated that
10,000,000 feet will be sent from Bangor
to Scotland and Kngland.

The wood is cut in small logs in win-
ter, sawed at mills near the forests in
spring, and piled up for seasoning until
about the middle of June. Then the
bars are bundled and sent to Bangor
by rail, where they are loaded generally
into steamships for the European mar-
ket. This has been one of the most im-
portant industries of northern and
eastern Maine, and its expected revival
is welcomed by all classes, from wood
laborers to shipping merchants.

A Large Timber Ocean Cradle.
An immense timber cradle has been

under construction nt Seattle, Wash.,
during the past three months, and tho
last section of the odd-lookin- g craft
was launched on March 20, and will be
placed in position to receive the first
cargo in a few days. It is thought that
the cradle will have a capacity of 3,000,-00- 0

feet of lumber. Many lumber ship-
pers are afraid the craft will never
reach San Francisco, its destination.

Dr. Felix Barton Has Great Faith
in His New Airship.

Is Coostractlnir a La rice Maculae
After Ills Working Model Under

the Supervision of llrltlsh Mi-
litary Authorities.

Dr. Felix Barton's airship has great-
ly impressed the British government
experts present on the occasion of its
recent trial.

'I have been requested by the au-

thorities to prepare sketches and plans
of my invention," he said. "The ship
sailed 300 yards In the presence of Col.
York, of the military ballooning de-

partment at Woolwich, and would have
sailed miles had I not brought it down."

"Is it true that you contemplate a
transatlantic trip?"

"There is no reason why my airship
should not, when perfected, go across
the Atlantic. The llnished airship will
carry a crew of eight men, with lifting
power of 4,000 pounds. The measure-
ments are 150x29 feet, with a capacity
of C0,000 cubic feet of hydrogen. The
vertical area is 172 y3 square feet. The
ship's length is 37 feet, its depth 10
feet, netting a two-fe- et beam, is 12. feet
in diameter, with the wheels five feet,
and a fan propeller nine feet. There
is a conning tower, engine-roo- steer-
ing gear, and a bomb tube. When you
wish to rise you pull up the diaphragm,
or inclined plain in the fore part of the
ship, start tho propeller, and you
ascend, while by lowering the dia-
phragm you descend.

"My recent tests were only with a
model worked by clockwork, but my
finished machine will be driven by an
electric motor at the rate of 120 miles
an hour. The ship can easily go from
here to New York under two days. Full
accommodation and supplies for the
crew would be provided in the car of the
vessel, which, by a see'ret which I do
not think it well yet to reveal, is always
kept on even keel. Through the bottom
of the car there are two bomb tubes,
which could be used for dropping dyna-
mite shells on an enemy.

"My ship is to be constructed under
the supervision of the military authori-
ties, and I am confident it will fulfill
the conditions I have promised."

CLEVER FORGERY.

Fraud In Army Discharge Tapers
Discovered When Muury Lies

Uncalled For,

A peculiar forgery of discharge pa-
pers has been discovered by the war
department, which invites the sus-
picion there may be an organized sys-
tem to defraud the government. Some
weeks ago final statements nnd other
documents necessary to the discharge
of an enlisted man were presented in
the regular form. Nothing was lack-
ing to make the papers correct and the
account was ordered paid.

The name given was Charles T. llil-le- r,

of company K, Fourth Missouri
volunteers, and the cause of the dis-
charge was recorded as disability on
surgeon's certificate, which was fur-
nished. Everything required in such a
transaction was provided and the com-
pany nnd regimental oflicers and the
surgeons' signatures were in handwrit-
ing apparently different from that in
the body of the discharge. The request
was made that the soldier's money
should be sent in the care of a clergy-
man at Augusta, Ga.

The latter held the check in expecta-
tion that it would be called for by a sol-

dier, whose appearance would corre-
spond with the description embodied
in the discharge. A few days ago the
minister returned the check with a
note, saying it had not been called for
and there might be some mistake, as he
knew of no such man. A search of the
regimental returns revealed no soldier
named lliller, and an inquiry did not
produce any trace of him. Further in-
vestigation showed that the whole
thing was a clever forgery.

