Already tbre'c bills providing for ad-

ditional normal schools have been no-
ticed, and the session is very young.
Senator Kedly would have one estab-
lished at Mtiske'gitn in connection with
the manual training school, the bedlef
being that tho state could acquire with-
out cost tho valuable property oc-
cupied by the latter, lleqn esentatlve
Sharpe, of Iosco, has a bill to estab-
lish a school In northeastern Michigan,
and Representative Lugers. of Hol-
land, has one providing for a school
In western Michigan, preferably, of
course, at Holland. It wenild not be
surprising if another normal school
were provided for this winter, but that
will doubtless be the limit even If all
bills do not fall.

James Kussell. of Marquette, whose
term as commissioner tf mineral statis-

liUESTION OF EQUAL TAXATION

Important Subject rppoinmst in tho
Minds of the Members of the)

L ielaluie.

Lansing, MMi., .Tan. 1.". Today the
two houses of tho legislature met sep-

arately and voteel fer United States
senator from Michigan for the term
of six years from March 4 next. This
action was taken In compliance with
the statute which provides that on the
second Tuesday after tho convening
of the legislature In years when such
an election Is to occur, each house
shall vote separately for senator, each
representative and senator rising In
his place as his name Is called and
announcing the person of his choice.

Today's voting was, of course, strict-
ly In lino with caucus action, James
McMillan receiving tho vole of every
Republican legislator, while the one
Democratic senator and nine Demo-
cratic representatives cast their votes
for Thomas F. Bnrkworth of Jackson.
Farly in the session it was announced
that the Democrats would cast their
votes for Daniel J. Campau, chairman
of the Democratic state central com
inlttce, but the minority concluded In
caucus that inasmuch as Mr. Cam-pa- n

hael been honored with this com-

plimentary vote en several previous
occasions, It would be proper to pass
tho honor on this year. In taking this
action the minority were careful to
resolve that no disrespect to Mr. Cam-
pau was intended.

IMtM tiou of Semitor.
The election of senator will not be

nn accomplished fact until high noon
tomorrow, for tlu reason that tho
statute provides that on the day suc-
ceeding the taking of the vote separate-
ly In the two houses, the house and
senate shall meet In joint convention
at 12 o'clock, noon, ami again cast
their ballots. Tomorrow, therefore,
Senator McMillan will have had this
distlngulshe'd honor conferred upon
him for the third successive time.

As might be expected, In view of
tho numerous sessions of tho last leg-
islature at which tills Important ques-
tion was considered, the subject of
equal taxation Is uppermost apparent-
ly In the minds of tbo memlK?rs of the
present legislature. It Is evident that
there will bo no lack of Ideas and
bills, several of the latter having been
already Introduced, while others have
boon noticed for Introduction. Sen-
ator At wood has Introduced and had
prlnteel fer the use of the committee
on taxation a bill creating a commis-
sion to assess tho pro erty of railroad
companies only for taxation on an ad
valorem basis. In the house, Repre-
sentative Chandler has had a similar
course taken with a bill, which is
practically a copy of tho Oren bill,
excepting that It creates a separate
hoard of assessors instead of putting
that duty on the tax commission, ami
which Include1 the property of rail-
road, telephone, telegraph and express
companies. Senator Holme has an-

other bill on this subject, as has Rep-
resentative Dinirley, and It Is under-
stood that still others are in the course
of preparation.

Much Trunin? nn1 Trim miner.
It would be unprofitable to enter Into

a discussion of any of thevso measures
at this time, for tho reason that there
will lo a great eleal of pruning and
trimming lwforo legislative sentiment
settles elowu sutlicb'ntly to enable one
to give with any eleirroe of certainty
the details of the bill that Is likely to
become a law. There Is overy reason
to believe, however, that when the leg-
islature finally squares Itself away
and does business In this connection,
the expectations of the people of the
state will be fully met.

Representative IHtmloy Is tho author
of two Joint resoluthms projosing Im-

portant amcndnu'iits to the constitu-
tion. One of theo has for its object
the doing away with el I root taxation
for state' purposes, the Idea being to
raise all money required by the state
by specific taxation. leavlng all direct
taxation to lo levied by the munici-
palities for their own needs. Govern-
or WIss called attention in his Inau-
gural mesage. It will bo romembereel,
to the desirability of devising some
means to Increase the receipts of the
general fund of the state, arguing that
under tho present arrangement in-

creased specific taxation bids fair to
make the primary school fund very
top-heav- In offering this prorat-
ion to amend tho constitution, Repre-
sentative Dingbv Is carrying out the
Instructions of his constituents, the
Kalamazoo board of supervisors, who,
at a recent meeting, adopted a resolu-
tion urging that this change be made.

Salnry of $1,000 n Term.
The other Dlngley measure to which

refe'rence was made projoses a con-
stitutional amendment relative to the
pay of members of tho legislature. It
Is proposed to substitute for the pres-
ent per eliem syste-- a term's salary
of $i.ok, with no extra compensation
for legislators from the upjer ien!n-sr.l- a.

