additional miles of track to take care of
it. (Guv Morrison Walker in The
World's Work.)

How to get a position on th statT of
tho "Tribune," or the "Sun," the "Times,"
or some other good paper?

He
will get on much faster afterward in the
city for having learned all that a country
newspaper oflice can teach him. On the
other hand, I am also a great believer
in tho cquntry as a place for the able
and city newspaper man
who has grown weary of the burdens
and exactions of work in tho metropoli
tan newspaper oflice, and who yearns for
a little more chance to develop his own'
personality. I have known various cases
where such men, still young, took what
they had saved out of their salaries,
bought newspapers in smaller cities or
country towns, soon becamo leading men
in their communities, learned to keep
early hours, and "lived happy ever after."
