LAW RELATIVE TO

SPRAYING TREES

Some Growers Careless in Living up
to Provisions of Law. Violation

is Misdemeanor.
The following extract from the law

relative to the spraying and destruction
of fruit trees infected with disease is
given for the benefit of growers who may
not be familiar with the statute or per
haps have grown careless or M3gligert in
regard to the matter:

It shall be unlawful for any person or
persons knowingly to keep upon their
premi-e- s, or upon premises under their
control or charge. an tree or fruit

with the disease known hs peach
yellows, rosette or little peach, or any
part of a tree Infected with the disease
known as black knot or pear blight. Or
any tree, shrub, plant or vine infected
with any other dangerously contagious
disc is. of Infected with San Jose scale,
canker worm or any other dangerous,
noxious Ifltect pest. In case tbe owner
shall refuse to spray or destroy in ac-

cordance with the above act, they shall
be liable to an action for misdemeanor
with l line or imprisonment, at the dis
OfttiOfl of the court.

The orchard inspectors siucerely hope
that the fruit growers vill attend to the
above and either spray or destroy any
thing covered bj the Hot, thereby saving
unnecessary and annoving litigation.

Letter Written in IS47 as Plain as
Print. Old Relics Highly Prized

by Owner.

Northerner ofloi this week a lettir
dated November 19, 1847. The letter
ua. written by Miss Elizabeth Merry at
Cedarville, N. Y.t to her mother, Mrs
Philura Warner of Paw Paw. Mrs War
ner was Mrs. Fish's great grandmother.
The letter is in a remarkable state of
pre servation, every word being as plain
and legible as though they had been
v ntten yesterday.

Among the old papers exhibited to
the w riter was a certificate making one
Junta Warner a deacon 111 the Methodist
Bptooopol church. This papir was
signed b Elijah lledding and dated at
Auburn, N. Y , September 28, 18.'M. An-

other dated at Marshall, Mich., August
2.'l, 1840, made the same party an Rider
in the M. E. church. These certificates
are of parchment and the writing is now
as plain as print.
