GRUBS IN THE COW'S BACK

They Should Be Located and Removed,
as Thelr Presence Causes Pain
and Injury.

The ralsed painful “banches” notice-
able upon the backs of cattle during
the winter season and early spring
months are due to large grubs or
larvae, and are commonly termed
“warbles."

The grubs are the product of eggs
deposited by the ox warble fly (hupo-

derma lpeata) during fly time in sum- |

mer, and unless destroyed on removal
from the backs of ecattle, burrow lulo
the earth and emerge after a time In
the form of flles, to carry on thelr pes-
tiferous work,

The old and apparently sensible ldea |

of the Nfe history of these grubs Is
thiat the parent fly deposits her eggs
upon or just under the surface of the
gkin ‘of the cow's back at a place
where she can nelther protect her-
gelf agninst the fly by licking with
her tongue nor switehing with her
tall

The eggs then hatch out and
voung larvae, after pentrating
deeper layer of the skin, form a sac
in the conneetive tissue, wheroe they
llve and grow in a collection of inflam-
matory lymph.
