The statutes of Michigan provide
that where cne or both of the parties
desiring a license to marry reside in the
State, such license can be lawfully is-
sued only by the county clerk of the
county “in which either the man or
woman resides.” Such licerse is good
snywhere in the state, Where both
parlies are pon-residents a license may
be obtaived in any county, but is wvalid
only in the county where it is issued,
There is no such thing as a “trust in
this marrying gama"” among the county
clerka, ns stated in an item appearing io
last week's Northerner.
