It has been found that metals may be
colored quickly and cheaply by forming
on their surface a coating of a thin

ly cleaned by means of acids and alka
lies they ndlere so firmly that they
m.iy be operated upon by the polishing
steel.

To prepare the solution dissolve ball
an ounce of hyposulphlde of soda in
one pound of water and add half an
ounce of acetate of lead dissolved in
half a pound of water. When this dear
Solution la heated to from VM to 200
degrees F. it decomposes slowly und
precipitates SUlpbids of lead in brown
flakes. If metal be now present a part
of the sulphide of lead ll deposited
thereon, and according to the thickness
of the deposited sulphide t' i;iii the
above colors are produced. To produce
an even coloring the articles must be
