Extract from Cyril E. Bailey's Letter
to his Father.

I expect to go to France with the

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The preliminary steps for the conseription of an American army
are over. Tuesday was registration day, and over ten million
voung men of the country are now on the list for the draft.
Not all of this number are eligible, and the government has an-

nounced that two million names will be drawn on the first draft,

deeming that number necessary to secure a force of 625,000.

The registration figures for the state are not. available as we go |

to press, but Van Buren's quota is 2,109 and the registration by
