I have intended to thank you for

Fending me the. paper for some time,
but as these are rather busy times
1 have neglected to do so. I certain-
ly have appreciated it for of all
things most welcome after a long
time at sea are the letters from home
and the home town paper. I think
one will find more varieties of news-
papers on board a battleship than
any place else in the world. We have
a great variety of food to, but the
ship's cooks mix it all together ami
have named it stew.

Nearly every one has heard quite
a lot about the army, in fact nearly
every one is in it, so I want to tell
you a little of the navy. Judging
from some of the questions that have
been asked me by the civilian people,
sailors are to be studied. Here are a
few facts. We are men even though
we do our own cooking, sewing and
scrub our own clothes. We sleep in
hammocks and in a heavy sea some-

times get sea sick. We understand
Knglish, although we get very little
opportunity to use it. We enjoy ham
and eggs, but generally eat beans.
We have more bosses than the Tam-

many King in New York, but we al-

ways have our work done. Our
sports are many, coaling ship, shoot-

ing craps, working off extra duty and
dodging the boatswain's mate. We
have a black cat for a mascot and the
land is the jinx. The main source
of enjoyment is equally divided be-

tween the mess tables and the player
piano an the starboard side of the
main deck. Indoor 6ports getting
away with murder.

I have been in the navy nearly
three years and never met a navy
man who would admit he was a
militia man or a patriot. Everybody
ships for their beans in the man's

'navy.
As for the war, we know we are

E. F. from "Somewhere in. France"
; As I have been in France for som
time now, I thought perhaps you
would be interested to know how
things stand over here.

To begin with I will not write what
I am doing or anything pertaining to
military affairs for the Censor would
simply cut it out or else throw the
letter in the waste basket.

The conditions over here aregood.
The climate now is about the same
as Michigan weather is about the
last of May, so you see we do not
suffer from the cold. We are fed
good, but candy and fruit is very
scarce. Chocolate candy is mostly in
demand.

The main; excitement is when the
mail comes in. We did not receive
any mail for about a month but now
it comes once a week. I cannot
picture to you the anxiety of the
fellows waiting for mail, and then, if
the letter did not come he turns away
with a sigh, and continues doing his
duty as a soldier, but not with the
same spirit as he would had he re-

ceived a letter.
I received two copies of the True

Northerner last week, dated February
15th, and 22nd. I guess I read every
line in them and so did a number of
my comrades. Reading material is
very scarce and a few good magi-zine- s

would be appreciated.
And now to come to the last point,

when a fellow does not receive a
letter he can find comfort in a good
smoke, but that is another thing that
is scarce. Some of the fellows
brought cigarettes and tobacco with
them but that is giving out, and the
question is, where can we get more?
Matches are so very scarce I do not
know what one looks like.