FINE NAVAL STATION.

Tortagas Hetntc Equipped to Take
In nnd Care For Any Number

of Ilattleshlps.

Bear Admiral Bradford, chief of the
bureau of equipment, nary department,
has just returned to Washington from a
flying visit to Key West and the Dry
Torturgas. He went to inspect tho im-
portant naval work now in. progress
there under the-- direction of hisbureau.
Great steel coal sheds are going up on
the Torturgas, equipped with the very
latest machinery for handling rapidly
great quantities of coal, and it is inr
tended to keep on hand nolesathan 40,-00- 0

tons at this point. A distilling plant
is almost completed, with a capacity of
00,000 gallons of fresh water, and Ad-
miral Bradford says thatTorturgaa will
soon be a well equipped naval station,
capable of taking in and caring for any
number of battleships. It will be- - the
only harbor between Chesapeake bay,
on the north, and the mouth of the Bio
Grande on the south and west, where
such craft can find shelter in case of
need.

Probable That Vessel Will Be Built
as Provided For by Congress.

Treaty with England to lie Amended
So aa to Admit of Tll Tun

Khtxri for Ma
rines.

It is now more than probable that the
new cruiser for the great lakes, for
which congress appropriated $200,000,
will be built. Sir Julian Tauncefote
has intimated to Secretary Hay that
Great Britain will consent to amend or
annul the Rush-Bag- ot convention in
such a way as to permit the building of
armed ships of modern types. ,

This agreement was made at the re-

quest of the United States in 1817 be-

tween the British minister, Charles
Bagot and Richard Rush, acting sec-

retary of state. It provided that the
naval force of each nation should be
limited on Lake Ontario to one ship and
on the upper lakes to two 6hips not ex-

ceeding 100 tons and armed with one
gun not exceeding in size an

The agreement has been violated by
both nations by mutual consent, and
the old steamer Michigan, now nomi-
nally guarding the upper lakes for this
country, has a displacement of 3C5 tons
and carries six six-pou- rapid-fir- e and
two one-poun- d rapid-fir- e rilles and two
gatlings. Sir Julian's agreement to
modify the antiquated convention will
permit the navy department to build
a lnrwlorn Khip, which before long will
be cruising around Chicago.

The commandant of the marine corps
lias authorized the procurement in the
next annual supplies for the corps tan-color-

leather shoes to be worn in the
tropics. The marines destined for the
Philippines and Guam will be provided
with the regular undress blue ilannel
blouses, but they will be made in skele-
ton form entirely without lining or
stiffening of any kind. The sea soldiers
will also be provided with colored linen
such as is worn by the marine battalion
in Cuba. This suit has proved durable
and at the same time lighter and cooler
than the army khaki uniform. A new
white helmet has been adopted for wear
my the marines in warm climates. .It
difTera from the old white helmet in
that it has no brass ornaments, is light-
er, has more flare on the sides to pro-
tect the temples, and a much longer
rear piece to protect the back of the

'neck. The body of the helmet is made
of three-pl- y cork, covered with white
drilling.

This did not rob the latter
class of happiness, however, as they
stationed themselves at the bottom of
the hills and captured the eggs rolled
down by those who had been favored
by fortune.

It was the largest crowd which lias
ever visited the White House grounds,
and many distinguished men were no-
ticed. The density of the crowd was
attributed to President McKinley's
popularity, and it is said many came
solely to catch a glimpse of him. Kvery
one was disappointed, however, as the
president attended the funeral of Gen.
Flagler, and did not return until the
crowd had dispersed. The marine
band occupied a stand in the grounds.

A team of eight men on bicycles ac-

companies the gun, each man, besides
wearing the regulation bandolier, car-
rying on the back of his wheel a box
containing 250 rounds of ammunltionin
a case.

In case of a breakdown of the motor,
by an ingenious arrangement four bi-

cycles can be coupled together and at-
tached to the pole, which Is so light it
can be lifted bodily over rough coun-
try.