Senator Pettlgrew Objects Thereto In

Executive Session.
Washington, Jan. 16. While the

senate was in executive session Tues-
day an effort was made to secure con-

firmation of tho nomination of Mr.
James S. Harlan, son of Justice Har
Ian, of the United States supremo
tourt, to be attorney-genera- l for Porto
Rico, but the action was prevented by
the objection of Senator Pettlgrew.

Senators Foraker and Spooner unit-
ed in an appeal to Mr. Pettlgrew to
withdraw his objection, saying that
Mr. Harlan is an excellent lawyer and

fill the placo as acceptably as any ono
who could be named.

Mr. Pettlgrew responded that he had
no doubt of Mr. Harlan's personal fit-
ness for tho position for which ho had
been named, and added that he had no
personal objection to him. His oppo-
sition, he said, was based on higher
grounds. He then recited the fact of
the nominee's relationship to Justice
Harlan and declared that the nomlna
tlon 13 entirely out of place in view of
tho fact that important litigation af-
fecting the position to which ho Is ap-
pointed is now pending before the
court of which the father is a member.
"I make no charge against the su-
premo court," said Mr. Pettlgrew, "but
I do say that the appointment of tho
tons of two of the members of that
court to important positions under the
administration at this juncture of af
fairs in the supreme court Is, to say
the least, indecent." He referred la
this connection to the nomination of
Justice McKenna's son to the office of
major in the army, saying that in giv-
ing him this placo he had boon pro-
moted over 118 other lieutenants and
captains. Mr. Pettlgrew also com-
mented upon the report of Major Har-
rison, son of the inti-
mating that this action was occasioned
by the fact that the attitude of Mr.
Harrison's father on tho question of
our rclatlonF.v:;) to our Insular posses-
sions was not in accord with tho ad
ministration's course in those matters.

Mr. Pettlgrew said he had no doubt
that Mr. Harlan would be confirmed,
but he added that a yea and nay vote
would be necessary to that accom-
plishment, and for that reason It would
bo necessary to have a quorum present
when the nomination should be acted
upon.

Senator Foraker replied briefly,
again referring to Mr. Harlan's qualifi-
cations and expressing the opinion
that the administration would have tho
support of Justices Harlan and Mc-Kenn- a

without conferring favors upon
their families. There was no quorum
present and the senate adjourned with-
out action.

HAS NO EFFECT.

Clayton-Oulwe- r Treaty on the Right to
Construct Nicaragua Canal.

Washington, Jan. 16. Senator Mor-
gan has introduced a resolution declar-
atory of the non-effe- of the Clayton-Pulwe- r

treaty upon the right of the
United States to construct the Nicara-
gua canal. The resolution cites the
protocol with Nicaragua and Costa
Rica as a preamble, and then proceeds
as follows:

"Resolved, That the Clayton-Rulwe- r

treaty of July 4, 1S30, gives no right
to Great Britain to demand that tho
congress of tbo United States shall
withhold Its ratification of said agree-
ments or shall abstain from legislation
to provide for their prompt execution.

"That the ratification by Groat Brit-
ain of the treaty of
Feb. r, 1900, as the same has been
amended in tho senate is not a. condi-
tion precedent to legislation by con-
gress, in providing for the execution
of said agreements with Costa Rica
and Nicaragua; nor are the principles
or provisions of the Clayton-Bulwe- r

treaty any just or admissible ground
of objection on the part of the govern-
ment or her Britannic majesty to the
enactment of a law by congress pro
vldlng for the execullon of such agreo-ment- s

with Costa Rica and Nicara-
gua."

The Neely Case.
Havana, Jan. 1G. Mr. Lamar, who

Is associated with Mr. Rubens in the
prosecution of the postofflce fraud
cases for the government, says that
with the exception of some evidence
which Mr. Rubens will bring from tho
United States, especially what Is con-
tained In the Lawshe report, the gov-
ernment Is now ready to proceed with
the trial of C. F. W. Neely, charged
with embezzlement while acting as
financial agent of the department of
posts. Neely has already been Indict-
ed by the court of first Instance and
on his arrival here, under the extradi-
tion proceedings, he will be impris-
oned to await trial before the Audlen
cla. Seven judges will sit in the case.
Spanish law aliows an appeal to the
supreme court, but the decision of the
latter tribunal is final.

An effort will be made by the commit-
tee to secure early consideration of
the Gibson bill appropriating $335,484
for claims allowed under the "Bowman
act."

regarding the sale of the Danish West
Indies, and also a petition, signed by
17 business men of Copenhagen, ask-

The syndicate proposes, if their
petition Is favorably entertained, to
expend money in Improvements and In

developing the Islands. This proposi-

Defendant Death Gives tho Lio to
a Police Witness.

PROSECUTION'S EVIDENCE IS IN

Death Objected to a Statement That
He Made a Confession to the Police
of the Crime Against Jennie Dos

schleter.

Paterson, N. J., Jan. in. With an ar-
ray of expert evidence to show the
cause of death, tho admission of state-
ments made by tho police that one of
tho defendants made a confession of
the crime and a sensational Interrup-
tion of one of tho witnesses by ono of
the prisoners, Prosecuting Attorney
Emley Tuesday night announced that
the case of the state against Win. A.
Death, Andrew Campbell and Walter
L. McAlister, three of the four men ac-
cused of murdering Jennlo Bosschle-ter- ,

was complete.
The greater part of the day was 02

cupled with the testimony of tho med-

ical experts, the most important of
whom was Dr. Andrew F. McBride, tho
county physician, who performed tho
autopsy on the body of tho girl and
declared that she came to her death
from the effects of "some poison," and
Prof. Rudolph S. Witthaus, a chemist
who made a qualitative and quantita-
tive analysis of the stomach
of the girl and detected the
presence of chloral hydrate In
sufficient quantities to show that death
had resulted from the administering of
this drug. A number of detectives and
policemen wore put upon the stand
to tell of the arrest of tho prisoners.
Detective Sergeant Mclnerney, who
drove over the route with the hackman
Schulthorpe, and found the bottle neat
tho body, was testifying to a statement
made to him by Death on the night of
his arrest, or rather in tho early morn
Ing. He was saying: "I went to
Death's cell and asked him if he had
any relations with the girl, and "

Death instantly sprang to his feet
and shouted: "You lie, you lie."

His counsel pulled him aown, and af-
ter evidence was given by severa1
other detectives, Death was summoned
to the stand. He told of his arrest and
of p. number of questions put to him
b: police, but he stepped down
fro. the stand without stating what
it was he told the police. Judge Dixon
then admitted the evidence of the po-

licemen, in which they said Death had
confessed.

Wm. Perry, a policeman, told of a
different confession made to him by
Death. He said the young man had
stated to him that McAlister had put
the drug Into the girl's wine glass two
or three times.

Dr. Cyrus Townsend. to whom the
four men took the girl when they first
returned to Paterson, told of his ex-

amination of the girl and of his pro-

nouncing her dead. Tho other wit
nesses examined were Daniel McShanc
of the prosecutor's office, who had pos
session of the bottle found by the dead
girl; Dr. Wm. L. Vroom, coroner for
Bergen 'ounty, who was notified of the
discovery of tho body and who made
an examination: Tunis Vermeulon, the
undertaker who embalmed the body;
Dr. E. W. Todd and Dr. Thurbcr, of
Paterson, who corroborated Dr.
Vroom's evidence; Dr. Calvin Terrl-verr- y

and Dr. W. H. Newman, who
were present at the autopsy; Chief of
Police draul, Detective Sergeant Joho
II .Taylor, and Detectives Titus and
Lord, who corroborated the statements
the other officers made as to the con-

fessions made by Death.

No imsatement hai
been too wild, no untruth too ridieulou,
no innuendo too base, no assertion of venal
ity too absurd, to fail of use in the handa of

these malignant opponents of American in-

terests. 'When the shipping bill firt came
before congress, the iuggestion was made
that swift ocean steamships were what were
most needed, mail carriers, vessels avail-

able as auxiliary cruisers ocean gray-hound- ?,

in and it was alleged that
the slow cargo carriers could take care of
themselves, that they Deeded no assistance,
they were profitable under present condi-

tion?, and similar arguments.
When it was pointed out that there was

reason for government aid for plow khips,
carrying only cargoes, because they wire
at a disadvantage in cost of construction, if
American-built- , and at a further diadyan-- .

taire in cost of operation, if run by American
oficers and teamen and liremtn, and this
truth became known, then the enemy

will be ever expanding opportunities for
eour people to increase their exports and se-

cure and hold new foreign mukets for their
surpln product. Naturally these foreign
shipping interests will fight the shipping bill
to the death, and they are known to be do-.in- g

it ia every way in their power.
Tie other enemies, equally as active, and

eU!S'crted by those lirt mentioned, are the
'free traders. American ship upon the sea

iave been unprotected in operation for 40

years, and their tonnage ha decreased by
two-third- while our commerce has in

creased fourfold. (ny l.y protecting our

hii, as our land industries have been pro-

tected against foreign competition, can they
make head against foreign ships. The free
traders fear another triumph of the Amer-
ican protective policy. Taking advantage
of thU element of oppositon, the foreign
shipping interests are supplying the Reform
club of New York with money in unlimited
quantities to circulate its free-trad- e liter-
ature in opposition to the sliippng bill. And
this tells the whole story of the sources of
opposition to the shipping bill.

CTThe American people are not po partic-
ular whether this or that particular bill is

passed to build up American shipping, as
they are that srme efTeetive measure be
put upon ur statutes, at once, that will ac-

complish this very desirable result. The
people feel that it is the duty of con-

gress to enact such a measure without fur-

ther delay.
Ity Undoubtedly there i a majority of

the senate in favor of the bill," mjn the New
York Times, in an editorial urging demo-
cratic senators to resort to every iosslb!e
device to prevent a vote being taken on

the bill. When the enemy i compelled to
thwart the majority will, they are subvert-
ing the government to their own end-- to

the desire of the minority.
